DEATH or SIR GORDON SfWFOGl 
A LOST TO SOUTH AFRICA

Veteran Stateéman Who Went To the 
Dark Continent In Search of Health 
and Entered Politic»—Was Prime 
Minister of Cape Colony on Four 
Occasions and Saw Two Wars 
In That Country.

South Africa, in the recent death of 
Sir Gordon Sprigg, mourns a states­
man who had played a distinguished 
part in the public life of the country. 
Sir Gordon was Premier of Cape Col­
ony on no fewer than four-oecegions. 
Born in Ipswich in 1830, the son of a 
Baptist minister, he began life in 
London as a journalist, and was a 
Parliamentary reporter and contribu­
tor to various newspapers. When 
twenty-eight his health broke down, 
and, like Cecil Rhodes, he went to 
South Africa in search of health. So 

was he when he left England that 
hîTh&d to be carried on the ship. Be- 

«pofciiBg a farmer, he soon became the 
;sor of great herds of cattle and 

The settler was drawn into 
tieste and eleven years after his ar- 

TffaFKé was elected to the Cape 
House d Assembly. He quickly came 
to ^thelfbnt, and a decade later was 
madè ^K&faer. During his first term 
of oflùæ^è.Jïaeuto war occurred, and

Sir Gordon did his best firing it to 
a successful conclusion, isîté^'worked 
energetically in raising aatiitqb,-'volun­
teer regiments and he w^tojjae seen 
standing on the bridgajflfi ^coasting] 
vessels, addressing in magiilloquent 
terms the very mixed bodÿ^df recruits.. 
During the Boer War SlriQordon, as 
Premier and Treasurer of Cape Col- 
onyj had a difficult task. jThis was 
followed by, perhaps, th& ^nost mo* 
mentons campaign of • hiS^oeeeer. A 
movement was started At thie close V6T 
the war ' for the suspension of the 
Constitution of the Ooîbïty. It rapid­
ly gained powerful support, and be­
came the all-absorbing political topic 
of South Africa. Sir Gordon Sprigg 
and some of his colleagues vigorously 
opposed the proposal, in the face of 
much hostility, until eventually Mr. 
Chamberlain, as Colonial Secretary,' 
gave.his decision against the suspen­
sion. Nevertheless, in the General 
Election of 1904, Sir Gordon was de­
feated byi Dr. Sfiaartt at East London 
by a majority of 954, and, the Pro­
gressives winning the election, Dr. 
Jameson formed the new Ministry. 
Sir Gordon attributed his physical 
and nervous strength chiefly to the 
fact that he was-" Suffolk-born.

-fladlum and Photography.
The alpha and beta rays of radium, 

the positive and negative particles in­
to which the atom breaks up, are now 
studied by photography. The probess 
has been developed in recent months 
by C. T. R. Wilson, and was illustrat­
ed by Prof. W. H. Bragg* at the last 
meeting of the British Association.

The bit of radium is held in a short 
glass cylinder six inches in diameter, 
one end of which is closed with a glass 
plate, while a movable piston is fitted 
into the other. The chamber being 
filled -with moist air, the piston is 
drawn outward, when the sudden ex­
pansion cools the moisture, and a fog 
is formed that settles ,on the "ions” 
that are left as trails of any alpha 
and beta rays.

By illuminating the fog and photo­
graphing it, a picture showing the 
path ,of the rays is obtained.

Discoveries In Sphinx.
A correspondent writing The West­

minster Gazette from Cairo, says:
Great interest is being taken in re­

cent discoveries at the Sphinx. Prof. 
Reigrior has succeeded in removing 
the sand of sixty centuries from the 
interior of the head and has gained 
entrance through the neck to a temple 
that runs the whole length of the gi­
gantic body, measuring 120 feet in 
length. In this temple is a pyramid 
which forms the tomb of Menes, the 
first King of Egypt, and is supposed 
to contain his mummified body. Slop­
ing passages from the temple lead to 
other chambers as yet unexplored, 
and it is thought to a subterranean 
city.

