Mr George Marquis of Chatham will be looked 
upon as a benefactor of smelt fishermen, sportsmen 
and others who may hare the good fortune to pro 
cure stoves of the new pattern designed by him 
the first sample of which was pnt together at his 
well known shop at Chatham on Tuesday afternoon 
and shipped yesterday to Neguac It is to be used 
in a vooee-ehooter's camp at Tabusintac and for 
that purpoee as well as for heating and cooking in 
smelt-fishermen's shanties it is just the thing It 
is about 20 inches long, 14 inches from front to 
hack and the same from bottom to top The botto 
top, door and dampers, etc are of cast iron and 
sides and ends are composed of a sheet of 16 gauge 
sheet steel It will hold nearly twice as much wood 
as a star stove while owing to a new and peculiar 
form adopted in the bottom, it will burn either a 
small or large quantity of fuel, as may be desired 
It may also be fitted to burn coal There is a draft 
for forcing the tire and a damper for lessening the 
heat at will The top has two pot-holes and these 
may, by the removal of the dividing centre-piece, 
which is of the usual form, be converted into an 
oblong hole for a big beiler or oblong pan Alto­
gether, the new shanty-stove seems to meet a 
requirement that is more than local, and the cost, 
$5, places it within almost everbody's ability to buy 
it Mr Marquis has just begun to till orders, and it 
will te well for those who intend to fish 
during the coming winter, as well as sportsmen 
and gunners who want to be comfortable and, at 
the same time, have a stove on which they can do 
quite a range of cooking to place their orders with 
him, as early aa possible.

ment uuder the auspices of the Suffolk 
Athletic club to-night,- Eldie Counolly of 
St. John, N. B,, defeated Billy Welch of 
Brooklyu, N. Y. in the fifth round of an 
eiitht-rouud coutest. In the middle of the 
fifth round Welch, who hsd been severely 
punished from tho start, threw up his bands 
and cried quits.

The match was for $500 and both men 
weighed in at 128 pounds. Welch wae 
knocked down not less than ten times by 
Connolly and he fell to bis knees half a 
dozen times more, 
battered at the close, Connolly having 
administered frightful punishment in the 
fourth round, when he floored Welch four 
times in rapid succession.

The evening’s programme was opened by 
Joe Flaherty of Lowell and Frank Steele oi 
Boston in an eight rouod go, bnt the referet 
ordered a ninth round and then a draw wan 
declared. Fiaheity was the sgreasor and 
led the fighting throughout His clever 
stops and leads won him hearty applause.

Tom Mullen of Waltham and Pete 
Manning of South Boston fought six rounds. 
They were weighed in st 122 pounds. 
Manning broke a bone in his right forearm 
in the first round and fought the contest 
with that member hanging useless at his 
side. He was awarded the contest, having 
clearly outfought Mullen.

Johnny Briggs, of Waltham, won a six 
round contest from Johnny McNamara, of 
Boston.

The fight of the night was then called on.
Connolly was seconded by "Mystarions’ 

Billy Smith, and Jack Power of St. John 
Charles White of New York and Jimmy 
Ksveue of Boston looked after Welsh.

The referee was J. A. Keliher ; judges, ti. 
T. Williams and Arthur P. Hunt ; master 
of ceremonies, Je re Corkey, and timer, 
Nick Kong.

The following is the fjght by rounds :
First round Connolly made a drive at 

Welsh, caught him a right hander in the 
neck and followed with a swinging blew 
with the left flooring Welsh. Connolly 
osnght Welsh again, after he got 
to his feet, with an upper-ent with the 
left and again lifted the Brooklyn boy from 
the floor. Welch got in for a wind blow, 
bnt in return received two sledge-hammer 
drives from Connolly's right and left, pros­
trating him.

The "cheap-jack” tactics of the few 
gentlemen in Chatham who were leaders 
in the late fiasco connected with the business 
of the Street and Fire department, is well 
illustrated in the columns of the Worll and 
St. John Son, which usually get their infor­
mation and inspiration in respect of Chatham 
matters from a common source. It is well 
understood that the citizens of Chatham are 
quite satisfied with the changes made at the 
late meeting of the Municipal Council in the 
Board of Street and Fire Commissioners. It 
was necessary to have a new member for 
the upper district because Mr. Abbott had 
removed from it. Mr. Alex Fraser, who 
bad before been on the Board and was con­
sidered an efficient man, was chosen to fill 
the vacancy. There were, when the Council 
met, four members in the lower district, 
while under the law, there ( could be only 
three—Mr. Abbott having, during last year, 
moved into th»t district. As one of the 
foor, Mr. Stothart, wae an assessor, and aa 
he had intimated that he was indifferent aa 
to being retained on the Street and F«re 
Board, bis name was dropped for that 
district and that of Mr. Abbott retained 
for it. As everybody in town knows it 
waa a matter of common complaint that the 
Board did not get along smoothly with the 
lato Stmt commissioner Connors, althongh 
ha wae their own nominee, eo the oonocilioie 
•elected Ifr. JL Flanagan—an ex-Warden Fifth round—Weloh feinted for Connolly’s
