Following the example of Montreal,
Toronto, Winnipeg and other large
€anadian cities the Treasury Board
decided last night to recommcad to the
Common Council that the Salvatlon
‘Army be aided by an annual grant in |
its work of relieving the distress among |
the poor and needy. In consequence of
this three hundred dollars will in fu-
ture be paid the Army each year.

IN ANSWER TO PLEA.

_Mhe decision came in answer to a
plea. for assistance presented by a
delegation consisting of Col. Turner,
Adj. Cornish end Ensign Robinson,
and after the chief of police had voiced
his hearty approval of the work being
carried on by the Army and his opin-
jon of its great value to the city.

The matter was brought before the
board in a communication addressed
to his worship the mayor. The delega~
tion had been asked to appear in re-
sponse to this.

Col. Turner was the first to address
the meeting. He stated that he thought
the appeal worthy of support, because
of the existing needs of the situation.

st. John as a winter port would of
necessity have to grapple with the
problem of a floating unemployed pop-
ulation. The Army had taken up the
work of relief in this matter and was
actually doing much that would fall
to the lot of .the city in the event of
there being no shelter.

Col. Turner believed the Army by
reason of Its great experience in the
work was best able to cope with the
situation and he invited the aldermen
to inspeot the facilities at hand. He
stated that perhaps 75 per cent of the
men assisted were deserving, the re-
manrg 26 per cent were not. It was
hard to disseminate. He did not be-
lieve that the methods employed by
the Army encouraged pauperism for
the reason that Qittle help was glven
without the - exaction of Work in re-
turn.

Concluding he thought that scc-

tarianism did not ente into the mat-
ter as the help extended to all denom- i
inations. |

Adj. Cornish was the next to ad- |
dress the meeting.

He emphasized the great good that
had been accomplished by the three
hundred odd aollars received from The
Sun and Star relief fund and stated
that without this aid the present opera-
tion of the institution could not have
been undertaken. He cited a number
of cases of local destitution that had
been relieved by money drawn from
the fund and submltted the statement
previously published of the expendi-
tures made.

Continuing, he said that the officials
of the shelter were preparcd to make
any sacrifice, but that he did think

i they should be aided by the city in re-

turn for the work they were doing and
for phich the public generally was in
receipt of many benefits.

The chief of police when called upon
expressed his high regard of the work
being carried on by the Army and
stated in reply to a question that he
believed the public enjoyed a much
greater degree of security by reason of
its operation. Driven to desperation by
hunger and want the destitute men,
said the chief, are ready to do almost
anything. Their being cared for by
the Army is a source of great protec-
tion in itself.

Ald. Kelley asked if the chief pre-
ferred the giving of a grant to the
Army to the placing of two additional
policemen on the Water street beat.
To which he replied that he would
stick out for both.

The delegation then retired and
Ald. Frink moved that the application
be granted, and that in future an an-
nual grant of $300 be paid the army.

The resolution was carried unani-
mougly.

At a meeting of the Treasury Board
held last night a committee was ap-
pointed to go into the matter of bring-

Measures were also adopted
at the meeting providing for the relief
of the unemployed situation.

Ald. Baxter presided at the meeting,
which was attended by Ald.

The opiniou of the recorder in .the
matter of the Dobson case was first
taken up.
