the Lafayette avenue Presbyterian
church the Rev. Edward T. Drew, of
Boston, occupied the pulpit. His sub-
ject was ‘““Abundance of strepgth for
thé Daily Task. The text was from
Isaiah xi: 381. ““They that wait upon
the T.ord ghall remew their strength;
they shall mount upon wings as eagles;
they shall run and not be weary; they
shall walk ang met faint.” Mr, Drew
sald:

‘We can, therefore, think of many
persons whe would not be particularly
inferested in such a promise as this.
This Dbig, stalwart man, ‘blessed with
prosperity, of what interest to him is
the promise, ‘““They that wait wupon
the Lord shall renew their strength?”
Has he not strength enough already?
This strong and vigorous young man,
splendidly equipped with physical wvi-
tality and splendid mentality, does he
need to renew his strength? This
young - boy, full of ' exuberance .of
youtlh, with so much _superfiuoug
strength and vitality that he is the
dismay of his mother and the terror
of his teachers, does he need to renew
his strength?

It would seem that the strong, the
able-bodied; the vigorous, would have
rio particular interest in this beautiful
promise-of God. and yet this is looking
only upon the surface of things. Let
18 go deeper down;. Let up enunciate
this principle of truth—everv man needs
strength in proportion to the task
which he undertakes. If the only tasks
which the boy of overflowing health
has to undertake are going to school
and playag football and growing tall
and bro=A like his father; if that is all
that 'is expected of the boy, then he
surely has strength enough and to
spare. If the sum of the requirements
which fall upon this strong, talented
young man ‘s that he shall engage in
some business or profession, and make
& success of it, then evidently he has
#trength enough.and need not think of
“ the desirability of having it renewed
for thirty years at least. If all that is
expected of this stalwart, prosperous
man is that he shall face life's battie
and be a successful bread winner, then
there is surely nothing in this bel.utl-
ful promise for him. -

But, having named these ta.ska, we
certainly have not gone very far. We
have not even so much as touchad that’
crown which gives its glory to boy-
hood, youth and manhood. The crown-
ing glory of our human life is this:
that here in this world one shall live
the divine life worthily as a son or a
daughter of the King of Kings. If-one

proposes to liveras if that Divine life; |

Jesus of Nazareth; had never been liv-
ed; as if the light of the world had
never shone, as if the Sermon on the
Mount and' the parables had never
been spoken; then life is, indeed, a
comparatively simple affair and one
requires not the renewal of strength in
God. But if one will accept the chal-
lenge of that supreme life angd set be-
fore himself the task of realizing for
himself those divine ideas, then that
one, whoever he is or whstaoever his
strength, has set before himself an un-
d!rfa.king which he never can carry
~-out in his .own .strength alone. He
must’ have. . strength ' commensurate
with his task;, and in God alone shall
he find the strength which for. this
shall be sufficient. ‘In ‘companionship
Wwith God' he must find the daily . re~
~mewal of his strength.

cellent way to become acquainted with
a helping strengthening God is to cuiti-
vate the habit of quiet moments in His
ccmpany. Right in the midst of the
cares and anxieties and turmoil of life
we should seek Him. We should lift
up our eyes on high and learn how to
be silent unto God. Such lifting up of
the eye, such silence unto Geod, is a
wating upon Him. It brings one into
companionship with the Almighty. It
is a never failing source of health and
strength for vietorious living.

No true man or woman, who {is in
earriest in life’s battle, can afford to
Legin any day without these moments
of silence unto God. All great men
who ever did anything in this world
worth doing, have done it, according to
their own confessions, through the
help of God, whom they have met in
the quiet hour. Here is that grand old
character Elijah, and in the midst is a
secret place, down in the gorge, by the
Brook Kerith, where he was accus-
tomed to speak with God. Here is
that Cologsus of personal power, called
Moses, and in the midst is the secret
place, in the wilderness of Midian,
where saw the burning bush that
was not ¢onsumed and heard the voice
of the Eternal. Mere is David, the an-
ointed of the Lord, and in the midst of
his strenuous career the Cave of Adul-
lam, where he communed with God and
waited for orders from the Almighty.
Here is that splendid preacher of
righteousness, the forerunner of Christ,
John the Baptist, but in the midst is
the wilderness of Judea, where he
found God. And here is the founder
of the Christian church in Europe, the

1 Aposile Paul, and in the midst the

wilderness of WArabia and in that
wilderness he saw the vision splendid
of the unsearchable riches of the love
of God. And here is the great presi-
dent of the American Republic, guiding
the destiny of the nation through ‘the
awful firegs of the Civil War, because
in the midst, in the silent hours of the
night, he sought and found strength
and wisdom from the Most High, My
soul, if thou wouldst attain to the
highest usefulness trust not thyself
alone, Trust God. In the secret
place, in the qulet hour, wait thou
upon God.

And to wait upon the Lord means the
confession of dependence wupon God.

As
an eminent British schelar finely sug-
gests, it is a true climax ag it is8.

But hardest of all is the upright daily
honorable Christian walk among men
and before God. They that wait upon
the Lord shall rise grandly above
earth's distractions -and perplexities.
They shall live serenely, calmly with
God. That is the first reward, and that
is a great reward. But the second is
greater. Every true man will be called
upon to do some unusual duty, to bear
some burden unusually heavy, to run
Some great race, but they who wait
upon the Lord shall run that race
and shall not be weary. This is the
second reward, and the third is great-
er still..They that wait upon the Lord
shall have strength to do the daily
task divinely, to live the dafly routine
of life in a godlike manner, to make
one’s gommon living point men to God.
Teo conquer daily témptation, which
asks you to be mean and small or dis-
honest or revengeful, to walk daily
among men as a Christian with gar-
ments unspotted, that requires divine
strength, and the largest portion of it.

