Prayer is the
epoutaneous breathing of the soul under
the divine Spirit’s mflaence, and not, as is
sometimes supposed, the forced sad
despairing cry of a lost soul. Giving forth
is the ouly proof of grace received in answer'
to prayer that can be furnished to ourselves
or others, As we know of God by what
he give, 8o by our giving is it known that
we are christinne.  As the end sought by
prayer is godlikeness, 80 0aly by giving in &
godlike way oan we voioe divive attaic-
ments, [hen the ratio of our epjoyments
in prayer will be that of our joys in giving.

3rd, Prayer and Giving stand related to
each other na avtecedent and consequent:
Oaly by prayer is the soul’ qualified to
recsive the richer gitts of God's grace; in
the absence of which we are in help'ess,
hopeless poverty. With [the fliness 10
receive comes the will and the wisdom 10
rightly use o'l aitainments, So until the
soul ie fisted to receive, it is powerless to
bestow ; and when it has wherewith to
give, it most earnestly pints for the oppore
tunity, sad ' is pained if it be dexied this
privilege. In the christian heart the good
things stored are as ‘‘a burning fire sbut
up in the bones.” The divise nature in
the human heart brings forth after its kind
Here we have some of the botiom facts and
principles ¢f obristianity. Receiving and
giving are large and related factors in our
church felléwabip, 8o large and imporwmnt
are they, that ‘n theflabrence of either of
them, sor'ptural fellowship cennot exist
in the cburch ; nor can a profession of love
for Christ be of jmore than doubtful char-
sorer without them,

4th. Praying and Giviag are cc-ordinate,
They are of the sxme rack, value, dignity,
Oaoe is not subordinate or inferior to the
other. Onpe cannot, in any sense, be said
to rule or diplace, or be & substitute for
the other, Nomassing of prayers and pious
beuedictions can, in our religious make up,
fiil the place of beneficence. Nor is the
payiog of our last farthing for the most
toly purposes in iteelf a re'igious sct. Our
praying does no more to govern our giving
theo does our giving conirol our praying.
Their co-ordination must be preserved
ntact in order to their fullest development
in our church life. Only as they are
sllowed equal honors aud privileges of
action wi'l our lives be conformed to the
divine pattern.

And vow, dear brethren, you will allow
us to call your attention to the rich fruitage
of these christian practines. How they gild
aod bless in the domestio circle. Do we
pray for the religious and rocial elevation
of our dear ones T Then how readily and
joyouely do we labor and expend for this
®od ; nor do we dream of success by sny
other methods, And it will not be over-
looked that parents of thie type are noble
models of fatherbocd and motherbood,

In our church life this princip'e ot Jove
must bave dominion. It will en.tri e and
control all our efforts, ‘and hind ne o
support of all our denominauvual +o
prises. As we pray for a compelent
istry, so will we pay for their educa
and culture. As we pray for the incress
of religiovs knowledge, e0 will we give for
the suppcrt of our own educational iustitu-
tions. Honest, earnest prayer for the 1o
crease of gospel privileges, to the dark asd
destitute 01es of earth, will alwsys bring
st abundant anewer as we endorse these
geoerous impulies of the soul by corres-
It we give
sothing the proof s farnished either
that our prayers are not snswered, or thit
we have .t prayed at all for (hese worthy
cHj-ots ; and fariber, the evidence of our
tellowsh p with Obrist is lncking. - We are
