He
bas offered relicf in all cases wherever
the same has bteen recommended by &
north end clergymen or an slderman wko
bas inquired into the circumstances, but
he says that there are many applicants who
do not need relicf but who think they bave
the ssme right to a share in the funds as
their neighbors. For example, 8 man who
bad $1500 insurance on his property was
far more pressing for his share of reliet
than a neighbor who had not & cent on
bis emall bouse snd furpiture—who was
too poor to pay the premiums and was
poor to poverty after e had lost bis all.
Yet the insured men kept pressirg his
clsim until, finally, the committee gave
his wife $25 to replace her clothes.

eburches would not do this'and the commit-
tee was at s loss what to do because they
knew bundreds of dollars had been sub-
scribed tor the members.

Tte accounts of
the fund so far as it has been spent will be
made up as soon s possible and submitted.
