Leading up to this I
think our association sheuld taks some
steps for teaching box packing to our
orchardists. Bulletin No. 19, issued
by the Department of Agriculture, Ot-
tawa, contains valuabls instructions
on this subject, and any who have not
se:n it should obtain a eopy. I believe
also that the market is ready for fancy
apples put up in small jaskets that a
man may buy and earr; home in his
hand as he now does a basket of
grapes,
Let us popularize ow fruit, both in
itself and in its package, and we will
at the same time muke it more profit-
able to ourselves. Eat fruit, show
fruit, talk fruit, ssll fruit, give away
fruit, but first of all raise frult and
raise better frult and more of it.
It was generally better to leave the
selection of young trees to experts as
they had made a study of the condi-
tions and better results followed this
course. One advantage in dealing with
lccal nurseries was tlat the danger
of importing insect pests such as the
San Jose scale’ is minimized and it
is also better to get ‘he trees from
a point as near as possible to that
where they are to be grown, Orders
for trees should be placed as soon as
pessible, The trees should be obtain-
ed for from 20 to 25 cents each, land-
ed at the farmer's doors.
When the trees are received it it
important that they should be un-
packed as soon as possible. The soil
should be prepared a jear before the
trees are to be planted. One of the
great dangers of fruit growing was
that the soil was not properly prepar-
ed for the trees and when good trees
were put in poor soil they made no
progress the first two years and re-
ceived a severe setback.
Preparing the Soil.

The soil should be well supplied
with plant food and hunus and thor-
oughly cultivated before planting. A
good plan was to grow a crop of
roots or even buckwh2at the previ-
ous year in order to get the soil in
shape.
In laying out the orcaard the trees
should be planted so far apart that
when full grown their branches would
not interlace thus producing a forest
effect and preventing light from get-
ting to the trees. In some parts of
Nova Scotia the farmers by intense
culture and careful pruning had cb-
tained good results with trees plant-
ed a rod apart, but in most cases
he would advise a greater separation
than this. One orchardist who had
adopted a plan of intensive cultiva-
tion got a profit of $100 per acre from
a ten year old orchard of five acres.
Prof. Shaw then went on to advise
the growers as to the method ' of
planting and cultivation working the
soil about the roots of the young tree
to produce the best results. He advis-
ed a choice of the early bearing trees
for those who desired a guick return
and did not wish to wait for several
vears until they saw fruit. In con-
clusion he pointed out that the or-
chard was one of the most profitable
branches of agriculture and that the
people of New Brunswick had an ex-
cellent change to reap that profit.

Profits To Be Made.
He then read statistics showing the
cost per acre of apple orchards and
the prospective revenue.
This cost he estimated in the vicin-
ity of $74.00 per acre and with
yield of moderate size it was polslblz
to get from a small orchard a profit
each season of several hundred, of
dollars,
One reason why the people of the
province should have faith in the pos-
sibilities of a fruit orchard was the
proximity to a profitable market. The
apples could be' shipped down the riv-
er to St. John and thence on steamer
to the markets of England and Eur-
ope much more cheaply than they
could be taken from the Annapolis
Valley to Halifax. The English mar-
ket was a profitable one as it yields
the orchardist a profit of $2 per bar-
rel on his fruit and from a small
sized orchard it would easily be pos-
sible to get a profit of $1,000 per year.
In establishing an orchard one of
the first things to be considered was
the soil. - Orchards could be grown on
almost any deep and well drained soll
from sand to heavy clay. In a sandy
soll there would be a lack of humus
and plant food, but this could be rem-
edied, the clay soll would retain the
humus and plant food, while the
loamy soil combined the excellence of
both.  Orchardists claimed that with
a gravelly loamy soil the very best
results could be obtained.

Proper Sites.

He then dealt with the question of
sites, which he thought shoyld be on
an elevation in order to get the best
results. One of the advantages of
this would be found that the trees
would not be so susceptible to frost
as on a lower level. In the matter of
slope some orchardists preferred a
northérn exposure to any othen as the
bude and blossoms were retarded and
the liability to damage from late
frost was minimized. On a southern
exposure the fruit would color better
and mature earller and in this way
there was an advantage from a south-
ern exposure. In fact, north, north-
east, south and southeast were all
good but a direct western slope or
southwestern was to be avoided.
