that quarter, as both aides claim to 
have gained advantage. German news 
bureaus report that the attack on the 
Polish city Is gradually being pressed 
to a satisfactory conclusion, while 
from Petrograd 
equally as definite, that the Gear's 
soldiers, instead of being unable to 
withstand the Germans have been di­
verting a portion of their force to 
prosecute offensive movements else­
where. In the Carpathians the Rus­
sians are contending against the Ger­
mans and Austrian» as weU as heavy 
snow storms. For this reason the 
rapid movement of troops is difficult, 
if not impossible, and consequently 
the development of the campaign In 
that area has been delayed.

Fighting on the Western front ap­
pears to be almost at a standstill. 
The Allied forces are making use of 
the breathing spell to push more and 
more men to the fighting lines. 
Spring in France and Flanders comes 
at least a fortnight earlier than in this 
country, and it will be but a compara­
tively short time now before the pro­
jected offensive empaign, promised tor 
the spring months is ready for launch­
ing. It is probably in preparation tor 
this that so many fresh troops have 
crossed the Channel and are gradually 
moving to positions within easy strik­
ing distance of the battle front.

With the inception of the offensive 
campaign on the part of the Allies 
will commence the fourth, and what is 
expected to be the last stage of the 
great war. First came the German 
advance on Paris, and the many days 
of hard fighting following the retreat 
Then the gradual driving of the Kais­
er's forces back along the road they 
had pursued in their original advance. 
That, In turn* was succeeded by the 
German attempt to get to the ports 
of the English Channel, which led 
to the fighting with which the pasl 
five or six weeks have been filled 
Today finds the German armies quite 
close to their own frontier, weakened 
and desperate and faced by a de­
termined toe which daily Increases in 
strength. The British navy, potent 
as ever, has proven Itself fully equal 
to the task of protecting the transport 
of British troops from England to the 
debarkation ports ini France and, ac­
cording to the despatches of the past 
week, there has been a steady stream 
of troop ships passing across that 
much travelled water. It Is said that 
the First Canadian Contingent Is al­
ready in France and will participate 
In the advamce with the other units In 
"Kitchener's New Army." With hun­
dreds of thousands of such splendidly 
organized, well equipped and compe­
tent troops to join the veterans of the 
British service which have already 
done such good work In the trenches 
there cam be no reasonable doubt that 
when the word is passed for the com­
mencement of the final driving move 
ment, that day will see the disappear­
ance of Germany's last hope.

Without question there will be des­
perate fighting after the Kaiser’s men 
have been driven to their own country, 
but once started the invasion will con­
tinue until, unable to longer stand the 
terrible pressure resulting from the 
armed enemies without and the starv­
ing disaffected population within, 
Germany will collapse from sheer ex 
haustlon. There can be no other end-

A western exchange, in comment­

ing upon the conduct of the German 
Emperor, declares. In all seriousness, 
that it has been more than hinted that 
the throne of the mighty German Em­
pire is occupied by a Paranoiac. While 
the terms sounds sinister it appears 
to be especially appropriate to the 
case of the blood-lustful war lord of 
Berlin. The new Standard dictionary 
defines Paranoia as “chronic mental 
unsoundness, hereditary or acquired ; 
sometimes monomania; dementia with 
delusions.” It comes from the Greek 
Paranoia and occurs In the writings of 
Plato and Euripides where it signi­
fies to be deranged, to go mad, etc.

Newspaper readers were made more 
or less familiar with it In connection 
with the notorious case against Harry 
K. Thaw where it was frequently used 
and where its valued assistance was 
Invoked to save the life of the unfor­
tunate Pittsburg millionaire. As in 
that case the term was taken to mean 
a chronic form of insanity In which 
for many years the intellect of the 
patient remains apparently unimpair­
ed, though systematically dominated 
by a recurring delusion. It was then 
held by the alienists on the side of 
the defence that persons suffering 
from this form of insanity are suspi­
cious, prone to consider themselves 
slighted, imagine the constant exis­
tence of a combination against them, 
are extremely egotistical and subject 
to delusions of a religious, patriotic 
or amorous nature.

Whatever ultimately may be held to 
have dominated the German Emperor 
In Jiis mad career, close scrutiny of 
his life and conduct will supply more 
than one unmistakable symptom of 
the inmate of the insane asylum. In 
his own opinion Wilhelm II. is the 
sole representative on earth of the 
Almighty; obsessed with the idea that

This 
Is borne in upon us if we recollect 
that, addressing the German troops 
recently, he delivered himself of the 
following remarkable statement:

"Remember that the German people 
are the chosen of God and on me, as 
German Emperor, the Spirit of God 
has descended. I am His weapon. His 
sword and His vice regent." One of 
the most frequent delusions of such an 
obsession is that the subject imagines 
he hears supernatural, unearthly 
voices which he invests with all the 
authority of a real message from 
Heaven. A corresponding symptom Is 
to be found in the occupant of the 
German throne. Recently there have 
appeared reports of speecehs deliver­
ed by the Kaiser at various times. A 
quotation from one of his utterances 
in 1898, which Is being widely publish­
ed now, is as follows:

“I have meditated long and deeply 
on this subject. The fact that it pre­
occupies me so much convinces me 
that I am inspired to take action in 
the matter. It Is like one of the voices 
that Socrates bad about with him 
which whispers in my ear that this is 
my mission. It daily urges me on and 
I think than this no better augury of 
success could be desired. I shall not 
die until my ends are attained. Death 
otherwise would find a void in my 
existence and I feel within me that I 
have not been born in vain.’1
