Great enthusiasm prevailed at the Lib-
eral mass meeting in the City Hall, Carle-
ton, Tuesday, which was addressed by
the munister of public works, Hon. H. A.
MeKeown, W. B. Wallace, K.C, and
others. Hon. Mr. Fugsley had during the
early part of the evening gone to Little
River to a meeting there and did not get
to the Carleton gathering till about 9.30
oclock. The hall was well filled and all
the speeches were of a snappy fighting ;
variety and were received with marked |
appreciation. .

“The minister spoke for an hour and the
bearty applause with which he was reward-
ed showed what a strong hold Hon. Mmr. !
Pugsley has on the affections of his con-
stituents. .

The meeting was under the auspices of
the Young Liberals, who marched to the
hall with the Carleton Cornet Band. All
indications point to a big change in West
End.and that the Liberal candidates will
have a good majority in that section.

Just before speechmaking commenced,
pictures of Hon. Mr. Pugsley and James
Pender, the Liberal = candidates, were
thrown upon the screen and were receiv-
ed with loud and long continued applause.

'MINISTER OF PUBLIC WORKS
TELLS VOTERS IN LITTLE RIVER
OF PLANS FOR COURTENAY BAY

We Must be Re@dy for the Certain:
- Coming of the Grand Trunk Pacific.

Mr. MacRae’s Insult to the Inteiligence of Eiectorate is Plainly
Shown Up—Progressive Broad Policy of Liberal Govern-
ment Centrasted With Conservative Lethargy.

If the enthusiasm shown by these at-
tending a meeting in the schoolhouse at
Little River Tuesday evening, in thé inte-
rests of Dr. Pugsley, can be taken as an in-
dication of the feeling of the electorate in
that district, the minister of public works
should have a big majority from there
on October 26. The building was crowd-
ed to the doors with residents of that
vieinity and quite a number of ladies
were present. Addresses were delivered
by Hon. Mr. Pugsley, Hon. H. A. Mc-
Keown and John Keeffe, president of the
St. John Liberal Association.

J. Lee presided and referred to the
minister of publi¢ works being present
to tell what the government had done
and. what he intended. to do. They had
heard the opposition speakers, wlo had
nothing to offer them, and Dr. MacRae
had referred to Dr. Pugsley’s election
last year as the result of the efforts of
a lot of boodlers. He did not think the
3,000 people who had signed his nomina-
tion ‘would appreciate that rererence.

The speaker contended that the minis-
ter had done more for the people of St.

MacRae's Insult.

“ag your chairman has said,” remark-
ed Dr. Pugsley, ‘‘the man who states that
I was nominated a year ago by a lot of
boodlers, *is passing an insult on over
3,000 of the best people in this constitu-
ency, for there was a strong desire that
I should become a candidate for the fed-
eral house. .

Courtenay Bay Work.

“We plan to improve the western side
of the harbor, but the question has come
up, what will we do with the Transconti-
nental Railway. When I became a
minister I made up my mind that I
would use my efforts to bring to this port
of St. John a share of the business that
is to come in the near future. As_you
know, it is impossible for two great rail-
ways to use the same terminals, and 1
talked with the officials of the new road
whe, after Jooking over the situation, said
they would have to have terminals on
the eastern side of the harbor. At my
request they looked over Courtenay Bay
and edid ¢ it is just the place we want to
give us wharf and yard terminals-if it
can be dredged” As you know, I urged
that borings be made and an arrangement
was made whereby the work was done;
the dominion government, provincial gov-
ernment and the city, each bearing one-
third of the cost. I sent one of my en-
gineers down and borings have been made
and I am glad to be able to tell you, who
are here and will benefit from the work,
that the borings went down to forty-five
feet at the entrance to the bay and
thirty-two feet at the upper end and the
material found was silt and sand, no
rock being encountered. ; i

“Ag a result of the operations carried
on, it will be possible to dredge out a
channel 800 feet wide so that large stea-
mers can dock there and carry away the
produce that will be brought here by the
Transcontinental Railway. i

{bor improvements at St. John. It was

not confined to dredging but was left op
en to be utilized for any harbor improve-
ment work.

“In view of that vote I am authorized
by law to call for tenders and to let the
contract and ask parliament for appropria-
tions as they are needed to carry on the
work. We will not want all the work
done at once, but it will be done as re-
auired, the same as is being done on the
West Side.

“Dr. Daniel says.it is utterly useless to
build wharves in Courtenay Bay, we
should wait until the railway comes three
vears hence and then build the wharves.
What would be the result? We would
wait until they build the railway over
the western prairie and then bring the
grain and cattle here and have no wharves
or no facilities of any kind to handle the
business and they would be obliged to take
it to Portland or Boston. I say, let us get
ready for the traffic that is to come here.

“Dr. Daniel says it is all nonsense and
that it will take forty years to dredge
Courtenay Bay. Perhaps it would by the
methods of the old Conservative party.

Buying Dredge in Germany.

“Today I am buying a suction dredge
in Germany that will take out 1,000 cubic
yards of such material as is in Courtenay
Bay, in an hour. That would be 10,000
cubic yards in a day of ten hours, or
3,000,000 yards in a year of 300 days. Th*
