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3. Nothing in the Agreement shall affect arrangements relative to the
defence of Newfoundland already made by the Governments of the United
States and Canada in pursuance of recommendations submitted to those
Governments by the Permanent Joint Board on Defence—United States and
Canada.

4. Tt is further agreed that in all consultations concerning Newfoundland
arising out of Articles I (4), II and XI (5) of the Agreement, or of any
other Articles involving considerations of defence, the Canadian Government
as well as the Government of Newfoundland will have the right to partici-
pate.
