This year’s total 
is the highest on record and com­
pares with 3,155,509, the number 
recorded in 1871, by the first cen­
sus after confederation. Swine show 
a decrease of 249,612, as com­
pared with last year's record number 
of 4,289,682.

Reappearance of Epidemic Leads te 
Discussion on Subject.

The reappearance of ’flu at many 
points brings up the old question as to 
whether it is a new disease or a new 
form of some very common ailment. 
The general consensus of medical 
opinion is that it is a germ disease of 
a virulent type which first attacks the 
membranes of the nose and throat and 
then spreads to some vital organ where 
it develops very quickly and does fear­
ful work.

The Dominion Bureau of Stat­
istics publishes the results of the 
compilation of the annual statis­
tics of areas under field crops, and 
numbers of farm livestock as col­
lected from fanners throughout Cana­
da in co-operation with the provin­
cial governments of the nine pro- 
vinces.

The total areas estimated to be 
shown in Canada to the principal 
field crops this year are, in acres, 
as follows: (The figures for 1918 
being shown within brackets for 
purposes of comparison.)

Of these crops the highest areas 

on record are established for wheat, 
oats, rye, potatoes, hay and clover, 
and fodder corn. Beans have re­
ceded greatly since last year, when 
they were overproduced to a con­
siderable extent, but the acreage 
is still about double what it was 
before the war.

According to the returns of crop 
correspondents at the end of Sep­
tember last, the average yield per 
acre of the principal crops were 
in bushels as follows, the corres- 
ponding average for 1918 being 
given with brackets:
