tion and of conciliating a community of intereRt by a just proportion of advantages and
profits."

In expressing, therefore, the hope on the part of Her Majesty's Government that
this matter may receive the early consideration of the Government of the United States, I
have, &c.

I HAVE the honour to inform your Lordship that I had yesterday some conversation
with the Secretary of State on the subject of my note respecting the Fisheries Regulations,
copy of which was inclosed in my despatch No. 301 of the lOth instant.

Mr. Frelinghuysen said that the Marquis of Lorne, when in Washington, had sug-
gested to him the appointment of an International Scientific Commission, which should
examine all questions connected with the fisheries, but that he had been unable as yet to
consider this suggestion.
