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Summer Jobs in Europe

After several months of ne-
gotiations with German author-
ities and iddustry, STUDENT
EMPLOYMENT EUROPE (SE-
E) has been successful in com-
pleting the arrangements to
have a large number of Canad-
ian students absorbed into the
German labor market next sum-
mer.

SEE is a self-help program,
initiated by the new COMMIT-
TEE OF YOUNG CANAD-
IANS FOR ACTION, after it
became increasingly evident
that student unemployment
during the summer months will
be a serious and growing pro-
blem. The outlook for summer
months will be serious and
1971 does not indicate any
improvements whatever, and
it is expected to be a
very “lean” summer indeed.

The Federal Government ad-
mittedly has not been able .to
provide the much needed op-
portunities for students to ob-
tain funds to cover all or part
of their fees for the following
academic ycar. Crash programs
and stop-gap measures initiated
by the government such as
*“Cadet Training, Ground Main-
tenance jobs and Range Clear-
ing” only served to show up its
futility and helplessness in cop-
ing with the dire situation.

Considering the fact that
the unemployed students are
but a fraction of the more than
half million Canadians out of
work, it is clear that student
unemployment is a problem of
secondary importance to the
Federal Government. It is how-
ever of prime importance to
student who has to depend on:
summer employment to sup-
port himself and his studies
the following winter. Through
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A. The province has to direct
its attention to the federal
government, It must take a
greater responsibility because
of the mobility of our popu-
lation.

Q. What changes do you in-
tend to make in student loans?
A. T will investigate the possis
bility of giving every student
who'is accepted at the univer-
sity a grant of money.

Q. How do you feel about
Oland’s suggestion that pubs
be built on campus?

A. This is an area that has
to be explored. Whether or not
they should be built on cam-
puses, I don’t know.

Q. What do you think about
the press in N.B. and the press
ownership?

A. 1 think, -n the whole,
they should ave a member
in Ottawa p.oss gallery. But
I don’t see that there is any-
thing devious or Machiavellian
in the press ownership in the
province of N.B. --How far can
the government fo in con-
trolling free enterprise, par-
ticularly the media. I would
like to see all our newspapers
be more socially conscious but
I don’t see any instance of
abuse. If there is, let’s see
evidence of this.

its initiative, SEE makes it pos-
sible for thousands of young
Canadians to remain students
rather than become drop-outs
for lack of money.

SEE is presently accepting
applications from students en-
rolled in Canadian universities,
colleges, technical and trade
schools and high schools. Ap-
plicants must be between the
ages of 18-30 and, upon ac-
ceptance, are guaranteed up to
three months employment in
Germany. Wages are tax-free

and at par with those paid to
German nationals. A wide

ringe of interesting job op-
portunities is offered. A two-
way charter flight is arranged.
The total number of students
to be accepted for STUDENT
EMPLOYMENT EUROPE for
next summer had to be limited
to 5,000 and both male and
female students are cligible.
Al applications must reach
SEE by not later than Dec-
ember 10, 1970.

STUDENT EMPLOYMENT
EUROPE gives students the
means to earn money, exposes
them tc a new language, an-
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other way of life and a dif-
ferent culture by allowing them
to be an integral part of the
economic and social life of the
country.
