SIDEBONES.

Mare, five years old, contracted side-
bones last September, and has been lame
ever since. Is there any cure for side-
bones that lame a horse? Will blister-

ing do any good. J. R.

Ans.—Blistering generally allays the
pain and cures the lameness, but the
bony excrescence still remains. If the

mare is lame apply a strong blister,
sisting of biniodide of mercury and
tharides, each two drams, and lard
ounces, clipping the hair off the part first
and tying so she cannot bite it. If this
does not give relief after being repeated,
get your veterinarian to fire and blister
the part.

3. In order to ascertain whether or
not gold exists in paying quantities,
your best plan is to send a representa-
tive sample to the Government Assayist,
Belleville, Ont. He will give you the re-
sult of the assay for a small charge—
probably $2.
