. The Canada Temperance Act.

Speculations on the Temperance Re-
form Movement, as it is affected by
the late Decision of the Judges of
the Supreme Court.

We are told in 41 Vict. chap. 16,
that, “Whereas it is desirable to
promote temperance in the Domi-
nion, and that there should be uni-
form legislation in all the Provinces
respecting the traffic in intoxicating
liquors.,” Therefore Her Magesty,
by and with the advice and consent
of the Senate and House of Com-
mons of Canada, enacts as follows:

Then follows what_is known as
the *“Canada Temperance Act,” the
important provision in which is,
that an npfpenl may be made to the
electors of any county or munici-

lity in the Dominion as in an or-

inary election, and if a majority of
the votes polled are for the adoption
of ‘the petition, the Act then in due
time becomes law. Of course the
intention of the Actis to prohibit
the traffic in intoxicating liquors,
except when they are required for
sacramental, medicinal or manufac-
turing purpose, &c. - All temper-
ance men and women, all lovers of
law and order, of morality and vir-
tue, and all who had a sincere in-
terest in whatever is pure, just and
holy, hailed with delight this enact-
ment of the Dominion Parliament,
and looked forward to the time
when through their- exertions this
fair land would be free from the
ravages of this most unmitigated
curse. As county - after county
pledged its allegiance to and sym-
pathy with this law, by casting an
overwhelming majorityof votesin its
fuvor, it seemed as if the “ good time
coming ” was not very far distant;
but alas! whilo we are musing on the
prospect of returning prosperity and
contentment in our country through
the closing up of all the liquor shops
or pauper manufactories, our fond-
est hopes are suddenly blighted and
our great expectations ¢ vanish into
this air,” for we take up a copy of
the Daily Telegraph of August 13th
inst., and there read that ** Judges
Wetmore, Fisher, Weldon, Allen
and Duff declare the above Act ultra
vires the Dominion Government.”
It may be competent now, for the
well wishers of humanity, to inves-
tigate somowhat this decisiorf, to
sc¢e upon what train of reasoning it
was founded, and also to compare it
with another decision- or ruling,
given by Chief Justice Ritchie, in
Trinity Term, Oct. 1874. Asitis a
question of jurisdiction of the Do-
minion and Provincial Legislatures,
we must observe closely the word-
ing of the British North American
Act, as well as the Act of the Local
Legislature (84 Vie. chap. 6). We
find (Sec. 91, B. N. A, Act) then
that “ exelusive legislative authority
of the Parliament of Canada extends
to all matters coming within the
classes of subjects next hereinafter
enumerated,” that is to say:

1.°“The Public Debt and’ Prc-
perty.” i

2. “The regulation of 7'rade and
Commeree,” &c. Also, in Sec. 92 B.
N. A. Act: *Ineach Province the
Legislature may oxclusively make
laws in relation to matters coming
within the classes of subjects next
hercinafter enumerated, that is to
say : (Sub Section 9)

*+ Shop, Saloon, Tavern, Auction-
ecor, and other Licenses, in order to
the raising of & Revenue for Provin-
cial, Local or Munieipal purposes.”

In consequence then of the above
sub section showing the jurisdiction
of our Local Legislature, it was
enacted (84 Vict. chap. 6) that “No
license for the sale of spirituous
liquors shall be granted or issned
within any Parish or Municipality
in the Province when a majority of
tho rate-payers, residents in such
Parish or Municipality, shall peti-
tion the Sessions or Municipal Coun-
cil against issuing any license with-
in such Parish or Municipality.”

Chief Justice Ritchie decided at
some length that this Act was wltra
rires the Local Legislature, because
it was prokibitory and sought to re-
gulate trade and commerce. He said:
“The regulation of trade and com-
merce must involve full power over
the matter to be regulated, and must
necessarily exclude the interference
of all other bodies that would at-
tempt to intermeddle with the samo
thing.” The power thus given to
the Dominion Parliument is general,
without limitation or restriction, and
therefore must include traffic in ar-
ticles of merchandize, not only in
connection with foreign countries,
but also that which is "internal
between different Provinces of the
Dominion as well’as” that which™is
carried on within the limits of an
individual Province. As a matter
oftrade and commerce, the right to
sell is i ably connected with

