fax N. S. at 2.30 p. m. Friday attvr

i At 10.15 p. m. the 26th Battalion 
left Halifax amid rousing, cheers for 
St. John, N. B., arriving there at 2 
p. m. Saturday.

! St. John turned out “en masse” to 
greet the returned heroes. After 
parading to the Armory, they were 
served with a generous meal provid- 

j ed for them by the different societies 
i and afterwards received their dis- 
j charge.

The Chief engagements in which 
, the 26th took part, were: St. Eloi; 
Third Battle of Ypres; Courcellette; 
Vimy Ridge; Hill 70; Passchendaele; 
Amiens; Arras and Cambrai.

At the battle cf Arras, the Canad- 
! ians swept forward against strongly 
I fortified positions, taking their objec- 
i tives with clock work regularity in 
! spite of all the force the Huns could 
j bring to bear against them. Joy, over 
! their victory and over the splendid 
! achievements of the men of the 26th 
in this great battle, was dimmed by 
the loss of their brilliant commander, 
Lt Col. A. B. G. McKenzie D. S. O.

The battle had started on August 
26th and it Was on the third day, Aug­
ust 28th that Lt. Col. McKenzie fell 
while leading ly* men in a charge. His 
death was mourned wherever his 

was known, for a gallant gen­
tlemen and splendid soldier had pass­
ed away, after * career of great cljs- 
tlaction. hist as victory w&a hoverfng 
over the banners of the Allies.

The nword ot the ;. 26th BatL his'; 
been one of magnificent achievement 
and through the years of war, long 
years, each of them in the agony and 
suffering they brought with them, 
they played a part that has made for 
the naine of New Brunswick and her 
representative battalion a place in 
the history of the world war that 
never will be overlooked nor forgot­
ten. As they come home, crowned 
with the laurels of the victors, they 
will be received by a grateful people, 
whose pride it will be to do honor to 
those who return, while cherishing 
the memory of those who will not re­
turn and whose lives were laid down 
in noble self sacrifice.
