There is still nothing done about the
two defeated Ministers, Messrs. Mori-
son and Blandford. We - looked
through the Royal Gazette published
last night and we find no reference
either to new appointments to these
offices or to bye-elections.

1t is surely about.time the Premier,
Sir Edward Morris, was doing soric-
thing. The fact that these two Min-

isters were defcated and -discredited
a: the polls has not so far led him to
take the usual  course of accepting
their resignation and appointing two
other members of the House of As-
/sembly to their places. He has not
done this apparently because he fears
the effects which would accrue from
adopting the usual course. He fears
that he may lose two seats. Moreover,
he has not even taken @ course, which
is not usual here, but which is at times
followed elsewhere, and that is to get
two members. to retire in order that
the defeated Ministers might have an
opportunity to try their political for-
tunes in other districts. This prac-
tice is objectionable, mainly on two
grounds: a vote of want of confidence
has been passed by constituents who
know the defeated men best; and even
when successful, it is putting one con-
ctituency against another, and is an
effort to over-ride one constituency by
another. But so fiar, neither cause
has been adopted by Sir Edward
Morris. Sir Edward is flouting the
decision of an important constituency

in a most outrageous manner. It is
generally believed he contemplatm a
complete defiance of publie oplmon by
putting both defeated ministers in the
Legislative Council. We have puo-
tested vigorously against this on
many occasions since the result of
the Bonavista eclections were known.
We protest against it being done in
any way, either by a further increase
in the Legislative Council.or by the
retirement of members from the Leg-
iglative Council to provide a vacancy
I'for’ these men. There is a Twmog,
whether it is well founded or not we
know not, that one member of 1hé

big job, now held by an official who
is td be pensioned, and the new ap-
pointee is to retire from the Legisla-
“tive Council to create one of the va-
cancies. It is also said that Sir Ed-
ward Morris is applying to the Home
Government for an increase in the
membership of the Upper Chamber.
Now whatever truth or lack of truth
there may be in these rumors, there
are some things certain.  Sir Edward
Morris is keeping these defeated mii-
isters in office and has kept them  in
office the past month, when in usual
course they would have retired. Fur=
ther, Sir Edward Morris has not ‘ye
signified through his official organs
iwhat he intends to do, and it is hlgh
time he was taking the publie into his
confidence.
