The 
Commission, being a political appoint­
ment, will be subject to all the Ills 
consequent thereto, which In Itself 
will be sufficient, probably, to pre­
vent Its appointment^ and cause its 
failure If appointed.

NO FISHERY SUPPLIES. i
(2) I think merchants would not

supply for the fishery under the 
scheme here proposed. Of course It . 
may be argued that It would be bet- j 
ter for the supplying business to be j 
done away with entirely—and in this 
most people will heartily agree—-but 
under present circumstances 
fortunately we cannot get along with­
out It, and I must therefore repeat 
what I said at the outset of these let­
ters: "UNDER MR.
