NEWSPAPER POSTAGE.

It is well known that newspaper post-
#age was abolished in Nova Scotia and |
New Brunswick some years ago, but pub- l
lishers in those Provinces fear lest they
should be made participators in what is |
congidered a grievance, now that they i
have become fractions of one great inte- |
gral. The members of the press of St. |
John, N. B, have therefore held a meet- |
ing,at which the question was fully dis
cussed, and a committee appointed to |
draw up certain resolutions, which they
did as follows :

1st. That the press being aprominent
means of enlightening and educating the
people, it is unwise to circumscribe the
sphere of its influence by the imposition
of a tax, which must have this effect, and
which being novel in the Maritime Prov- |
inces, would be the more severely felt |
and especially in the rural districts, and |
would be appealed to as an evidence of ‘
the injurious effects of Confederafion. |

2nd. That the principle of exempting |
the press from postage, on the ground of |
its being & means of promoting education |
and diffusing scientific and general know- [
ledge, is now recognized in the consoli-
dated States of Canada.

3rd. That the imposition of newspaper
postage would involve additional labor,
risk add expense on the part of the pub-
lishers, to an ¢xtent at least equal to the |
amount of revenue derivedsfrom this |
source, and would thevefore place addi- |
tional burden on a class of persons who
pay their fair share of taxation other-|
wise. |

4th. That the collection of newspaper |
Poamgc,if made effective, and accompan- |
ied by proper checks and rigid surveil- |
lance over publishers’ issue lists, must |
involve so much additional expenditure |
on the part of the Post Office as would |
tend materially to decrease the revenue |
derived from this source. |
