Charlotte Jane Hewer testified—I am 
the daughter of John Hewer.

The Honorable Edward Blake on Pub­
lic Affairs.

i’n,in the London (ling.) Canadian Ne.rs.i
Mr. Blake is one of the public men of 

tho Dominion the expression of whose 
opinions influences all thinking citizens, 
and even compels professional politicians 
v.-hu differ-from him to depart for the 
time from mere party considerations in 
order to examine curtain questions on 
grounds which r.ro of national impor­
tance. Tho mss to the Cabinet of so 
able a debater and so honest a thinker is 
a gain to tho nation, it is in another 
sense a gain to the Administration. For 
it man of Mr. Blake’s powers when not 
in office becomes not only a leader of 
tho people but also an exponent ’of their 
will. Ho is in the Now World, under 
vastly altered conditions, what tbo aris­
tocratie proprietor is] in tbo Old, who 
combines in bis own person a passion for 
public affairs with a considerable interest 
in the welfare of the State a share in tho 
ruling of which is one of his aims. One 
notable difference, however, between an 
English carl who is given to politics, and 
a gentleman of public spirit in Canada, is 
that tbo first thinks of promoting tho 
good of tho people by the magnifying of 
bis own order ; the other animates tho 
people to look after their own affairs as a 
menus of promoting their own well-being 
There need be little difference between 
thorn except that one great and essential 
difference which marks the superiority of 
the man whose influence only springs 
from possessions which he* did not win 
for himself, and the man who is the son 
of liis own works, whoso influence comes 
from the possession, not of acres and a 
name handed down to him, but of a com- 
mo.!ity|which glows tbo more that it is 
given away, and the dispensing of a goo'd 
which increases tbo faster and tbo more 

j that it is communicated to others. It is 
true that there is more room ami scope 

, for originality in the new country than in 
j the old one, "but not on that account do 

wo esteem it tho less when it is embo­
died in action, but, on tho contrary, wo 
bail it as a triumph of faithfulness, and 
do it honour as tho out come ot a true 
nnd honest life under circumstances of 
difficulty aud trial. Tho interest which 
attaches to tho publie deliverances of a 
man like Mr. Blake is two fold,for uncon­
sciously they mark tbo progress which 
tbo people whom he addresses hâve made 
in political science, and the direction 
which they are inclined to take in 
pushing their conquests.

I. O. of G. T. Annlyersary.
The Gth anniversary of the I. O. G. T. 

of this town, was celebrated in their hall 
last night, by a tea social, and was a de­
cided success in every respect. An ex­
cellent tea was served by the ladies of 
the Temple from six to eigfit o’clock, and 
the orderly manner in which this part of 
the programme was carried out, besides 
the many good things provided, reflect 
great credit on the part of sisters.After the' > 
inner man had been fully satisfied and 
the tables removed, Mr. Moulton took 
tho chair and called upon, tho Rev. Mr. 
Middleton to open the meeting by prayer, 
after which the Chairman addressed the 
meeting.

Mr. Moulton was pleased to see that so 
many had responded to this call, and 
also pleased to seo so many of tho minis- 
ters of the town on the platform. He 
had been inclined to think that there 
was something wrong in the temperance 
movement when our ministers kept aloof 
and did not countenance them, but 
any misgivings that he might have en­
tertained on that point were dispelled by 
their presence there to-night. He then 
referred to the flourishing, condition of 
the Order, with which they were con­
nected, in Canada. In 1873 there were 
023 lodges comprising a membership of 
33,918, and since that time there has 
been 218 now lodges created, which would 
give at least an additional thousand to 
their number. If the cause was prosper- 
ous here, it was more so in England. In 
Birmingham in 1868 the first lodge was 
constructed with only 18 members, and 
at the present date they have got 3,743 
lodges, and 21,555 members.

Mr. Sole was the next speaker. Ho 
realized a considerable degree of pleasure 
in seeing so many present to celebrate 
their sixth anniversary, and also to be 
able to count four ministers on tho 
platform—Rev. Messrs. Mancbce, I. B. 
Howard, Middleton, and Howie. He had 
only a few words to say to-night, and 
that was in connection w.ith the organiza­
tion of tho present Temple. About six 
years ago a few friends wéro taking tea, 
and having a social chat in his house, 
and among the many other subjects 
brought under notice was that of temper­
ance, and tbo chances of carrying on a 
successful lodge in Guelph. That con­
versation led to the organization of this 
Temple,.and has gone on ever since in­
creasing in numbers and influence. 
Since that time they had initiated about 
500 members, and had the names of 170 
members on the roll at the present time, 
und they had truly great cause for re­
joicing. lie also drew attention to the 
organization of the Cold Water Temple, 
newly organized in town, and hoped th^t 
it would prosper.

Mr. Howie was the next speaker. It 
had been said, give the working men 
good comfortable bouses, and they would 
not go to the taver^i. Ho believed that 
that would help, blit they had seen men 
who had a comfortable house and every­
thing neat and well kept, fall a victim to 
this terrible curse. Education was 
brought up as another cure, but educa­
tion alone would not keep people from 
drinking, nor reform the drunkard. The 
lawyer, the doctor, and even tho minis­
ter, were dragged down from tligir positi­
ons by the demon drink. The only cure 
was abstinence, and their only chance 
of success was to lay the axe at tho 
root of the tree, and hew it down, not to 
Low it off branch by branch.

Mr. Howard said his heart was with 
them. He had been connected with tem­
perance since the ago of 17.. It was a 
rare thing for a family to be able to soy 
that none of its members or connections 
filled a drunkard’s grave. lie then show­
ed the uselessness of the drunkard to 
society. That society would "bo better 
without themi There were 100,000 of 
such - every year lost to society. He 
touched on the- liquor dealing by grotiers, 
and wondered how the temper nco peo­
ple tolerated this. They must be consist­
ent in this matter and keen aloof from 
such. He then hade them God speed,and 
hoped neon to have an opportunity of 
speaking to them again.

Mr. Mauchee, having addressed them 
on the subject of temperauTô on-Sunday, 
and as tbo hour was gutting late, begged 
to bo excused from saying much. When 
he went to College there were only two 
out oi twenty-four young men,ho and an­
other young man, attending College who 
did not drink, and when ho left there 
wore only two who ussd strong drink, and 
20 out of the 22 had suffered from tbo 
use of intoxicating liquor in some branch 
of their families.
