Government has offered “a full and 
ample apology" to the Chilean Got* 
ernineit for the sinking on March 14 
in Chilean territorial waters of the 

' Germa* cruiser Dresden, the intern­
ment of which had already been or­
dered by the Maritime Governor of 
.Cr.u’bfrland Bay when the British 
.squadron attacked and sank her.

This fact was made public to-night 
In* a s- - tie Paper, giving the texts of 
the Chilean note protesting against 
the sinking of the Dresden and the 
British Government’s reply.

The note delivered by the Chilean 
Minister to Great Britain says that 
the Dresden anchored In Cumberland 
Bay (Juan Fernandez Island) March 
b and "asked permission to remain 
eight days for the purpose of repair­
ing her engines, which were eaid to 
Ue out of order. The Governor refused 
the request, as he considered it un­
founded. and ordered the captain to 
leave the bay within 24 hours.

As the order was not complied with 
the captain o’ the Dresden was in­
formed that his ship was interned.

CHILE IS SURPRISED.
When the British oquadron appear­

ed ou March 14, the Governor was 
proceeding to the cruiser Glasgow to \ 
inform the British oTficers cf the 
steps he had taken, but he had to 
turn back, as the British ships open­
ed fire on the Dresden, on which a 
flag of truce had already been hoist­
ed. and called on her captain to sur­
render. The captain then gave orders 
to tic vr up the magazine cf the Dres-

‘‘Thia act of hostility committed in 
Chi.eao territorial waters by a British 
na'aï squadron," says the Chilean 
Minister, "has painfully surprised my 
Government."

Continuing, the Minister says that 
had tac officer in command of the 
British squadron received the Govern­
or and had been informed that the 
Dresden was Interned, he was con­
vinced that "the British commander 
would not have opened fire on her 
and brought about a situation which 
constrains the Chilean Government, 
in defence of its sover^gn rights, to 
formulate a most energetic protest.”

After referring to the hospitality 
shown British ships in Chilean waters 
and to the long friendship between 
the two peoples, the Minister say^: 
“Nothing could be a. more painful 
surprise to us than to see our extreme 
ly cordial attitude repaid by an act 
whirh bears unfortunately all the evi­
dence of contempt for our sovereign 
rights . «although it is probable that 
nothing was further from the minds 
of those by whom it was unthinkingly 
committed."
BRITAIN EXPRESSES. REGRET.
The British Government, in its re­

ply. expressed regret that a misun­
derstanding, arose, and adds: "On the 
facts as stated in the communication 
of the Chilean Minister, the British 
Government is prepared to offer a 
full and ample apology to the Chilean 
Government.”

It Is. however, pointed out that ac­
cording to the British information the 
Dresden "had not accepted intern­
ment and still had her colors tlying 
and her guns trained."

Tie British reply continues : "If 
this so, and if there were no means 
available /r.r enforcing the decision 
of the Chielan authorities to intern 
the Dresden, she might obviously, had 
not the British ships have taken ac­
tion. have escaped, again to attack 
British commerce.”

It is added* "The captain cf the 
Glasgow probably assumed, especially 
in view of the past action of the Dres­
den, that she was defying the Chil­
ean authorities and abusing Chilean 
neutrality, and was only waiting for 
a favorable opportunity to sally out 
an 1 attack British commerce again.

"In view of the time it would take 
to clear up the circumstances and be­
cause of the Cnilean communication, 
the British Government do not wish 
to qualify the apology that they new 
p-'esent to the Chilean Government.”

Inspector Strongly Advocates Pen­

And Segregation of Tuberculosis 
Cases.

Crew of Katwyk Prove She Was 
Pirate’s Victim.

HIGHWAYMEN
Held Up London Pursuers at Re­

volver Point.

London, Int., Despatch—W. N. Man­
ning. of the Sherlock-Manning Piano 
Co.; J. R. Stevenson, his chauffeur, 
and Jack Freeman, an employee of the 
firm, were held up to-night north of 
Dorchester by two unknown men, who 
had stolen M;. Manning's car in the 
hus.netiK» district of the city during the 
afternoon.

