He denied any im-
plication in it and protested stoutly
that he was ignorant of the where-
abouts of Leon Ling, the supposed
slayer. After the inquisition he was
taken before Coroner Harburger and
held in $10,000 bail in the house of de-
tention, to await .the inquest.

Chung Sin is 35 years old and a na-
tive. of Canton. He was arrested yes-
terday morning at West Galway, N.
Y., a small hamlet near Amsterdam,
and was brought to New York this
morning. Immediately after his arrest
up-state and all during the trip by
train to this city he was plied with
juestions, bullied, persuaded and en-
tangled in a mass of significant ques-
tions. It was not until late today,
lowever, that his spirit was sufficient-
ly broken, or sufficient inducements
were offered, as the case may be, for
Nim to cast aside his air of stolidness
and tell of the death of the young mis-
sionary. Then, smoking ¢cigarette af-
ter cigarette to quiet his nerves,
the Chinaman told brokenly, but with
orutal bluntness of the girl’'s death.

He was surrounded at the time In
the office of Assistant District Attor-
ney Ward by detectives from police
headquarters who previously had put
him through a grilling. Mr. Ward and
District Attorney Jerome also were
present, and fromrwhat can be learned,
it was Mr. Jerome himself who finally
irew the story from Chung Sin’s lips.

He was told that L.eon Ling had
been captured and had laid the blame
on his (Chung Sin’s) shoulders. This,
together with the persistent hammer-
ing at the prisoner, brought the con-
fession. It was made partly in Eng-
lish and partly in Chinese, for there
was an interpreter present, and was

BANDITS IN ROCKIES
GOT THE WRONG TRAIN

Were After a Bullion Special.
But Halted Regular Express
—Posse After Them.

Winnipeg, June 22.—Local officials
of the C. P. R, Company were noti-
fied of a robbery this morning. Van-
couver train No. 97, was held up by
six masked men at Ducks, B. C,, last
night. They had mistaken it for No.

5, carrying ninety silver bars of sev-
enty pounds each to the coast.

Two men climbed over the tender
at Notch HIill and compelled the en-
gineer to stop at Ducks, where four
men were waiting alongside a camp
fire. All were armed with Winches-
ters They compelled the fireman to
break open the express car, but found
nothing in it. Immediately after-
wards the robbers got in a boat and
started for the north side of Shuswap
Lake,

Information here indiecates that
after the robbers had gone through
the express and baggage cars, the
colonist and first-class cars, they ap-
parently lost their nerve and fled for
the boat. The sleeping_cars were not
disturbed. Officers are after the
bandits.
