Pittsburg. Pa., March 1.—With every 
tributary of the Allegheny and Monon- 
gahela rivers empting swirling tor­
rents into the banks of these two 
streams, and rushing down to the 
point where they converge to form the 
Ohio, Pittsburg was given a visitation 
to-day which forced hundreds of fam­
ilies to either abandon their homes, 
or seek escape from the water in the 
upper stories, while mud and water 
dispensed destruction and discomfort 
below. Mills in the low-lying levels 
throughout the country, numbering 
between 50 and 60 were flooded, and 
some 38.000 men are thrown idle for 
four or five days, with a loss in wages 
of more than $325 000. The flood was 
general throughout Western Pennsyl­
vania, the streams everywhere over­
flowing their banks aud causing more 
or less damage to houses and farms. 
In Allegheny two railroads are tem- 
porarily paralyzed owing to the water 
which covered the tracks. People in 
the first and third wards, Allegheny, 
had to go to and from their homes 
in boats. The highest stage reached 
by the swollen rivers at Pittsburg was 
29.4 feet. This was at 6 o’clock in the 
evening. It became stationary at that 
mark, and gradually began to sub- 
side. The cold weather which set in 
last night served to check the flood. 
The Pittsburg & Western Railway and 
the Buffalo, Rochester & Pittsburg 
tracks are under water, necessitating 
their abandonment temporarily. Ship- 
ping property suffered comparatively 
little damage. From the territory up 
the Monongahela and Allegheny rivers 
come reports that much damage 'was 
done by the flooding of the lower 
floors of houses, mills and factories. 
From all points above on both rivers 
the waters are reported as either fall­
ing or sationary, and danger is avert- 
ed. Towns below here, on the Ohio, 
however, are to have their worst ex­
periences during the present high 
water to-morrow or later.

Unless the officials of the Wabash 
Railroad, at a conference to be held 
at St. Louis on Sunday, grant the 
demands of the trainmen for an in­
crease in wages, the men may declare 
a strike that will tie up the entire 
Wabash system. If all stand by the 
decision of the organization to go out 
for their demands, it would mean a 
serious blockade in railroad circles. 
However, there is an element among 

1 the men, more conservative than the 
majority of those who voted at New 
York for the strike, that is decidedly 
against striking at this time, and it is 
likely these will remain with the com­
pany, no matter what decision is 
reached at the St. Louis conference. 
Those included in the order to strike 
are conductors, firemen and brakemen. 
The men have demanded an increase 
of 12 per cent, for those on passenger 
trains, and 15 per cent, for those on 
freight trains. One of the trainmen 
employed by the Wabash Railroad was 
seen, and he admitted that the order 
had gone out to strike if the increase 
is not granted. According to his 
statements, however, the crisis may 
not be reached until Wednesday, and. 
even then, the trouble is likely to be 
averted.
