The government replied to
one of their petitione conceding the old
survey of river lots. This was an import-
ant concession. The only remaining
questions that remained were those of
patents and wood rights. These were in
a fair way toward settlement. About
Maroch 4th a telegram was received from
the government making those cunces-
sions.” -

On March 4th, therefore, according to
this competent testimony, the griev.nces
of the Metis had disappeared, and to this
faot the resort to arms at the instigation
of Riel is attributable. Unpless the agi-.
tation could be continued and a crisis pre-
cipitated, his plans for extorting money
from the government would be dished,
and so the Duck Lake fight was brought
on on March 18th. The proof of Riel's
cupidity is overwhelming. Father Andre
in his evidence said:

“T had an interview with Riel regard-
ing his claims against the government.
Io fact, I had two interviews with him.
He claimed certain indemnities from the
foderal gcvernment. He asked for $100,-
000. The prisoner said he would take
$35,000 at once. He coffered to leave the
country if he received this last named
amount. He intimated that if he was
satisfied, the half-breed question would
be satisfied also.”

Charles Nolin, a French half-breed,
who had many communications with Riel
before the rebellion, testified:

“In December, 1884, prisoner told
witness of his plans. Prisoner told wit—
ness he wanted $100,000 indemnity from
the Canadian government. Riel told me
that if he got the money he was asking
the government for, he would go sny-
where the government wished. If his
pr was objectionable in the North-
west he would go away.”

Thos. H, Jackson, a druggist of Prince
Albert, gave like evidence:

“Riel asked me to write some lettersito
certain Easteru papers placing him in &
good light. Riel Lad applied to the gov-
ernment for $35,000 for losses, His
whole bill agaidst the government amount-
ed to $100,000. He disclosed his per-
songlamotives to me-on this occasion. He
showed his motives were those of revenge
for his supposed ill-treatment by the gov-
ernment.”

Medical Improvement, in which he
touched on this  question  upon
which doctors disagree, and said:
“It is a common impression thst to take
food immediately before going to bed-and
to sleep is unwise. Such a suggestion is
answered by a remindar that the instinct
of animals prompts them to sleep as soon
as they have eaten; and in summer an
after-dinner nap, especially when that
meal is taken at midday, is & luxury in-
dulged in by many. If the ordinary hour
of the evening meal is 6 or 7 o’clock, and
-of the first morning meal 7 or 8 o'clock,
an interval of twelve hours, or more,
elapses without food, and for  persons
whose nutrition is at fault this is alto-
gether too long a period for fasting.
“That such an interval without food is
permitted explains many a restless night,
and much of the head and backache, and
the languid-half-rested condition on rising,
which is accompanied by no appetite for
breakfast. This meal itself often uissi-
tes these sensations. It is, therefore,
esirable, if not essential, when nutriment
is to be crowded, that the last thing be-
fore going to bed should be the taking of
food. Sleeplessness is often caused by
starvation, and a tumbler of milk, if
drunk in the middle of the night, will
often put people to sleep when hypnotics
would fail of their purpose. Food before
rising is an equally important expedient.
It supplies strength for bathing and dress-
ing, laborious aund wearisome tasks for
the underfed, and is a better morning
‘pick-me-up’ than any ‘tonic.’ ”

Shakespeare's Consin’s Diary.
[Chicago Herald.]

The immediate publication of the man-
useript diary of Shakes eare’s cousin, the
town clerk of Stratford on-Aven, is an-
nounced. The volume will consist of au-
totypes of the folio pages of the manus-
eript and a transcript by experts of the
British museum. The diary extends from
1613 to 1616—the years of Shakespearc's
residence at Stratford previous to his
death on the 5th of May (April 28 0. s.)
