AN EARTHQUAKE.

On the morning of  Nov. 18, at abont
5:30 o’clock, Juneau was shaken up con-
siderably” by an earthquake. The first
shock lasted from five to six seconds, an i
shook buildirigs to the extent of awaken-
ing all the inmates, The second shock
was more severe, lasting about 20 sec-
onds. The course of the earth’s vibration
was northwest and southeast. The second
shock was the severest that has been felt
in Southeastern Alaska for several years.
Two more distinet shocks were felt about
five and six minutes later, but not as
severe as either the first or second. At
the times of the bursting outiof thas
Bogoslov and other voleanoes along the
Alaska peninsula, at each different’ time
slight shocks of earthquake were felt in
Juneau, and. the severer shocks of last
Tuesday are attributed ' to the bursting
out of another and larger voleano, prob-
ably Mount Wrangel or some otlier peak
along that voleanie conuection.

WELL-KNOWN MINER EXPIRES.
