People who are shipping liquor from
Quebec into New Brunswick and Ont-
ario, and the number of seizures in-
dicate that they are many, are wholly
astray in their conclusions that the
war measure restrictions let up with
the anniversary of the armistice. The
lid is on as tightly now as ever. As
frequently explained it will be lifted
only when peace is officially promul-
gated by the King. Even that pro-
clamation in itself, will not affect the
order, but-it will be the signal for the
Govneror General to issue a proclam-
ation suspending the war measures
act.
