TJTB OLOBMJ.NO XHM GIBSON CJ8M LOUIS MIL'S MDS,TORONTO'S BALL-TOSSEESOMN. OMAN* IN THU GRAV*.

Imposing Ceremonies in New York and 
Elsewhere en Saturday.

Niw York, Aug. 8.—Gen. Grant la for­
ever at rest in Claremont. HI» heart» 
broken sridow mourns at Ht. McGregor. 
The 8th day of August has been added to 
the list of h iatoric days of this country. 
It has marked the closing scene in the mortal 
career of a hero who carved a world-,wide 
reputation upon the field of battle.

To-day the great oity gave np absolutely 
every other consideration exoept that of 
paying tribute to the memory of the fallen 
hero. The thought that ran through the 
mind» of many found expression in the 
eloquent line, “It was his first sur­
render,” which appeared in thou­
sands of places throughout the oity under 
every form of mourning adornment. Every 
avenue of trade was oloaed. The people 
assembled from the most distant and 
remote parts of the city and massed them­
selves along -the weary miles of march. 
From the orowda massed solidly on both 
sides of the long ten miles the number of 
people who witnessed the pageant of 00,000 
well disciplined men must have reached 
folly 3,000,009 along the line of the ma je» 
tie sparoh of Gen. Grant to hie tomb. From 
earliest' morning there was a crash of 
military music along the streets. Drums 
were beaten and bogles' blown to lhe 
accompaniment of the tramp, tramp, tramp 
of many feet. The .shrill notes of the 
fifes, the throb of the drums, the high 
notes of blaring bugles, the clash and 
oraah of dashing, swinging military banda 
made a melody that stirred the heart of 
the meet indiffèrent, and set the poises 
throbbing in unison with the excitement of 
the preparation for the last march of the 
great soldier.

At 4,30 o'clock the fuqeral car with its 
guards came slowly across the bare, open 
•pace in Rlveraide park to the temporary 
tomb. The alow advance of this oar 
through a alight olend of dust behind 
the slow advance of the guard of 
honor sent a thrill thrdugh the 
waiting audience. Who among those 
who heard the shrill oall of the last 
“present arma” as the coffin was lowered 
to the tomb, will ever forget the emotion 
caused by the sight of this last movement 
of honor to the dead chief. The cere­
monies here were brief and Impressive. The 
bugle rail at the close was the rail to 
eternal sleep.

After this ft«ne the sharp rattle of 
musketry oveFtbe grave, and the eventful 
day’s ceremony was at its end.
“And so sepulohered in such pomp dost lie.
That kings for such a tomb would wish to 

die."
The number in line Is estimated as fol­

lows : Army and navy 1600, other armed 
escort 1200, In carriages 10,000, veterans 
and G. A. R. 20,000, civic division 7000, 
total 39,700.

H THE DIVORCE DOUBT, SAn Lajast Criticism on Ike Acquittal of 
the Accused.

The Globe of Saturday printed this 
pemgraph among its editorial* :

Th? fact that the coroner's Jury in the case 
of warden returned a non-committal verdict 
Is to be regretted—the more so as there are 
rumors that several members of the Jury were 
approached by persons seemingly anxious to 
secure such a verdict. -Warden entered 
Gibsons hotel in perfect health. While 
there a quarrel broke out between him and 
the landlord. The evidence proves that 
the landlord struck him violently and 
repeatedly, and waa seen kloking at him, 
though there is no direct evidence that the 
landlords boots actually struck Warden's 
head. On leaving the tavern Warden was 
noticed by his friends to put his hands fre­
quently up to the side of his head. On reach­
ing hishome he became gradually unconscious 
and died. A post mortem examination re­
veals the fact that he died from a fracture of 
the skull at the very place where the witnesses 
saw him put his hands on leaving the hotel. 
The fracture was such an one as could have 
been done with a billiard bail in a man’s 
hand, with the end of a cue, or with a 
strong boot. Evidence was put in to the effect 
that the deceased fell against a door and a 
post, but the medical testimony waa against 
the possibility of the fatal wound having been 
received in this manner. It is much to be de­
sired that the case should be cleared up. On 
the one hand if Gibson is innocent of the man's 
death, he is entitled to a clear acquittal ; on 
the other, if It is possible for a man to be killed 
In Toronto and nobody punished, thé sooner 
the fact is known the better. The case Is one 
in which the attorney-general should more In 
the absence of the county crown attorney.

Now, according to the evidence adduced 
at the trial, nothing could be more unfair 
towards Mr. Gibson, who, by the way, is 
a perfect stranger to The World, hut who 
apparently has suffered for some one eUe'a 
orime. What are the facts brought out by 
the ooroner’s enquiry? Simply these: 
John Warden and bia two companions 
went into the Gibson house more or less un­
der the influence of drink. They drank more 
liquor and played pool or billiards. They 
refused to settle for their amusement and 
got into an altercation with the landlord. 
True a scuffle ensued between Gibson and 
Warden, but none of the seven portons 
who witnessed that scuffle would swear 
that Gibson kicked Warden with his boot 
or dealt him a blow with any bard sub­
stance sufficient to fracture his skull. 
Even the evidence of the dead 
man’s two friends, the Burton brothers, 
was wholly in Gibson's favor at against 
tl)e theory that Warden’s skull was frac­
tured in the billiard room. It ia quite 
reasonable to suppose that Warden, being 
drunk and in a quarrelsome mood, got into 
a row in some other hotel, or In the street, 
and met his death. The Burton brothers’ 
story, taken altogether, ie a very disjointed 
one, and smacks of the suspicion of having 
been ooneoeted outside of court but 
not adhered to under the close 
cross-examination of the lawyers. It 
Detective Cuddy understood his business 
he should get a straighter story from these 
young men about their movements after 
leaving the Gibson house than théy told 
the coroner and hia jury.

It is understood that as soon as the 
fifteen jurymen were locked up eleven of 
them voted immediately for Gibeon’a 
acquittal. Aid. Sheppard then went 
over with the eleven and made the 
twelfth. No one would ever accuse 
the worthy alderman of allowing himself 
to be tampered with in any way, a* sug­
gested In the Globe's paragraph. The 
Globe should remember that even hotel- 
keeper» are entitled to British fair play 
and jnstira. If some of the rumors that 
are afloat in the east end are true, then the 
courte punned by a certain juryman—who 
by the way 4» a dikstil candidate for 
alderman for an eastern ward—towards 
the accused was anything but fair.

Sir Bederlck Cameron Objects to Pay lhe 
Pine Imposed Upon Him.

Montreal, Aog. 8.—Sir Roderick Cam­
eron has not submitted tamely to the fine 
imposed on him by one of the inspector» 
of the marine and fishing department for 
“killing salmon on Sunday,” and has, pre­
sumably by the advice of hft fellow trans­
gressor, Judge Henry, appealed from tbe 
fine of $10. The grounds of the appeal 
are that the prohibitory provision 
ft merely an economic one, covering 
the Sabbath day for the convenience, 
and protectjbn of the fishermen who 
are employed working the nets oo the 
Lower St. Lawrence and has no reference 
whatever to Sabbath observance, and that 
it is founded in the publia Interest, as it 
slackens the severe strain; of continuous 
netting.

An ex-minister of fisheries has written a 
letter to the prose on the question, in 
which be says: “Sir Roderick Cameron’s 
defence in appeal should not only aoqnit 
him of the fine and reproof, and exonerate 
the narrowly escaping judge, bnt it should 
also occasion tbe Immediate repeal of the 
obnoxious regulation. Even if it was legal 
the power of a fishery guardian 
does not extend to inflicting fines for its 
enforcement.”
