Additiona) Steamers To Be Placed On All
the Lake Routes For World's Fair
Passenger Traffic—A General Over-
hauoling of the Vessels Now in Progress
~Good Prospects For Freight Traflic,

Vessel and steamship owners, like the
milliners' and drygoods men, are already
preparing for nature’s great spring opening.
Although thas event is still 1n the distanze
the sagacious proprietors of our lacustrine
greyhounds believe in taking time by the
forelock and preparing for the emergency
beforehand. > :

Steamship  men, especially, aro looking
forward to a large passenger traffic this
summer. It 1s yet too early to obtain any
definite informatiou as to the routes of the
particular steamers, but as far as can be
learned the same boats will have the same
reutes, only with more frequent trips.
Owing to the expected influx of tourists o
the World’s Fair all the steamship com-
panics are waking extra preparations.

¥Four Boats to Niagara,

The Niagara Navigation Compauy will
have four boats on during the season run-
ning between Toronto, Lewiston and
Queenston.  This includes the Ongiara
transfer steamer at Niagara and the mon-
ster new side-wheeler sister to the Chicora
and Cibola, but larger than either.
Said Manager Foy Saturday: We ex-
pect to have all our boats runming by
June 1. We sxpect to carry an unusually
large number of passengers this year. All
those Europeans who visit the World’s
Fair will wans to see Niagara Falls and our
line of boats will catch a great number.
The new boat, whose name we have not yet
decided om, has been added not on this
accouut, however, but owing to the large
increase in our regular traffic.

The Montreal Route

Between the Montreal lines there will be
great competition. In addition to the
Richelieu & Ontario Company’s boats there
will be the veteran propellers Ocean and
Persia.

The Campana, that elegant steel cruiser

. of the Lake Superior Traunsit Co.,will ply be-
tween Montreal and Chicago,making Toron-
to her chief stopping place. The Cuba and
Clinton propellors, belonging’ to the Mon-
treal & Chicago Merchant Steamship Co.,
will ply between those two ports, calling at
Toronto. The new steel steamer Rosedale

- of the St. Lawrence & Chicago Navigation
Co,, although not built for ‘passenger pur-
poses,will also carry tourists-between these

oints.

In addition to all these a syndicate, with
a eapital of $1,000,000, will build a new
line of boats to compete with the Richelieu
& Ontario Navigation Co. The capital has
been subseribed by moneyed men in To-
ronto, Montreal, New York, Oswego, Ro-
chester, Sodus and other cities, and in
connection with the enterprise the
name of ex-Mayor James Beaty
of this ity is grominant]y men-
tioned. The boats will be three deckers
and of the latest pattern. They will be 300
feet in length, with proportionate width of
beam and depth of draught and will be
fitted up as veritable floating palaces. . Two
of she bopats are now building and later two
will be constructed in Toronto. To meet
the needs of the coming season temporary
bosts have been leased and negotiations are
in progress to secure another. The boats
rented are the Munroe, Miller and Angler.
Franeis R, Bosely, A. H. Doran and 8. G;
Doran will constitute the local agency, and
the company have leased a commodious
office at 20 King-street east.

St. Oatharines and Teronto Reute,

On the St. Catbarines and Toronto route
there will also be a keen competition. The
Empress of India will ply between this city
and Port Dalhousie, making connections with
the G.T.R. at that point. The Garden City
and Lakeside, belonging to the St. Cathar-
ines, Grimsby and Toronto Navigation
Company, will run from Toronto right up
to lock 2 of the old canal at St. Catharines,
It is stated that the Grand Trunk Railway
will run to thé boat a train between Buffalo
and Port Colborne this summer, and that
the three boats rupning from the Port to
Toronte will have direct conmection with
the train.

Between Toronto and Hamilton,

Between Torento and Hamilton the Ham-
ilton Navigation Company has it all its own
way. The Macassa and Modjeska will
carry all the tourists by this route, These
splendid steamers are now lying at Hamil-
ton, where they are undergoing their usual
spring painting and gilding.

