Mr Edgar Returns Thanks.

He expressed his thanks for the great
honor tendered him. For the fourth
time in 10 years West Ontario had seen
fit to select him as its representative.
In the words of the chairman, nomination
meant election, and the, speaker trusted
that the men who nominated .him would
see that the return of a Liberal was
assured. (Applause.) Especially was he
gratetul for the nomination, because in
the riding itself were so many men who
would be worthy representatives on
the floor of the House, He had always
endeavored to carry out the wishes of
the Liberals of this country, and hpd
always rémained true to Liberal prin-
ciples in and out of Parliament.  (Ap-
plause,) The pominee told how hard he
had worked on the House committees,
and arraigned the Government for its
action in the McGreevy and Turcotte
matters.. He reviewed the charges
azainst Sir Adolphe Caron and Sir Hee-
tor Langevin, and spoke of what he call-
ed the “gerrymander of the Counties of
York and Ontario.,” The chief interests
of the Dominian were lumbering and agri-
culture. O! these agriculture was tllxe
more importdnt to the people, and it
should, if anything should be, fostered.
(Applause.)

‘The defeated candidates made short
speeches, thanking their supporters _a.nd
declaring their loyalty to the nominee

A resolution of confidence in Wilfrid
Laurier was passed, and the meeting ad-
journed with cheers.

An Exciting Time in Front-Street Yester-
day—Many Pasvengers Scared, But
No Omne Injured.

A drove of untamed, obstinate steers
ran amuck in Front-street yesterday
noon, and falling foul of a swiftly mov-
ing trolley created amusement for the
onlookers, but the engers were even
more badly frightened than were the cat-
tle.

Steer number three was pushed
along before the car, with a portion of
his body resting on the fender. None of
the steers were killed.

MASSACRE OF FOREIGNERS AT
PEKIN I8 IMMINENT,

A Battle Expected at Moukden Within
Two Weeks—Experts State That China
Will Not Face Another Sea Fight—A
Corean Sect Revolts Against Japan—
Japs Defeated at Anchow,

New York, Sept. 27.—A special from
Shanzhai to The Herald says: Li Hung
Changz will shortly be superseded as Vice-
roy of Chin Li by Wu Ta Cheng, late Gov-
ernor of Hu Peh.

Lord Hi, late Chinese Minister to Japan,
has been dezraded.

Yu Lu, the military, governor of Mouk-
den, will succeed Li Hunz Chang as su-
perintendent of northern trade.

Four Imperial princes are watching
’ei‘vguts in the Emperor’s behalf at Tien-

'sin.

The massacre of foreizners at Pekin is
rezarded as imminent. The legations
have asked that bluejackets shall be land-
ed to protect them.

One hundred and eight thousand men,
mostly rabble, and some ill-armed cavalry
have assembled to defend Moukden. A
battle is expected before a fortnight has
elapsed. ;

The Japanese warships are scouting in
the Gulf of Pechili. Naval experts say
the Chinese vessels will never appear on
the scene again.

A Defeat For the Japs.

London, Sept. 27. —The Star to-day
prints a despatch from Shanghai ‘receiv-
ed through a news agency of this city,
stating‘ that native officials’ claim to

have received news on the 25th inst. that

Japanese troops had made an attack at
the same. time upon the Chinese at An-
chow (probably Ai-Chow, or Yi-Chow)
and Wi-Ju. The despatch further states
that in both engagements the Japanese
were repulsed after sharp fighting.

No Contraband on the Pathan. ,

The owners of the British steamer Pa-
than, which was seized by a Chinese war-
ship in the Formosa Channel on Sept. 21,
state that the ship carried a general car-
go from Hong Kong to Shanghai, and
declare that there was nothing on board
Ahat wae liable to seizure as contraband
of war. .

A Corean Sect Revolts Against Japan.

