The body
was lying on the back, the feet towards
the east. The legs and arms were
straight out, the latter lying close to
the body. The head wag & little on one

Canada’s Resources Not Being Developed.
Mr. Edwards agreed that Canadal was
a country of grand resources; but the
trouble was they were not, being devel-
oped by a policy suitable: to the country’s
requirements.

A Parkdale Prisoner Makes an Unsuecess-
ful Attempt to End His Lifc With
a Penknife.
