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Dundas-Street Roadway.

The Engineer also makes the follow-
ing report on the Dundas-street road-
way in response to an aldermanic re-
quest : e

“This roadway certainly requires ex-
tensive repairs. The centre is occu-
pled by street railway tracks which
are not laid on a permanent founda-
tion. The cost of gravelling the road
g0 as to put it in a fair condition for
travel, would be about $1500. I do not
think it likely that the work could
be done as a local improvement, as
it would in all probability be petitioned
against. On the west side of the street
the land is nearly alll vacant, and a
large portion of the east side is occu-
pled by the railway companies. I would
therefore recommend that an appro-
priation of $1500 be granted for the
purpose of carrying out this improve-
ment.” ‘

The pay sheét of the department for
the two weeks enilng Nov. 16, amount-
ed to $3,198.94, while expense bills foot-
ing up $4,249.93, are recommended for

payment.

“Regarding the letter from the com-
‘mittee: of November 12, asking for a
report as to the advisability of order-
jng the Toronto Railway Co. to ex-
tend a line of street railway.on Ger-

' rard-street,from Pape-avenue to Jones-
avenue, and up Jones-avenue to Dan-

‘forth-avenue, I beg to state that by
‘the terms of the agreement between
the Toronto Railway Co. and the city,
the company are required to lay down
tracks along Gerrard-street to Green-
wood-avenue. This matter has been
pefore the committee on several oc-
casions, and it has been considered
{nadvisable, owing to the expense to

which the city would be put in 1aylng‘

down a concrete foundation and in fill-
ing up a deep ravine on the line of the
work, that this extension should be or-
dered. The requirements of the local-
ity also would not justify the large
expenditure that wou'd. be involved.
All that appears necessary at present
is to extend the tracks as far eas? as
Leslie-street; and I would therefore
suggest that the committee consent fo
the extension in Gerrard-street being
limited to the intersection of Leslies
street.

“I cannot at present recommend that
_the tracks bhe extended un Jones-ave-
‘égme 5 Danforth-avenue, as the ex-
ftenslon to Teslie-strest will mget all

Federal and Municipal Government.”

The lecture was learned, thoughtful
and eloguent throughout. It defined
the nature and principles upon which
gcvernment is founded, the meaning of
political “sovereignty,” the various
systems of ‘“federalism,” and their re-
spective advantages; the distribution
of powers or -the division of the na-
tional sovereignty between the legisla-
tive, the executive and the judicial de-
partments in all governments; the ad-
ventages and disadvantages arising
from such distribution; the evils and
defects of all “municipal systems,”
and the methods proposed by. the Citi-
zens’ Committee for remedying these
defects.

The lecturer defined “government”
as a political = corporation, existing
within the state; “sovereignty,” as the
supreme authority existing in some
person or body in every nation; “fed-
eralism,” as a combination of several
states under the authority of one over-
ruling government; “municipal govern-
ment,” as the local self-management
by the citizens of their domestic af-
fairs in ‘every-day life.

As a remedy for the evils which seem
to be inherent in our present system
of municipal self-government, the lec-
turer proposed that rigid constitu-
ticnal restrictions on powers of taxa-
tion and the incurring of debts should
be imposed; that the heads of the varl-
cus departments should be elected by
and made responsible to the electorate,
and that the parliamentary
cabinet system - should be In-
troduced.- By this system there
would be a municipal ministry
and an opposition. Municipal govern-
ment would thus be assimilated to
rrovincial parliamentary government.

After the lecture an animated and
lengthy discussion on the subjects dis-
| cussed in the paper ensued.
