SPLENDID TRIBUTE TO
LATE REV. W. J. KNOX

It was a splendid tribute which Rev.
Dr. D. L. McCrae paid to the late Rev.
W. J. Knox before the deccased's con-
gregation at the First Presbyterian
Church on Sunday morning.

“I knew him from the beginning of
his ministry,” declared Dr. McCrae.
“From him I received great considera-
tion and untold kindmesses. His death
was a terrible shock to me.

“1 was always impressed by the great
fellowship which existed between Mr.
Knox and his congregation,” said Mr.
McCrae. ‘“There was never a beautiful
life that did not spring up from friend-
ship ¢f man, and so there was never a
beautiful Christian life that did not
spring up from the friendship of Christ.”

The speaker spoke of the loss which
the city and the ministry had sus-
tained when Mr. Knox was taken. It
was hard to realize, he declared, that
such a splendid man, who had stood as
moderator of London and a member of
the general assembly, had been taken.
The deceased was a great student, a
ploug father and a great worker, Dr.
McCrae declared. He was a profund
and independent thinker and was great-
ly interested in all the problems of the
day, His dellverances always command-
éd respect. He was one of the most
able and scholarly men in the church.
His services were invaluable. Of his
home life, Dr. McCrae would not speak
except that it was extremely beautiful.
