Triple Trio To
Devise Scheme
To GOVCEI Game

Members From National, Ameri-
can and Minor Leagues Are
on Committee

CHICAGO, Oect. 29.—A counter-pro-
posal to the *“Lasker plan” for the re-
organization of baseball was made here
to-day by the board of directcers of the
American Teague in ex:2utive session.
The proposal was in aaswer to the
ultimatum of the Natjonal League and
three American League clubs—Chicago.
New York and Boston—which declared
they would organize a 12-league ciub
if the five American League clubs
‘“loyal” to President Ban Johnszon did
not join in the plan before November 1.

The plan decided upon to-day is for
a committee of nine members—three
each from the National Leagie, Ameri-
can League and National r.ssociation
of Professional Baseball Leagues (minor
leagues)—to work out a project of re-
organization. P

Two reasons were given for rejecting
the Lasker plan, which calls for control
of baseball by a ‘‘civilian tribunal,” of
three men not ancially interested or
connected with the game. One cbjec-
tion is that the scheme does not give
the minor leagues any voice in the pro-
posed reorganization. The other is that
baseball can not be efficiently managed
by a board of men, howeyer eminent{
who know nothing about ebail,

The Washington, Detroit, Cleveland,
Philadelphia and St. Louis clubs were
represented at the meeting to-day.

Owners of Pools

On Baseball Are
Also Indicted

Thirteen Men Now Are Named
in the Clean-Up by Chicago
Jury

CHICAGO, Oct, 29.—True bills against
three owners of baseball pools were
voted to-day by the speclal grand jury
investigating baseball.
Great Western, Universal and Ameri-
can National pools are named in the
bills. All are Chicago men.

The jury, which last Tuesday com-
pleted the taking of testimony in its
five weeks’ investigation of the basge-
ball scandal, will hold its final session
to-day. In addition to the action on
the true bills already voted, it will be-
gin a preparation of its report on the
inquiry.

This report is expected to’ delve into
the baseball situation at length and may
reveal information obtained by the
jury which has not yet been made pub-
lie.” It also is expected to make recom-
mendations ¢oncerning the future ad-
ministration of professional baseball
and to point ways by which gambling
and game ‘fixing’’ would be curbed.

Two indictments, charging 13 persons
with operating a confidence game and
conspiracy, were returned to-day by the
grand jury investigating the baseball
scandal.

Seven members of the Chicago White
Sox, three former baseball players, a
boxer and two gamblers are named.

The charges grew out of the alleged
“fixing”’ of last year’s world series be-
tween the White Sox and Cincinnati.
Those indicted are Eddie Cicotte, Joe
Jackson, Claude Williams, Fred Mec-
Mullin, George Weaver, Oscar Felsch
and Charles Risberg, White Sox play-

ers.

Arnold Gandil, former White Sox
player; Hal Chase, former New York
National player; Abe Attell, former
boxer, now in Montreal; Joseph (Sport)
Sullivan, of Boston, and Rachael
Brown, of New York.

ATTELL SAYS FEW THINGS,

MONTREAL, Oct. 29.—That he was
not responsible for the arrangements
made to fake the world’s series between
Chicago and Cincinnati, because he was
incapable of carrying out such an un-
dertaking owing to lack of funds, and
also because one of the ‘“‘master minds”
was and is protected on account of his
financial position, are features made
to-day in a statement by Abe Attell,
who has been staying in this city for
some time, eluding reporters and refus-
ing to talk.
