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~The failare of the Maritime Ban
of New Brunswick is one of the most
absorbing questions engaging the ats
sention of finangial circles just now.

‘Thé bank was ap tly doing a good
business, and enjoyed the confidence
of the people generally, and the news
of its failure came like a thunderboit
from & clear sky. The trouble it is
supposed, arose from too heavy ads
vances having been made to a ocertain
lum g firm ; but the directors are
80 reticent about the matter that it
app very little can be definitely
learned as. to the cause of the failure.
In another column will be found what
partioulars are to hand.

There are s few shareholders in_this
Province, among them the heirs of the
late Miner Tupper, Esq., of this town,
who hold $1000 worth of stock. The note
ciroulation, however, in ail probability
is small, and the loss in the Province,
speaking generally, will not be large.

The shareholders, as usual, are the
most unfortunate of all the luﬁerer\l,
on acoount of theird ouble lisbility,and
the present indioations are that they
will have to pay every cent of it if they
are able,

Our banking system needs to be im+
proved. = The laws governing these
financial institutions are much better
in the United States than in this
country, and we could afford in som
respecis to_pattern after them. One

festure of United States banks is that
the note issue is regulated by  the
government and has to boprouotoﬁ by
deposits in the U. 8. Treasury, whioh
becomes responsible for their redemp-
tion. This is in macked contrast to
our system — the note-holder’s only pro
tection being a first lien on the assete
of the bank, It takes s good deal of
time: to settle up the affairs of a col~
lapsed bank, and in the meantime note
holders can only await the result with
patience, or else negotiate the notes

. at the rates of discount offered by
bankers and others—a loss either way
—even in the event of the settlement
showing assets sufficient to cover the
note issue~—a result by no means always
obtained.

—The execution of a woman murder-
eag— Mrs. Druse—in the state of New
York,.is bringing out & good deal of
editorigl comment and correspondence
relative to the hanging of criminals
condemned to . die. Notwithstanding
the fact that the murder committed by
Mrs, Druse was of the most cold blood
ed and revolting desoription, and plac
ed her on a level with wild CLeasts, and
that she richly deserved ber fate, at the
same time the spectacie of & woman
being lsunched into eternity; in the
presence of an unsympathisiog qrowd
of men, with all the grim accessories of
a gallows scene, has given rise to con+
siderable natural comment, and a feels
ing that some method of execution
more certain and less barbarous in
detail should be establisbed. This
feeling has been further accentuated
from the fact that Mrs, Druse struggled
considerably before the drop fell and
the noose slipping allowed her to slowly
stranglg to death. The method of ex~
ecution now being discussed and advo-
cated is thas by means of electricity and
we fully agree with the coutention that
in this advanced age, when we have an
agent ure and compsratively psin-
Jess that it 18 simply barbarity to retain
the old gallows, and string & human
being up by the neck as if he were 2
vicious dog. If electricity were used
the criminal would simply sit down in
a chair with his head againet a metallic
plate, s button would be touched and
all would be over in an instant.

—In the water works meeting briefly
referred to in our last issue, the chairman,
M:. Randolph, called upon Mr. J. E
Sancton, who bas taken an active part in
agitating the matter and in collecting data,
relative to the work, to lay before the
meeting such information as he bad in his
possession,

Mr, S., then rose and at some length
dwelt upon the great necessity there ex-
isted for a water supply for the town. He
showed up our inadequate means of pro~
tection from fire, and that for sanitary,
bousebold and manufacturing purposes,
the need of a good supply of pure water
was now urgent. He stated that as far, as
he was able to. learn from .conversations
held with practical men, the outlay for the
work need not exceed $15,000 or $16,000.
He claimed that the expense which was
the great bug-bear of the undertaking,
would bear very lightly upon each indivi~
dual, illustrating this by about the same
figures as have been given in these col-
umns before, which are mainly based upou
the decreased premiums on insurance. He
forther stated that in order to make the
tax bearing according to, the advantages
received,it would have to be graduated ac-
cording to the location of the individual,
the highest rate for those living in
the centre of the town, and
the lowest for those living om the out-
skirts of the limits. He then laid the fol-
lowing figures before the meeting, which
he said be bad gatbered from various reli-

Tbis was answered by
saying that there were a uumber of - large
and never failing springs on the South
Mountain,which it was thought would sup-
ply sufficient water, bat in any event there
were sources of supply -such as Currell’'s
brook, so called, and the Crosskill lake,
that 'would furnish ‘sn unlimited supply
without a doubt. It would, however, be
the duty of the engineer to decide this
matter, ' Further remarks were made by
Albert Morse, Esq., Rev, Mr. Warren and
John Ervin, Esq., all speaking most en-
couragingly of the matter. Mr. Warren
in his remarks laid considerable stress
upon the necessity of establishing a good
drainage system in connection with the
works if built. This suggestion was also
commented upon,

8. retaliatory bill to which the Presi-
dent gave his assent on the 2nd instt—

t Whenever the ‘President shall be
satisfied that American fishermen in the
waters or ports of the British Dominione
of North America are denied any rights
gecured to them by treaty or law, or ub=
justly vexed or harrassed or subjected  to
unreasonable restrictions, regulations  or
requirements, or whenever the President
shall be satisfied that any such fishermen,
having & permit to touch and trade, are
denied the privilege of entering ports, in
the same manner and under the same reg-
ulations as trading vessels of the most
favored nation, or shall be prevented from
purchasing such supplies as may there be
lawfully sold to trading vessels of the
most favored nations ; /

Then, it shall be the duty of the Presi-
dent, in his discretion; to deny vessels of
the British dominionsjof Nortb America,
any entrance into the waters, ports or
places of the United States (with such €xe
ceptions in regard to vessels in. distress,
stress of weather or heeding supplies as to
the President shall seem proper) whether
such vessels shall have come directly from
said dominions or by wsy of some port
elsewhere ; and to deny eutry into any
port of the United States of fresh fish or
galt fish or any other produce of said
domintons or other goods coming from
said dominions to'the United States.

The President may apply sucb procla~
mation to any part or to all of the pamed
subjects, and may revoke, qualify, lmit
aund renew such proclamation from time
to time as he deems necessary to the full
