How the Loveliest Vale on the Continent
Wes Formed.

A LITTLE WILDERNESS OF APPLE ORCHARDS —
GOLD MINES IN WHICH GREAT HOPES AND
SOME TREASURES ARE PLACED.
(Correspondence to St. Louis Republie.)
1t is said that the present porth shore

of Nova Scotia lying on the south of the

Bay of Fundy, with the western!projections

of Digby Neck and Long lsland, was once

a mighty mountainous ridge of rock and

that from the Basin of Minas to the mouth

of the St, Mary's Bay & tremepdous tide<
chaonel swept back and forth for a dist-
ance of nearly 200 miles where now is
found that lovely garden of the peninsula,
the famous Annapolis Valley. In ages
past, s0 the story goes, a bar formed across
the bead of this tideschaonel.atthis point.

Then in ages more the tide and the wash-

inge from the mountaine built in the val-

ley a8 it is found to day. 1f so, the most
beautiful and fruitful vale upon the Ameri-
can Continent wad so formed, Noeth

Mountiin, lofty and pictaresque, shuts

out the fierce and foggy Fuedy for a reach

of one bhuudied miles, jutting its grand
headland into the mystic Minas Basin,; of
which Loogfellow says : \

. .

: and sway to the northward

Blomidon rose, and the fores's old, and
aloft on the mount:ins

Sea.fogs pitched their tents, and mists
from the mighty Atlantic

Lovked on their happy valley, but ne'er
from their s! :tion descended.

At its western bead it sbuts in the beau-
tiful Annapolis Basin and the quaint old
city of Annapolis. Below its southern
slope lies the valley, perhaps 125 wmiles
long, from five to ten in width and traver.
sed by the Cornwallis river emptying to
the east ln the Minas Basin and the Anna-
polis river to the west in the Annapolie
Basin, South Mountain extends the same
distance as North Mounisin, along  the
southern boundary of the valley, though
not so bold and lofty £3 the northern range.
Behind this to the south arp- the  almost
unknown wildernesses of the Blué Moun-
tain, where, legends say, the Micmacs
came for their mysterious rites, Here are
countless lakes in which white men never
yet fished, and runs and coverts where the
moose and caribou still roam and hide
their young.

A railway traverses this valley fiom
Annapolis on its way across wildernesses
of rock and pine to Halifax; the tivers
wina through it, full to grassy banks s in
English vales ; innumerable streams from

‘| mountain lakes thread the valley sides

with blue ; scores of pretty villages nestle
along its lowlands in the shade of chestnut
and elm ; picturerque roads wind away and
up through-the misteveiled mvioes, past
dainty mountain-side groupings of Tnns
and homes : and in spring time breeged fill
the air with clouds of appl ns o
though from the scurrying of descénding
suow-flakes., 8till, behind this vale of
peace and plenty, to the south, and h-
ing back to the west of the Basim of
Miuus, is & lesser valley, but all as Deauti-
ful, the Gaspereau, threaded by the foam-
ing, dashing, singing river of that name,
whose source is in a legion of half-moune
tain hills sud lovely lakes, whose pictures-
quences I8 nowhere surpassed. The
eastern « dges of these two vnlieyl touch in
a level circliog reach along the Avon river
and Bay and the Minas Basip, and here, at
the edge of the noble hills, with the
mighty Blomidon headland the fair bosom
ot Miuas ever before their bappy. oyed
dwelt those ill fated Acadians from La
Rocbelle, Baintonge and Poitou,
ORCHARDS AND GOLD MINES.
This ong-benutiful valley redeeme all
Nova Scotia from the dreariness and weari,
ness of its wild and rocky orags ; though
in tbese, it is bervically claimed, such
deposits of gold are now hidden as shall
sometime sstonish the world, The annual

A WONDERFUL CROP.

Bat it 18 here so that you drink it in
from your bosat in the river, from car-wiu-
dows, from the farthest highways that
skirt the farms and from the very moun-
tain-beights above, in the cheery apple-
gathering time, On every apple farm—
for thie extent of calture hes long siuce
passed the orchard area with each apple-
grower—from 100 to 10,000 sew trees are
set out each year. At this rate of develop-
ment and with the coustsatly increasing
scientific care and attention, the possible
limit to apple-growing in the Aunnapolis
and Gaspereau valleys is something start.

That was that wherever apples
grow a kindly, sturdy snd progressive
people are ever to be found,” Tulnk it
over and the idea grows upon one, Great
houses, greater barns, fine stock, smple
competence, large provision for all seasons
and peeds, sturdy ways, sensible thrift,
genial peighborings and all that dear pro-
cession of countryside life that fhas vigor
and cheer, with autumn’s noble housings
and stores and winter's large and generous
delighits, marshal the thought in memory's
bravest trappings.

And they are this kind of folk here,
When the unfortunate Acadiang were ex-
vled the government suddenly awakened,
not to & sense of its incomparable crime,
but to a coneciousness of the pall of dolor,
woe and dreariness resting upon thid win.

“And it
is oflly wheb you are through yout saun-
teriggs in ghdy Britigetown, in ‘dainty
Paradife, in?’!ner Lawrencetown, where
gredt'quanti¥les of lumber are made, in
Middleton, near the old iron mines of
Souih Mountain, in Berwick & miniature
shoe-making Lynn, in the busierand more
niodety Kéntville, and ‘have ‘comlé’ upon
the lovely; lenfy ;drearsy old town'of Wolf-
ville, and caught a glimpse beyond of the
waving mehdows of Grand Pre, that you
are rid of the charming enthralment.

THE ACADIAX BXILES.