Inspecting the Table.
Before the big semi-official dinners 

which the King gives at Buckingham 
Palace the table In the state dining­
room is always inspected by the palace 
“upholsterers," whose duty it is to 
see that this splendid piece of furni­
ture is fit to bear its burden. The 
enormous weight of the royal plate 
renders this precaution necessary. It 
is said to have been instituted after 
a supper table had collapsed at ft 
rout given by George III.

Will Use Phonograph's.
Are shorthand writing and note tak­

ing doomed in courts of justice? An 
Australian judge has just declared, “I 
believe the day is not distant when the 
phonograph will be regularly used to 
take down evidence."

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Tuesday, April let, 1813.
The Council met at 8 p. m.
J g J B3L£R*rfiFECOXD BEADING.
Hon-, Mr. Armstrong, Chairman of 

the Select Committee on Bills, report­
ed up favorably^ fOTTq7ï : £

These Bills were severally read a 
second time and committed to Com­
mittee of the whole House. i

IJon. Mr. Drummond—In looking 
over the Report of the Secretary of 
Industries and Immigration one reads 
of the advantages offered to immi­
grants by Nova Scotia, and there are 
some interesting letters, that have been 
written to other countries stating how 
satisfied those who had settled in this 
country wère. Now, in my opinion, 
you may talk about advertising as 
you will but the best possible adver­
tisement you can give to Nova Scotia 
is for the settlers to write home how 
satisfied they are.

I am going to give you an illustra­
tion which will, I think, take some of 
the hon. members off their feet, if I 
may use that expression, and I give 
you the statement as absolutely cor­
rect. Some nine months ago a man 
entered the poet office of one of the 
Dominion colliery towns, and said he 
wished to send some money to his 
friends, and pulled out a roll of bills 
which, on being counted, amounted to 
$3,020. A few months later he en­
tered, with his brother, the same post 
office, and said he wanted to send 
some more money home. The post­
master said to him, “ Why don’t you 
use the banks, you will get it a little 
cheaper," and" he replied, “ I found the 
last money went safely, and my 
friends got it easily, and I want to 
send it through the post office." “ How 
much have you this time?” he was 
asked, and he counted out another roll 
of over $4,000 ; now that $4,000 added to 
the $3,000, makes $7,000 that those two 
brothers sent home from Nova Scotia 
to their friends in seven years. There 
are many here who may be inclined to 
disbelieve it, but I can understand it 
perfectly well. They earn monthly, 
let me say, $65 ; and they pay only 
$4.00 a week for board, and I don’t see 
what is to hinder a single man from 
saving $42 a month with that wage. 
Now, the moral is, if immigrants can 
save such amounts, our own men can 
do the same if they will only set their 
minds to it. It shows thrift. I know 
it is against the socialistic idea, this 
matter of thrift, because they dis­
countenance it. I -know that in a 
lodge of the P. W. A. some of the 
members did say they have nothing 
to do with inctostry, with sobriety or 
thrift ; that the only idea of a labor 
union is to get better wages from tiro 
employer. I have always said that 
the main essential before getting 
money is to know-how to use it, and I 
am very gtad to be able to give this 
incident to-day to the hon. members 
of this House.

The President—In what line of life 
were these men ?

Hon. Mr. Drummond—Coal miners.
The President—*-What proportion of 

the workingmen in the collieries are 
natives ?

- Hon. Mr. Drummond—About seven- 
eighths of them are natives. This, 
however, includes the men from New­
foundland.

A MARVELLOUS MEMORY.