NO- NEW LINE INTO MAINE.

MONTREAL, Aug. 30—~When ques-
tioned today regarding surveys which
the C. P, R. is making in Maine and
New Brunswick, general manager Mc-
Nicoll denied they were for the pur-
pose of building a line between Mat-
tawamkeag and Debec Junction.

Mr. McNicoll said ' that the rumor
was ‘utterly groundless, and that the
C. P. R. had no intention of breaking
away from the Maine Central, whose
line they use from Mattawamkeag to
Vanceboro.. The'  Canadian Pacific,
however, has some surveying parties
out in that part of the country, but
the sole end of their work is the im-
provement of the grades, on the pres-
ent line of the road, and there is no
thought of building such a branch as
reported.

HALIFAX, Aug, 80.—John McManus,
brother' of Reid McManus, who has
the contract. for double tracking the
Intercolonial  from' ‘Windsor Junction,
was shot this morning as he was pass-
ing Princes Lodge,’ The - work of dou-
ble tracking is kept up day and night,
and a large number ‘of men are em-
ployed at’ the work.

Almshouse: lplm Choked  Himselt o
Death Kast Night by ;Tylng a Rope
Around His Neck.

A peculiar case of suicide took plaée

An aged inmate, Joseph Aisley, was
found sitting on the ground under some
trees, with a rope tied tightly round
his neck, quite dead, but in such a
natural pesition that though he had
been observed sitting there some time
previous to the discovery, no one sus-
pected any tragedy. It was only by
the accidental passing of Superintend-
ent Woods close to where the man was
seated that the truth became known.

Alsley was a man of 75 years of age,
of German descent, who had entered
the Almshouse in February last, He
was quiet and harmless, but it is
thought he gave way to a melancholy
which in time developed into suicidal
mania.

He was comparatively weak and
helpless and did only little odd chores
about the house, occasionally cleaning
knives or doing other light work. Ex-
cept that he came from the vicinity -of
Fairville nothing else was known about
him at Crouehville.

Enquiry in Fairville elicited the fact
that Aisley had lived at South Bay,
Years ago there lived in a little shack
near South Bay bridge John and Jos-
eph Aisley, and the two brothers were
well known in Fairville 'and the vicin-
ity. About seven years ago John died,
£and his wife moved away to the statess
Joseph worked around the mills for
some' time, but was unable to provide
for himself, being old and feeble, and
he finally was forced to go to the
Almshouse. It is not thought he has
any living relatives,

N PENNSYLVANIA

SCRANTON, Pa.,, Aug. 30.—A tor-
nado struck the northern part of Car-
bondale at 8.560 tonight and demolished
a score of housges, barns and railway
oars, but fortunatelyy caused no fatali-
ties. The stopm came from the west
and had:a path of 200 feet. Its centre
had the appearance of a funnel-shaped
cloud, not b ‘but lumiinous. There
was no :accomipaniment of lightning,
thunder or -rain,- and ‘the stars were
shining immediately before and after
it passed. A peculiarity in its effect
was that adjoining bulldings were
blown in diametrically opposite direc-
tions. Willlam Pope, his wife and
two. children, of Green street, had the
most thrilling experience thus far re-
lated.

CHARLOTTETOWN, Aug. 28.—Shall
Samuel McArthur, aged 21, and Cath-
erine McArthur, aged 18, be sent up to
the supreme court to stand their trial
for an aggravated assault on their
mother? Such is the extraordinary
question that is engaging the attention
of Stipendiary Brehant. The parties
live at Boneill, Lot 30, and yesterday
the preliminary hearing commenced at
Darlington.

The evidence of Mrs. McArthur was
to the effect that on the morning of
July 8th, just after breakfast, her son
and daughter suddenly seized her and
notwithstanding her struggles bound
her ankles and wrists with a muffler

and rope. They then dragged her to
the back door, where she saw the horse
and buggy standing. Seelng these and
realizing that they were about to take )
her away she said: “Lord have mercy
on me,” whereupon the horse ran
away. Her children started after it,
and she having freed one of her hands
hopped to a dresser and got a knife
and cut the cerds around her legs. She
then fled barefooted to a neighbor
named McQuaids.

As a result of this treatment she
wa® bruised from the top of her head
to the soles of her feet and besides
had a number of lumps on her head.
Her evidence respecting bruises, etc.,
was more or less corroborated by wit-
nesses who éxamined her after the al-
leged assault.  Mrs. McArthur was
Subsequently sent to the asylum, but
was released by the authorities .

A. J. B. Mellish, counsel for the
prisoners, brought out in cross-exam-
ining Dr. Murchison and other wit-
nesses that Mrs. McArthur had been
confined in PFaldonwood Asylum on at
least two previous occasions, being a’
person of weak intellect and at the
time of previous confinements having
a suicidal and homicidal mania.: Mr.
Mellish also intimated that the defense
in this case would be that the child-
ren believed that their lives were in
danger and that they were trying to
get her back to the asylum; both for
her own good and their own safety,
and that any marke on her body were
caused by struggling.