| the law permitting importation. If

then the Dominion Parliament au-
thorize the importation of any ar-
ticle of merchandize into the Domi-
nion and places no restriction on
‘its being dealt with in duc -course
of trade and commerce, or on its
consumption, but exacts” and re
ceives duties thereon on such import-
ation, it would be in direct conflict
with such legislation and with the
right to raise money by any mode or
system of taxation 1f the Local Legis-
lature of the Province, in which the
article was so legally imported and
on which a revenue was sought to
be raised, could so legislate.as to pro-
hibit its being bought or sold, and to
prevent trade or traffic therein, and
thus destroy its commercial value and
with it all trade and coimmerce in the
article so prolibited, and thus render
it practically valueless as an article
of commerce on which a revenue
could be levied,” &c. Such is
the reasoning and ruling of one of
the most emiment Judges of our
Dominion, on this subject, and so
far there has been no appeal from
his decision. In order then not to
be frustrated in their efforts to
restrict the rum traffic. and thereby
promote the welfare and happiness
of the people of this country, the
temperance workers, agitated for
another Law, emanating from a
quarter, competent to legislate on

the question, and as the result of
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such temperance effort, the ¢ Cana-

da Temperance Act” has been en-[shop, saloon, tavern and suctioneer

acted, which, as Dbefore stated,
declares or provides that a majority
of the rate payers may, by their
votes, prevent the issuing of liquor
licenses, &c.; suroly if the local act
was prohibitdry, this is equally so;
and if the local act interfered or
“intermeddled” with: trade and
commerce, this does the same to an
equal extent, for the ** consumma-
tion so devoutly to be wished,” viz.:
the abolishing of the vile liquor
traffic, is the same in either case.
Yet weare told by those five learned
judges that this act does not * regu-
late trade and commerce,” but is
for the * promotion of temperance.”
Also that it does not “ prohibit the
sale,” but * professes to restrict the
sale.” Whatever the ‘‘local act”
did in the way of prohibition, this
wact” doos also, and whatover re-
gulation to trade and commerce or
intermeddling therewith was done
in the “ Local Act” is found as well
in this; and, if according to the
Act of Confederation, the * Local
Act” is ultra vires, as Chief Justice
Ritchie so logically proves, then it
follows that this Act is intra vires,
for it is simply and only a legislation
on subjects that come exelusively
within the juriediction of the Domi-
nion Parliament, It would appear
trom the ruling of Judge Wetmore
(one of the five) that had the
“ preamble ” of the Canada Témper-
ance Act been worded a little ditfor-
ent, the whole Act would have been
legal. For instance, if instead pf
saying * Whereas it is very desir-
able to promote temperance in the
Dominion,” ete., the wording had
been, * Whereas itis very desirable
to restrict or interfere with the
liquor traffic in the Dominion,” ete.,
then the ¢ Act” would have been
good. but as it is, it is bad. Isit
possible that such reasoning as
this or decisions founded wpon such
reasoning are to. be accepted as
sound and binding? Does it not
strike the mind of an impartial,
candid man, that it is a most disin-
genuous moda of freating a ques-
tion that involves the dearest in-
terests of our race? Again, when
it is shown beyond the ]I)nsnilyility
of a donbt that there is alarge and
influential majority in the Province,
anxious to adopt the Canada Tem-
yerance Act, or any. other Actthat
lms for its. object the saving- of
mankind from destruction, through
the dire influences of -the great-
est scourge of modern times—
strong drink—should it not cor-
vince the jydges of the propriety. of
construing our laws in a manper
that would be satisfactory to the
people, more especially. when there
is a marked ditference of opinion
among the judges themselves ? It
is not my desire at this time to
argue the necessity of such legisla-
tion, for space and timeo forbid, but
merely to show if possible the pal-
pable inconsistency of our judges,
and that too upon a matter of such
vast and vital importance. The
next idea suggesting itself' is, shall
the majority of the rate-payers of
this eounty submit to such cons-
truction being put upop opr Jaws ?
Shall the people have somothing to
say about how the laws are to be
administered, or shall they slavishly
acquiesce in any and every inter-
pretation that may be given to
them by persons that are wholly ir-
l'(‘.\ponnil;\p to the people? To find
adespotism under responsible gov-
ernment seems rather paradoxical,
but if it is not despotic to tell the
cople they shall not huve the
Eqnor trafic legislated against-
what is it? And this §s the inevit
able conclusion to bo arrived at
from the different ruling of our dif-
ferent judges of late. No great re-
form has ever taken place without
much thought, agitation, labor, self
sacrifice, ete., and the temperance
reform is not likely to be any ex-
coption to the rule—on tho con-
trary, the amount of money invested
in the liquor traffic is so great, and
the love of money is such a darling
vice in these days, that no doubt
the struggle will be long and dif-
ficult before . this hydra-headed
monster will be slain to rise no
more, There have been self-deny-
ing philanthropists in the past and
there will be -in the future, so long
as there is an evil to beovercome or
a wrong to be redressed, and how
much greater will the honor be, to
have onc’s name enrolled aJopg
with such names as John Howard,
William Wilberforce, Loyd Gar.
rison, than among those who seem
determined at all hazards to per-
petuate among their fellow creatures
a traffic, that enslaves and destroys
both body and soul.