Stevenson and Freeman in another 
car. wliidh overtook the, stolen ma­
chine when a tire of the latter blew 
up. The pair whipped out revolvers 
when accosted, and with guns levelled 
at the trio, made their escape in the 
fields.

Two girls were 
with the miscreants in the car. and 
they, too, succeeded in getting away.

The Hague, vial London. Cable.------
A submarine sank the Dutch steamer 
Katwyk, which went down yeeterday 
near the North Hinder lightship, ac­
cording to a report of the examina­
tion of the vessel's captain and crew, 
published by the Department of Mar­
ine. The report say-::

"The captain cast anchor in twenty 
fatlioma of water, seven miles west 
of the North Hinder lightship. The 
anchor light immediately was lighted, 
as well as two electric lamps, illum­
inating the flags fore and aft, fifteen 
and ten feet in length, respectively. 
Between the flags in big letters were 
the words ‘Katwyk, Rotterdam.’

“The second mate - and two sailors 
were busy with the lamps. Besides the 
lookout standing on the bridge, no­
body else was on deck. Suddenly a 
heavy shock was felt, and the mate 
observed a column of water on the 
port side. The lamps were thrown out 
and fire started immediately.

“The captain and crew hastened on 
deck and took to the boats, remaining 
near the sinking vessel for some 
time. Suddenly they observed a sub­
marine emerging, showing no num­
ber. and with none of the crew visible. 
The Katxvyk's captain shouted a re­
quest that the submarine tow the 
boats to the lightship, but no atten­
tion was paid to him, and the submar­
ine disappeared in the darkness. The 
Katwyk disappeared beneath the wat­
er in twenty minutes, and the boats 
were rowed to the lightship.”

Zeppelin Attacking Wednesday 

Night Made Escape

Though Pursued by Squadron of 
Planes.

Ixindor. Cab],— Cardinal Mercier. 
Archbishop of Marines. has again of­
fended German susceptibilities. \ de­
spatch from Berlin, says the Taegllehe 
Rundschau prints a letter sukl to have 
been written by the Cardinal to Cardinal 
Amctte. Archiblshop of Paris, showing 
the newspaper says, "how little success 
the Germans have achieved by their ex­
tra vue ant l y considerate treatment of 
him ’’

■The letter Is sold to express Cavdl- 
inal Mercier’s admiration for France 
and his regret at his inability to give 
full vent to his feelings. According 
to the Taegllehe Rundschau part of the 
letter reads as follows:

"I cannot doubt that the day is ap- 
m’onehlng when full freedom of our 
movements and our words will be re­
stored. You and we will then have the 
great Joy to express openly all the pat­
riotic and Christian feelings which at 

1 present are spent up In our souls. G*od 
grant that we may patiently await the 
hour of liberation.”

A London Cable Says—Successfully 
e\ ailing a squadron of ten British 
military aeroplanes, speeding in pur­
suit. tue Uvrmau Zeppelin which at­
tacked towns In the industrial district 
about -Newcastle last night dashed out 
over the North Sea eany tills morn 
log. l hough the British aeroplanes 
were on the wing within ten minutes 
alter the urst alarm was sounded, none 
of tnern come close enough to the zep­
pelin to attack her.

l he Zeppelin had a narrow escape 
from destruction at Cramnngton wnen 
it passed over .that town, says a de­
spatch from Newcastle, but the rapid­
ity with w’hich It was moving saved it. 
bight shells were lired at the Zeppe­
lin front the guns at Cramllngton. Al­
though all missed, three burst very 
close to the airship.

It is estimated that about 65 bombe 
were dropped by the Zeppelin upon 
the nine towns of Blyth, Wallsend, 
Cromllngton, Weston, Seaton, Burn 
Hebburn, Bedllngton and South 
Shields. Reports front the raided dis­
trict up to noon stated that only four 
persons, three women and a man, had 
been injured, none seriously. Little 
damage is said to have been doue.