The (Garden City and Lakeside may make
odd trips between here and Hamil-
ton, but in all probability their
regular routes will be froin Toronto to
St. Catharines and return.

The Carmona -of the TLake Superior
Transit Co. is the one steamer whose route
is at present settled from here vo Rochester.
The Empress of India, however, will make
fortmightly Saturday excursicie to thatv
place.

The e»-
gineer is now fitting up the engines
on their steel steamer Rosedale at the
Yonge-street dock. ‘‘Business will be
livelier this season because we have a
shorter time to do the carrying in. There
is an enormous amount of grain to be
transported from all shipping points if only
the KEuropean demand holds out. Of
course it all depends upen this.”

Smith & Keighley, vessel owners, were
too busy to talk Saturday, but said they
expected this to be the best freighv season
for many years.

The steel steamship Seguin, one of the
largess of the Capadian fleet, is now
wintering at Torawanda. She is owned by
A. P. Polson and J. B. Miller, who reiter-
ated the opinions expressed by other vessel
owners as t0 the lateness of the opening and
the expected profit of the season. ‘‘As
soon as the ice breaks up,” said Mr. Polson,
“the Seguin, which is now being fitted up
by Engineer Gillespie, will gc into the
grain trade between Port Arthur and
Chicago. During the summer she will
carry lumber from Georgian Bay to
Baffalo.”

WHAT A TUMULT THERE WAS

A CLIFF TOWN SLIDES TOWARDS
THE SEA.

e

The People Thought a Hundred Earth-
quukes Had Come — Two Hundred
Houses Destroyed —No One Killed—The
Waves Had Undermined the Town—A
Square Mile of Land Moved.

Loxpox, March 5.—Late last night the
people of Sandgate, County oi Kent, were
aroused by the rocking of the houses and
land rumblings underground. = Walls split,
ceilings fell, foundations sank and roofs
fell. As the inhabitants fled to the streets
they found large rents in the ground and
were almost overcome by noxious vapors.

Everybody supposed the town was being
shaken by an earthquake, and as the
rumblihg continued hundreds fled in a
panic to the nearest towns. A few re-
mained behind to remove their furniture
from the falling houses. The reports carried
abroaa by the fugitives caused the
troops in an adjacent camp to hasten to the
aid of the people still in Sandgate. Soldiers
and citizens worked for two hours in mov-
ing the most valuable propersy ifrom the
houses and in erecting tents in the fields
about a mile outside the town for the
women and children.

At the end of that time the rumbling had
ceased and the investigation was made by
the commander of the troops and several
citizens. They found that the/ground on
which  Sandgate stands.~ had sunk
several feet and that  a less sub-
sidence had extended throughout the
surrounding district, affecting in all abous
a square mile. Many cottages had been
wrecked completely and the better built
houses had been cracked and thrown out of
plumb so that they could not be accupied
with safety. Nevertheless many of the in-
habitants returned to town towards morn-

ing.

%etween 5 and 6 o’clock, however, they
were frightened away by further subsidence
of the ground and the recurrence of the
rumblings. These phenomena have been
repeated several times during the day and
the town is practically deserted. As far as
known no lives have been lost.

The disaster was caused by a landslip.
The town is built upon a comparatively low
cliff close to the sea. The waves are be-
lieyed to have undermined the eliff, which
then sevtled and slipped toward the water,
carrying with it the town; Two hundred
houses were destroyed.

CHEVALIER MACDONNELL DEAD,

For Twenty-8Six Years French Consul At
Toroateo,

Chevalier William J. Macdonnell, late
Consul of France and several times president
of the St. Vincent de Paul Society, died
Saturday morning at the House of Provi-
dence. Mr., Macdonnell was well-known in
philanthropic circlesland gave largely of his
means to various charities. For 26 years he
represented the French Government in To-
ronto, which as a recognitian of his excel-
lent services conferred on him the title of

'Chevalier of the Legion of Honor.