A despatch to The Globe from Yokoha-
ma says that the Tong-Haks, a power-
fiil religious sect, which caused the first
outbreak in Corea, have attacked the
Japanese at Taiku. Reinforcements have
been sent from Seoul torassist the Japan-
ese force at Taiku, The Tong-Haks are
the most bitter of any of the Coreans
against foreigners, and constitute the
most powerful revolutionary element in
the country.

The Fight at Yalu Re-Told.
London, Sept, 27.—The Tokyo corres-
pondept of the Central News telezraphs
that Admiral Ito, who was in command of
the Japanese fleet during th¢ battle off
the mouth of the Yalu River, has sent an
officer to make a verbal report of the en-
zagement to the Emperor, who is now at
Hiroshima.

AccordinZ to this officer’s report, after
actinz in concert with the army at the
Tai Tunz KRiver, the principal Japanese

uadron, comprising 11 warships and
the packet Saiko Maru, left the point on
Sept. 16. At dawn Sept. 17 they passed
Hai Yan Tan and sighted the Akushad
Bay, in Manchuria, in the forenoon.
There they found 14 Chinese warships, the
Tinz Yuen, Chen Yuen, Ching Yuen, Chin
Yuen, Lai Yuen, King Yuen,
Wi Yuen, Yang Wei, Chao Yuen, Kwang
Kia, Kwan Ting, Ping Yuen and two
others, and six torpedo boats.

The Chinese fleet steamed out of the
mouth of the river in battle formation,
and when distant 4000 metres opened
fire, 'The Japanese, fearing that their
fire would do little execution at such
a distance, waited until within 3000
metres of the Chinese ships, and then
brought their guns into play. The Jap-
anese maintained their line of battle,
but the Chinese, after a short time, broke
their formation.

The action whs extremely hot at times.
The Lai-Yuen sunk first, stern foremost,
and her bows, rising, stood for & minute
and a half out of the water. The Chin
Yuen was the next vessel to go down
and she was followed in a short time
by the Chao Yuen. Many members of
the crews of the sinking vessels clung to
the rizging as their ships set{led and
cried for help. It was a pitiful sight.
The Yang Wei was next disabled, and
then the Japanese paacket Saiko Maru,
on board of which was Admiral Kaba-
yama, the head ofi‘the Naval Command
Bureau, who was making a tour of in-
gpection. Admiral Kabayama’s presence
was accidental, the meeting of the Chin-
ese vessels by the Japanese fleet being
entirely unexpected, ’

The Flagship Disabled.

The Admiral was in imminent peril.
The steering gear of the Saikio-Maru was
disabled by the explosion of one of the
enemy’s shells, and that vessel was oblig-
ed to drop out of the line, ! She was pur-
sued by the Chinese, and forced to pass
between the powerful Ting-Yuen and
Chen-Yuen, within a distance of 80
metres, The commanders of these ves-
sels, thinkinz it was her intention to
ram them, sheared off, leaving the packet
room to escape, The Chinese discharged
two fish torpedoes at her, but they were
aimed too low and passed beneath her,
doinz no damage. Shortly after the mis-
hap to the Saikio Maru the flagship Mat-
yushima's forward quick-firing gun was
struck by a shell, and many casualties
resulted.

Kilied Watching For Torpedoes

The ship also was so severely injured
as to necessitate her withdrawing from
the' kine of battle, and Adwmiral Ito shift-
ed his flag to . the Hashidate. Another
of the Chinese shells exploded in the Bay
of the Hyei, killing and wounding many
persons, including the surgeons, and set-
ting the ship on fire. She, too, left the
line of battle to extinguish the flames
and transier the wounded, whlich, being
done, she returned and again took part
in the fight. Captain Sakamoto of the
Akagi was aloft watching for torpe-
does and signalling to the other vessels
of the fleet their location, when the mast
was cut away froml a shot from the ene-
my, and he was killed. The Yoshino’s
forward barbette was slightly damaged.
All the ships of the Japanese squadron
carried new guns and these did excel-
lent service. They ‘used no torpedoes, all
the damage sustained by the Chinese
vessels being inflicted by shot. In view
of this fact, the sinking of double-bot -
tomed vessels like the Lai Yuen is con-
sidered remarkable, and it is the gener-
ally expressed opinion among nautical
authorities that the work of the Japa-
nese, was the most successful thing since
Qthe time of Nelscu.