It is unnecessary to repeat the history
of the dark days of the old Acadians who
bad ‘made of the Nova Scotia wilderness
the fairest spot which labo& love, piety,
and tent ever, ¢ ed from track-
less wild, It is known by every intelli-
gent person, For a century they had been
tossed back and forth on the hard hands of
hate and war between Eoglish ‘intolerance
and French indifference., Loyul in feels
ing; sentiment and faith to their mothers
land across the sea, they did well and
nobly to remain the neutrsls they were ;
and that attitude required greater bravery
and fortitude than opeu rebellion against

their English conquerors. Scauning the

whole history. of thbis inbuman crime
pgaioet a whole people, while one cannot
but thrill with indignation against the
actors in’ theit cruél exile, there must
come into every honest heart as bateful &
| conitempt for the cowardice of France in
deserting her helpless children in their
misery as cootemptuous hatred for the
Englivh brotality whose pitiful results
were more beant-rending than down-right
massacre. Of the surpassiug tragedy these
brief facts may be recalled. According to
the docrees of the Council of Halilax, in
the summer of 1775, that the Acadiang
should be deported to Southern American

and cattle and vessels forfeited to the
jerown, they were deloded into gathering
simultaneously at several resdesvous
ander the pretense of receiving & royal
proclamation, - “His Excelleney' "being
desirous thal cach of them should be fully.
sanifi-<d ‘of His Majosty's intentions,”
They were instantly surrounded by sold-
lety acd treated as prisoners of war, #¢A
British detachment and fleet destroyed the
villages, farms and churches on the Chig.
qecto Basio and the Peticodise river,
sweeping up many prisoners aud ' meeting
with some sharp fighting. Moncton de-
stroyed Shediac, Ramsbeg), and other towns
on the gulf coast; Murray gathered up the
Acadians nbout Windsor, and to the emst;
and Hanfield put the Annapolitans on ship-
bourd, cxcept & few  who escaped to the
woods. Winslow collcoted 1,923 persons
at Grand Pre and embarked them, and
burned 255 houses, 276 barne snd M
wills,” Over 7,000 Acadisns of these
peacetul valleye were robbed of their entjre
earthly possessions and shipped like hogs
in pens to foreign and hostile shores.
That these who escaped might stérve, the
fircbrand was used for months, and every
vestige of habitation and garnered stores
destroyed. Families were soparated ; aged
men sud wowen died of fright ; hundreda
of hearts were literslly broken, No pen
basg ever told, none can ever depict, the
agonies of this exile, There ie not its
parallel in the history of civilised or savage
ages.  Well might the actors in this infi
nite tragedy destroy their Infamous official
records, as they did at Halifax. Well
might the noble romanciet, Hawthorne,
who sought this field for a greater tale than
that of ** The Suarlet Letter,” refuse in
horror at the very threshold of his investi-
gation (o go further, And well might the
master singer, Longfellow, into whose
hands Hawtborne dumbly placed his putlne;
tic uotes, sings his immortsl measures
through * Evaogeline,”’ but forever refuse
1o set bis eyes upon the accursed spot lest
bie very heart should break of indignation
and pity,
THE GRAND PRE

The Grand Pre of to day is nearly as
louely a spot as in the silences after Law-
rence's curse fell npon it. To he sure the
region round-about the old Grand Pre
country is fuir to look upon. But where
once stood the little village are meadows
of & modern pevple, A dismal rallway
station shed alone marks the site of the
antient village. Behind, 1o the south, is
a gentle clevation, or bluff, circling from
the west, at tree embowered Wolfville,
around to the sonth, to Hor ou and Horton
Landing. Here is shown the exact spot
where the feet ot the Acadians last touched
their beloved shores. Behind this bhalf
hid foot-hill are smiling farms and pleasant
highways rising in beautiful terraces to the
eary castern descents of South Mountain,
Toward the bills here and there are aged,
goarled willows still standing as if silent
reminders of the graves of s thousand
howes., But s few rods away from the
dreary station-shed are some rotten tree-
stumps and a few olden stunted trees that
are said to wark the spot where the little
chapel stood, Now auud then some sodden
farmer of to-day ploughs up the bones of
the damb brutes whiclt returved to low and
bellow piteously and finally starve by the
smouldering embers of their owner's homes
&nd barns ; and bere sod there where ex
cavations ure made and wells are dug, ox-
bows, wagoo Irous, ancivat hiuges and
locks, and mauny a rade but sufficient uten-
8il of the time are recovered. "These and
the frequent bollows which mark the cel-
lar where stood *“the houses with frames
of oak nnd chestout,’ are all that remain
of physical aspects, save the dykes and the
meadows, to tell the pathetic stories. The
Acadiag- built dykes which transformed the
tide-lands of the Minas into luxuriant
mepdows remain intict to this day., The
original area of these meadows comprised
only 3,000 acres. The New Eagland
farmers who took possession of the region
erected the ‘* Wickwire” dyke which
added 1,500 acres more. All this area lies
like a level sea of green between the ever
desolate site of the old Grand Pre and the
Basin of Minas, the most enchanting reach
of water, with the most picturesque and
dreamful shores within the borders of our
coutinent. Grand, gloomy, migbty
Blomidon headland rises heavenward above
it, At sunset the yellow light streaming
up the peaceful valley crowns it with a
noble glory, and empurples Minas as in a
royal mask. But desolate Grand Pre sinks
lower beneath the shadow of her mountain
edge, and the night breeze, moving along
the meadows, secems to lift a myriad
shadewy, wraithful hands among the dykes
and grasses, The heart, saddened and
silent, ever turns from the spot with some
such pleading and pitiful memory.