Presbyterian Minister Who.Knew the 
Bible By Henrtr

Of the many examples of prodigious 
memories which have been recorded 
from time to time, none, perhaps, 
have been ao remarkable as the case of 
Rev. Thomas Threlkeld, who was a 
Presbyterian minister at Rpchdale for 
twenty-eight years, and died there in 
April, 1806, at the age of sixty-seven. 
Threlkeld's memory first attracted at­
tention when he attended the Gram­
mar School at Daventry, where he 
began to make a close study of the 
Bible. When a passage was recited 
to him he could immediately give it 
chapter and verse, and, on the other 
hand, if a chapter and verse were giv­
en he could at once repeat the pas-
^Both at Davebtry and Warrington, 
where he went te finish his education, 
his fellow students delighted in put­
ting his memory to the test, and 

^never once was it known to be at 
iault.

In later years* says Mr. Frank Bird, 
in “Lancashire Stories," “Threlkeld 
was looked upon as a living concord­
ance to the Bible in Rochdale and 
the neighborhood, and was constantly

cent to th^ chairmanship of the com­
mission in<yiiring into the trade and 
natural resources of the Empire again 
places ,in harness a man who has done 
valuable work for the Empire.

The Vincent family from time im­
memorial have rendered service to the 
state. There was a Thomas Vincent 
Who received a knighthood from Queen 
Elizabeth, and no less than ten bear­
ers of the name have sat in Parlia-

After leaving Eton Sir Edgar Vin­
cent hésâéd the list of candidates in 
the open, competition for an appoint­
ment as Student Dragoman at- Con­
stantinople. He, however, entered the 
Coldstieam Guards instead. Neverthe­
less, fate willed that he should drift 
into a diplomatic career, and he repre­
sented British. Belgian and Dutch in­
terests on the Council of the Ottoman 
Public Department in Constantinople.

He was next appointed Financial 
Adviser to the Egyptian Government, 
and in conjunction with Lord Cromer 
restored financial prosperity to Egypt. 
Having overcome the financial diffi­
culties of that country, Sir Edgar re­
turned to Constantinople as Governor 
of the Imperial Ottoman Bank, and 
succeeded in placing Saltan Abdul 
Hamid's Government on a satisfactory 
financial footing.

It may be taken that practically the 
whole of the ostrich feathers produc­
ed by South Africa are pofdv'afid 
handled in London. Tfie^-importance 
of the industry is veryi^&i; yet the 
average man-in-theMstieetj or the 
woman who wears the feathers, has 
little or no -iâ&wof its magnitude- 
OudtsboQrn- h*8 been called the 
cradle ôï the ostrich-farming industry, 

(And has risen in a decade to be the 
wealthiest South African inland farm­
ing town, chiefly by reason of its os­
triches. It is the* country of the plum­
ed ostrich, or rather of “the plucked 
bird," and everyone talks feathers. 
The industry was boro in its present 
form only fifty years ago, and in 1865 
there were but eighty-two tame birds 
in South Africa; while only sixteen 
thousand pounds of feathers were ex­
ported in that year, and these came 
for the most part from wild birds; 
brought down by hunters. The 1911; 
census showed 746,736 domesticated! 
ostriches in South Africa, and an ex­
port of a value of $11,265,220.

A New Duke.
The Marquis of Hamilton, who is 

now Duke of Abercorn, following the 
death of his father, succeeds to great 
possessions. The late duke held seven­
teen titles, was a peer in three king­
doms, and a duke of France. His 
successor inherits most of these hon­
ore. The Aberoorns have cut a big 
figure in public life for several gen­
erations. The present duke's grand­
father was nicknamed "Old Splen­
did," and he appears as “the duke” 
in Disraeli’s “Lothair." Of the first 
Marquis of Abercorn it is related that 
he required his housemaids to wear 
white gloves when they made his bed.

How HI» Majeety Dines.
King George’s dinner usually con- 

sista of a littie clear soup, a piece of 
grilled, sole or halibut or mullet, a 
slice of roast game and an ice. Some­
times, however, His Majesty's dinner 
is far more restricted. On days when 
he feels an attack of dyspepsia ap­
proaching his dinner often consists of 
a little soup, milk pudding and a roast 
apple and cream and an ice.