Temperance Movement.

Mg. Epiror,—The decision of our
Provincial Judges in reference to
the * Cenada Temperance Act,” is
an illustration of the facts stated in
my letter to you a few weeks ago,
viz., tbat the construction of some
of our laws is shamefully
indefinite, even (as in this case)
where the most vital and important
moral principles are concerned ; and
aiso the fact that many of those in
authority avail themselves of every
opportunity to interpret the law as
much as possible in a way that will
favor the devil’s side of the question,
protect and prolong the power
which injures and destroys their fel-
low men, and at the same time sad-
dle as mueh lsbor and expense on
- the party seeking the public good as
is witbhin their power: as before
stated, * They hinder and retard
the real progress of the country—
genuine obstructionists. (What an
absurdity tkat the enactments of
the highest legislative body in the
land can be set ‘st naught by a few
judges it  have  itseif  ap-
pointed!) That it is possible for our
judges to have so many opinions on
the subject is cufMicient proof that
the law is very looscly constructed
and imperfect. Let us look at it
for a moment, The, Parliament has
exclusive jurisdiction over the public
debt and property ; trade and com-
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merce. The Local Legislatures bave

°

jurisdiction over matters relating to

licenses, etc., in order to the raising
of a revenue for p_rovinohl purposes ;
thus furnishing wily lawyers some
ground for contending that they are
antagonistic, and gives them a
chance Lo show by their interpreta-
tion tkiereof that they would rather
favor the rum than the temperance

arty. - They discuss very learnedly
the distinction between prohibition
aund restriction, etc., and attempt to
prove that becanse the Act is in

favor of temperance, it cannot possi-

regulation of trade and commerce,
and that although the Dominion
Parliament has exclusive power over
trade and commerce itself, it
cannot interfere with the liceases
granted in connection with such
trade and commerce; although the
Act gives majorities the power to
prohibit, yet it neither *¢prohibits
nor regulates trade or commerce, it
only restricts.” See €. J. Allan’s
decision. This is certainly a very
elaborate procese of hair splitting to
prove a_distinction without a differ-
ence. I would ask them how it
would be possible to exercise juris-
diction over this or any other trade
or any commerce where licenses are
granted without affecting or influen-
cing the licens€’ to  prac-
tice that trade or commerce, or how
would it be possible to exercise juris-
diction over the license to engage in
a trade or commerce witliout affeot-
ing that.trade or commeYfce ? Itis
an attempt to prove that neither
legislature has the power because
they both have the power. Common
sense would say that it is a mis-
erable”sham and subterfuge. It is
the duty of the people with a true
sense of their responsibility, and in
the exercise of their civil rights to
sustain the enactment of the Do-
minion Parliameat, and banish the
accursed traffie, rid tbemselves of
the public sin and disgrace of pro-
tecting the abomination, and then if
there is a supreme local power that
can grant licenses ouleide of this, let
them grant li for the li
without the liquor will be harmless.
The Act of the Dominion Parliament’
clearly contro!s and supercedes the
Local Act, and I helieve there is no
necessity, legal or ntherwise, to
make them clash. If there is some
private interpretation (known only
to judges) by which they have.the
slightest excuse for such a decision,
it is time for us to wake up and in
the exercise of our civil rights and as
majorities, resent such insults and if
needful readjust the powers them-
selves, 80 a8 Lo secure a prohibitory
Act. Then we wil! see such a regu-
lation of trade and commerce as few
have dreamt of. The trade in the
bodies and souls of men will in a
great measure be stopped, along
with the commerce in orime and
misery and their accompanying ex-
pensive institutions such as gaols,
poor houses, ete., while many of the
officials engaged in and supported
by the traflic directly or indirectly
will see bard timee. That which has
wasted trade, etc., will be converted
into a source of strength. In fact
the wilderness will be changed into
a comparatively fruitful garden.
This is what we want and what we
must  bave, and if the legislative?
powers are so inefficient that they
cannot give us, even at this late day,
a fair chance without an expensive
law suit (temperence men to pay the
bills) let us have it at once. Time
is precious, the demon is st work. I
wounld - suggest that all in favor of
the Act unite with those more di-
rectly concerned in Fredericton ;
make it a general—a provincial affair
and see the end of it. Tt .is not
seemly that the temperance people
in any one county shouid bear all
the expense or have a!l - the honor in
such a noble cause. -