The bombs dropped by the Zeppelin 
were mostly of an incendiary charac­
ter, about five inches in diameter and 
about eighteen inches long, it is be­
lieved here that the purpose of the 
raid was to attack the Arnuti-wig 
Works at Newe, stle-on-Tyne. Here 
many British worships are constructed 
and the plant haa been working 24 
hours a day since the war began. The 
Zeppelin, however, failed to reach 
Newcastle. After passing over Seaton, 
n few miles from Newcastle, it turned 
scuth across the Tyne.

The tact that the airship was fired 
upon at Bljth and CranUiugton is be­
lieved to have convinced its com­
mander that nny attempt to make a 
successful attack upon Newcastle would 
be hopeless. On Its departure from 
England the Zeppelin headed eastward 
over Sunderland. No bombs were 
dropped there, the airship’s supply 
probably having been exhausted.

Toronto Despatch—Pensions for 
widows are strongly advocated by In­
spector R. W. Bruce Smith in his re­
port for the year ending Sept. .>0 last, 
tic also advocates the segregation of 
tuberculosis patients.

"If ever an old-age pension scheme 
Is adopted in Canada," says the re­
port, "there should also be a widows' 
pension provided. This would obviate 
tbu necessity of sending many a fath­
erless child to an orphanage and would 
secure to many a mother the privilege 
of caring for her helpless little once 
"In her own home, which, no matter 
bow humble, would afford in most 
instances a more helpful environment 
than any institution could offer."

There were a larger number of 
patients (79,.<571 under treatment in 
the hospitals of Ontario during the 
past year than for any similar period, 
declares the inspector. The percentage 
of deaths to number of cases under 
treatment was 5.93. The provincial 
grant to hospitals was 327,187.

The total expenditure for hospital 
maintenance and equipment during 
the year was $2,579,873. There were 
2,092 patients cared for in the twelve 
ditferent sanatoria for consumptives.

There are 18 city refuges and homes 
In Ontario receiving the Uovernmeut 
aid. The total population cf these 
Pomes lor the past year was 6,055- 
The total cost of maintenance was 
$448pK)l. Towards this expenditure 
the Government contributes $83,104. 
I", is a mistake, in the judgment of 
the inspector, to encourage the estab­
lishment of any more refuges in the 
cities and towns of the province. The 
only proper location for these institu­
tions is in the country, where the 
inmetes may have the advantage of 
hygienic surroundings and the oppor­
tunity of engaging in open-air work. 
The number of inmates In the couuty 
Louses of refuge was 1,851,

There are IT, orphanages in On­
tario receiving Government aid, these 
institutions having at the close of the 
year a population of 2,26.1. The total 
expenditure for the maintenance ot 
iheoe charities during the past year 
was $219.r57 To assist in meeting this 
expenditure the Government grant at 
the rate of two cents per day amounted 
to $20,021.

During »c past year 1,600 patients 
were admitted to the local sanatoria 
in the province. When that number 
is compared with the total number of 
cases that are known to exist in On­
tario, it will readily be seen, states the 
inspector, that only n small percent - 

patients suffering from tuber­
culosis arc receiving hospital care. 
More and more it is becoming appar­
ent that it is desirable to have more 
local sanatoria established in different 
parts of the province.

The educational efforts re­
garding prevention of tuberculosis are 
borne out in the figures, which show 
that whereas ten years ago there 
wen 14S deaths to each 100,000 of 
population, there were during the 
year under report 90 deaths for each

ITALY READY
1,200,000 Picked, Equipped Men 

On the Border.