Mr, Macdonnell, who was at one time con-
nected with the Freehold & Loan Co. of this
city, bad for the last three years retired
from business life on account of failing
health, The immediate cause of his death
was an acute attack of bronchitis against
which his advanced age of 79 years was un-
able to hear up.

His funeral will take place Monday morn-
ing from St. Paul’s Church, Power-street.

lines affected.

The conference between the representa-
tives of the Independent and Canadian Order
of Oddfellows re amalgamation terminated
on Saturday night.

THE CHILD PROBLEM.

An Interesting Paper On the Subject 2y
Dr, Rosebrugh.

At a meeting of the Canadian institute on
Baturday night a paper on *“The. Child
Problem” was read by Dr. A. M. Rosebrugh.
“We must be more radical in our methods
and more active every way if we expect to
attain any great success in the reduction of
pauperism and crime in the community,”
said the Doctor. *“We must begin at the
source. If we would cope successfully with
this problem we must begin with destitute
and delinquent children, When parents are
neglecting their childrea, or are bringing
them up to a life of vice and crime, we
must interfere and take the case in our own
hands, not as iondividuals, but as a com-
munity. There has been altogether too
much sentimental talk about a child ‘“be-
longing” to the parent, about the *sacred-
ness of the parental relation.” Society must
protect itself without regard to these so-
called “rights” of the unworthy parents.
In dealing with delinquent children we can-
not do better than adopt the recommenda-
tions of the Ontario Prison Reform Commis-
sioners, as they relate to juvenile criminality,
viz., compulsory education, including in-
dustrial day schools in every large towhwor
city, forbidding the running at large of young
children after dark, playgrounds and gym-
nasiums for children after school hours,
separate trial of children and separate places
of detention while finder arrest apart from
police cells or the county jail, the introduc-
tion of the probation system, the establish-
ment of industrial sehools where needed, and
the reorganization on the cottage vlan of the
boys’ reformatory and the girls’ refuge, and
the establishment of one or more industrial
schools for girls.

Satellite of Jupiter,

Mr. Andrew Elvins in a paper on the satel-
lite of Jupiter stated that the discovery of a
fifth satellite to Jupiter has caused astrono-
mers to turn their atténtion to the giant
planet of our system, and many who bave
not made astronomy a special study are
more than usually interested in Jupiter’s
system than they have been in the past.
Four moons have been known since Galileo’s
time, and they have been so easily seen that
no one has appeared to suspect that auny
other existed, at least until about two years
ago. When we speak now, however, of the
moons of Jupiter we know there are five and
we suspect there may be more.

TORNADO IN GEORGIA,

Much Preperty Destroyed and Consider-
able Loss of Life Reported—A
Town Swept Away,

CorumBus, Ga., March 4,—Last night a
terrible wind storm swept across several
counties 50 miles north of Columbus, doing
great damage and causing considerable loss
of life. The storm came from the north-
west and struck Greenville, the county seat
of Meriwether County, about 8.30 o’clock,
demolishing the busi portion of the
town and a great number of dwallings.

Thirty-eight stores and dwellings are re-
ported to have been blown down and but
three business houses in the whole town
were left intact. KEvery house” was dam-
aged to a greater or less extent. Only one
person was killed, a negro woman. No one
was injured.

Odéssa, a small town near ‘Greenville, is
reported to have been completely swept
away; six persons were killed. At Wood.
bury, 10 miles east of Greenville, houses
were blown down and trees uprooted, but
fortunately no lives were lost. The people
at Woodbury are preparing storm pits
as places of refuge in case of a repeti-
tion of last night's reign of terror. About
two miles from the town two negroes and
one white child were killed. Many are
reported to be seriously wounded. A heavy
snow fell also at Woodbury this morning.

At Molena, in Pike County, a  church,
academy, planing mill, two stores and
several residences were blown down. Five
lives were lost, a white womanmnamed Mrs.
Fell and four negroes. Telegraph wires are
down. Trains coming in are delayed, and
but meagre information can be obtained
from points distant from the railway.