Chinesc Retreated.

Towards the elose of
fight great confusion was
served on board the Ting-Yuen,
Yuen and Ping-Yuen. These ships
peared to be on fire.
down the Chinese fleet were
in full retreat. They were
pursued by the Japanese ships, which
laid their course parallel to that taken
by the enemy. The night being very dark

the pursuers kept at some distance from
the Chinese, fearing that should they fol-
low them too closely they migkt be dam-
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aged by the latter’s torpedo boats. Ow-
ing to this fact and the extreme dark-
ness, the Chinese succeeded in getting
awa and reached a safe shelter. At day-
light the Japanese vessels endeavored to
§ind the enemy, but were unable to do so.
They then returned to the scene of the
previous day’s action, where they found
the Yang-Wei ashore and deserted and
destroyed, her with a fish torpedo. None
of the Japanese vessels were lost in the
engagement,’nnd only three of them were
seriously injured.

surrounded and Attacked On All Sides.

A despatch to the Central News from
Shanghai says that an official telegram
sent by the Taotai, from Port Arthur to
Wei-Hai-Wei, conveys the information
that the Chinese warship Chi-Yuen
steamed away before the fighting at Yalu
began. Admiral Ting, who is at Port
Arthur, wires that two torpedo boats are
missing. Four others, which were up the
Yalu River, came out into the sea after
the battle was over. The admiral adds:
“Weo discovered ourselves surrounded and
attacked on all sides.”

Three thousand Chinese troops are on
their way down the Yang-Tee-Kiang
River, bound north.

Admiral Ting's telegram continues by
saying that besides four torpedo boats
the warships Ping Yuen and Kwang-Ting
and the gunboat Tsen-Tshung remained
up the Yalu River until the fighting was
over, and then came cautiously out and
steamed for Port Arthur. It is expected
that the Court of Enquiry sitting at Port
Arthur will condemn several more naval
officers for cowardice.

How the Fleets Met.

The despatch describes the steaming
out of the bay of the Chinese to meet the
Japanese fleet, the formation of the Chi-
nese fleet when in the open water being
that of an accentuated crescent, while
the Japanese were in & single line, with
the Matsushima in the centre. After the
first few: rounds were exchangedd Admir-
al Ito, commanding the Japanese fleet,
signalled his ships to bring their guns
to bear first upon the flank and then
upon the other of the ememy. The Chi-
nese thereupon altered their formation
into a single line, The fighting proceed-
ed, the distances varying from 2000 to
8000 metres. Only a few of the Chinese
shots were effective. After a time the
Chinese admiral apparently deemed his
position desperate, and ordered the for-
mation of his line broken. He sent three
ships against the Japanese line at full
speed. It was at this time that the Lai-
Yuen was sunk, followed by the Chih-
Yuen and the Chao-Yung.

The flagship Matsushima had been the
object of the Chinese attack throughout
the fight. A Chinese shell struck.and dis-
mounted a quick-firing gum, and complet-
ing the disaster the gun was flung vio-
lently against the side of the ship. The
commander and the first lieutenant of the
Matsushima were killed, as were also. a
number of seamen. This made the total
loss of the crew 120 men. Admiral Ito
did not delay a moment in transferring
himself and staff to the Hasadite, and
in a few minutes he wag again in the
thick of the fight.

Moreover,
such & movement would rescue China
from inevitable decay.

It is an un-Ameri-
can body, neither chosen by the people,
responsible to the people, nor respourx}ble
to the people’s will. Elections of United
States Senators have become carnivals
of legislative debauchery. So open and
shameless have they become that many
are{of the opinion that the State prison
ought to adjoin the State Capitol, with
only the Grand Jury room as the con-
necting link between them.”