Farming Itoms,

The easterly storm of last week
greatly ipjured the buckwheat erop
along the shores at Tidnish and
Boteford. Fruit trees, &o., were
also damaged by the heavy spray.

The area
sown this year is fifty per oent.
greater than any previous year.

Western Factory batter at New
York of June and July make, scarcely
commands 8 cts. A top price for
cheese is 5% cts.

Mr. Vital Bresu, Memramcook,
has some sugar beets Io his garden|
that are 14 inches in circumference.

During the year that closed with
last month not less than sixteen
million acres of Americun govern-
ment lands were tsken up by bome-
atead entries alone, and fally four-
teen million acres of new lande were
sold to settlers. It is esvimated
that balf a million people settled
upon new lands in 1878, and the
number for the present year prom-
isea Lo be even greater.

The Nova Scotia Industrial Ex-
hibition will be held this yenr in
Halifax the last days of September
and first three days of October.
The Legislature of that Province
has dealt liberally with the Board
of Agriculture, and that body has
shown its progressive spirit by com-
mitting itself fully to annual ex-
hibitions. It is no doubt true that
exhibitions have not accom®
plished all that was expected of
them at one time, but wherever you
find advanced ngrioulmre you will
be surp ta find the agricultural
show or exhibition. The import-
ance of producing a first-class article
at the least possible cost cannat be
too deeply impressed wpon the
mind of the New Brunswick farmer.
Their sucoess depends almost entire-
lyuponthis. Thisseason’sexperience
in shipping beof to England will it
is believed fully demonstrate that
the Maritime Provinces can com-
Bom successfully with the Upper

rovinces and carry on the business
 with profit to themselves, It is be-
lieved by the farmers of this distrist
that they have in the rich pastures
of Westmoreland advantages over
most other places in this f’l‘ovince
for the manufacture of beef, but it
must be berne in mind by these who
are preparing for this trade,
Englishmen want good beef and are
willing to pay for it, and every at-
tention must be paid to the breed of
cattle as well as the feeding.

Complaint has been mace more
than once againet the Sackville and
Westmoreland Agricultural Society
for not offering a larger prize list for
cattle, The Society would gladly
inorease the premium if it were in
its power to do so, the heavy indebt-
edness of the Socicty makes it im-
possible to do wore. The matter
was-brought up in the April meet-
ing last apring and regret was ex-
pressed by the Committee that they
did not feel justified in increasing
the prizes on stock, at the aame time
the statement was made that as
soon as the Society was putin a
position to increase the premium
list, by those who bad subscribed
toward the Society’s indehtedness
paying their subscription, the com-
mittec would be only to glad to do
it.

The gentlemen who bave in hand
the collecting of the subscription—
Messre. J. F. Allison and W. A,
Tryemap—-are no doubt looking
well after the business. The second
year's instalment will soon be
due; and if both years are fully paid
up, it will so relieve the Society
that there will be no risk in adding
oor(n‘sldcubly to the prize list of 1880.