General Zuppelli, the Italian Minis­
ter of War. speaking un the military 
situation in Italy, said that a mlrqœl 
had >xxm accomplished, in that *" a 
country which for about twenty yaars 
1 ùd maintained a rail I Vary organiza­
tion merely for the preservation ot 
peace, had created what he termed 
one of the most perfect of war ma­
chines. The change was not easy. 
General Zuppelli said, as was proved 
wherever the same work wls attempt­
ed. Great Britain, for example, had 
faced the ramu problem, and, though 
possessing great ar fore os, «vas even 
less prepared than Italy. The War 
Minister said that the equipment of 
the army with weapons was superior 
proporticm at My to that of the German 
army at fao beginnig of the war

Eagerness of tho soldiers concen­
tra led along the frontier to b.'gin ac­
tion is so great that their officers are 
compelled to hold them closely in 
check, for tear cf disturbing border 
incidents.

A VILLA REVERSE
His Troops Reported Heavily De­

feated at Obregon.

Washington Despatch Confirma­
tion was awaited here to-day of the 
reported defeat of the Villa forces 
north of Cclaya by troops under Gen. 
Obregon. Meagre advices to the Car­
ranza agency from Vera Cruz said that 
General Obregon, in reporting a deci­
sive victory over the Villa forces, 
claimed to hate captured 2,500 prison­
ers act fourteen canon. He added 
that he was in pursuit of the enemy.

Unofficial advices from Vera cruz 
said that General Obregon reported 
that five thousand Villa troops had 
been killed, and that 6,000 prisoners 
and forty field pieces bad been taken.

Affidavits have been received by 
diplomatic representatives here from 
the International Commlesion of Mex­
ico, which, in many cases, have been 
confirmed by previous advices receiv­
ed, alleging the existence of conditions 
of anarchy in Mexico City, and recit­
ing specific instance, of abuse 0f for­
eigners there.

Scores of Babies Torn From Moth­
ers and Sent to Switzerland.

Mothers Claim They Got No At 
tention at Childbirth.

Paris Cable—William T. P. Hol- 
ingsworth, representative of the West 
inghouse interests In France, has re 
turned from Schaffhausen and Zurich 
where he investigated the condition 
of returning civilian prisoners on be­
half of the American Clearing Hous 
for Relief.

Germany has already sent back 30,- 
000 of these civilian prisoners, stating 
that between 150.000 and 200,000 are 
yet to be returned. Two trains are 
arriving in Switzerland from Germany 
daily, each carrying 500 of the return 
In g prisoners. Three-fourths of these 
are women and girls. No boys over 13 
years of age are being sent back.

The most extraordinary point in Mr 
Hollingsworth's report is that the 
trains bring 100 babies, a week old and 
upward, daily. These are unclothed, 
but are wrapped in fragments of skirts 
and shawls. There is no means of 
tracing their identity. Mothers return­
ing with their children say they re­
ceived no medical attention at child­
birth. Swiss women are supplying 
babies' clothing at the railway stations 
for the unfortunates. Many of the 
older children who have arrived also 
cannot be identified.

The Swiss began supplying monev 
and food for the returning prisoners 
and babies, but their funds were in­
sufficient to continue the work. They 
are now placing hot water and soap on 
the station platforms for the washing 
of clothing. The released prisoners 
seem cowed and unwilling to describe 
the treatment they received in Ger­
many.

DRUGS SCARCE
Blockade of Germany Hits Trade 

in Britain.

London Cable—The blockade ot 
Germ:ny by the allies will prevent 
England and France from getting Gcr 
man drugs through the mediu-u ot' 
the United Stutivs. according to tlm 
Lancet. Already phenacetin and acct- 
inaltde are lour tlm-s their former 
price, and pheuazone has doubled. 
While obtain,' is more lban double its 
pre-war quotation, this cannot bo cou- 
siderua abnormal, in view of the enor­
mous demand, it is difficult at this 
time to supply the medical depart­
ments of thi allied armies with mor­
phine and codine, especially as the 
supply ot Turkish opium has b<vn cut 
cff. However, a good supply of opium 
is obtainable from Persia and India. 
Stocks ol atropine ara low amt the 
Prices correspondingly high. Chloral 
hydrates and the bromides have .làu- 
bled m price since the war.