Adyvices from Piedmont, Pike County, a
few miles distant from Molena, report that

only two houses-out of 20 remain standing. |-

A lady named Hawkins was killed and her
parents badly wounded. Almost everyone
in the town was wounded to some extent.

MIGHT BE EXPECTED.

Henry George to Have a Position Under
Cleveland’s Govermment,

WasHINGTON, March 6.—Henry George,
the well-known advocate of iree trade and
single tax, is to have a prominent position
under the Cleveland Government.

Apropos of this announcement is the re-
collection of the scheme by which Mr.
George’s plmﬁblet on free trade was pub-
lished in the Hansard here and copies of it
sent broadeast. A Democratic member in
Congress requested the privilege of includ-
ing the contents of the pamphlet in his
spuvech to the House without reading it.
This request was denied, on the ground of
it being against the rules. The member
then gave portions of the pamphlet to other
Democratic speakers, who used them in the
form of quotations. In this way all of the
pamphles was read to the House and print-
ed in the Hansard. Of course the country
paid for the publication and mailing of the
pamphlets to thousands ot people.

Not So Much Heed Given to the Definite-
ness of Date as to the Authenticity of
the Data—Parliaments to Disappear
aud All Great Measures To Be Sub-
mitted to a Referendum,

Unlike that famous Archbishop of Gran.
ada, mentioned in' Gil Blas, whose sermons
had-lost their cunning, the Rev. Dr. Wild

Dr, Wild preached from the text:

And I heard, but I understood not; then said I,
O my Lord, what shall be the end of these things?
And he said, Go thy way, Daniel, for the words
are closed up and sealed till the time of the end.

After ﬁrophesymg the imminent approach
of the Kuropean war, which he used inci-
dentally as an urgiumont to prove his favor-
ite Anglo-Israel theory, Dr. Wild turned his
attention to the state of the world in 1993,

Dr. Wild said thas in prophecy he did not
give so much heed to definiteness of date as
to the anthenticity of the data, Unlike Lieut,
Totten, who had fixed the millennium definite-
ly on Aug. 11 of a certain year, he preferrved
todraw an intelligent inference from his data
ard make a probable approximation,

Like Daniel, many of us were desirous of
knowing the meaning and 1ssue of passing
events. It was quite natural that we, as
creatures destined for immortality, should

make these enquiries. No doubt the general
history of all the nations was outlined in the
prophecies. Some of the prophecies would
be understood beforehand, but others only
the march of time could unlock.

The Coming Eurspean War.
The characteristic of the present time was
a strange unrest. The great European pow-
ers were clearing their decks in preparation
for the war that was not long

to be postponed. The burdens of
some of thesa nations in taxation for
war purposes were so great that war, bank-
ruptcy or a general disarmament were the
only courses' open. France, Germany,
Austria, Russia were strainiog every nerve
to be ready for the coming conflict. They
were increasing their armies on an yhpre-
cedented scale. The result would soon be
that aull the able-bodied men wouid be
soldiers. The Government was urging an
increase of armament under the pretence of
defensive purposes.

Germany, which was becoming more
democratic daily, was beginning to be
alarmed at the enormous burden of war
taxation. Their Parliament was uowilling
to increase the army,butin the young Emper-
or William they had a stubbora head to deal
with, The Emperor had recently with-
drawn the edict forbidding generals to utter
opinions on public questions. Thus ungag-
ged they were all in favor of the Army bill,
and had declared that the army ‘must be re-
inforced. Atas recent Cologne banquet a
celebrated general, after predicting the com-
ing conflict, which he said would be as dire-
ful as Thirty Years War, said: “If His Ma-
jesty draws his sword it will never retura to
its scabbard until every ememy is crushed or
our country overthrown.”

In a peaceful country like Canada we
bad mno idea _of the  enormous
taxation and conscription for war
purposes in these old lands, There were
only two countries in which conscription
was not in vogue, viz., the United States
and Great Britain. The reason was that
these nations belonged to el, which,
according to the Mosaic Law, must. always
have a voluntary army. “In any other
country you wouid have to be a soldier
willy-nilly.” ¢
