Don’t think anything further was said about 
this matter at the time. Prosecution here 
asked witness how Mrs. C. treated Mr. C.

Cross-examined by Ritchie: I remember 
of your coming to my house and taking a 
statement.

“John, Mrs. C. ain’t out of the woods yet.”

Between 
Xmas and New Year his appetite was not 
quite so good, and therefore his health could 
not have been quite so good, and I didn’t 
think his mind was so good. Witness had 
noticed Mr. C. at different times resting his 
hands on top of cane, head resting on them, 
and when he appeared like an old child, it 
was some time after he came to my place 
before he could remember the days of the 
week when the mail came, and he would 
often ask what day to-morrow would be. 
never heard Mr. C. say that he would die 
either silly or crazy, but I told Mrs. C. so, 
as 1 thought it from his actions. He used 
to do errands, get water aqd wood, and go 
to the post office for his own amusement only. 
Can’t say what hour he got breakfast on the 
Thursday before death. My wife and I 
watched Mrs. C. while she was there the last 
time. Never saw her put anything in his 
food or drink or attempt to do so. Tire day 
he started for Bridgetown he walked pretty 
fast I thought, and when I overtook him he 
was going a pretty good jog, though 1 have 
seen him go as fast for a short distance. 
When I got to him he had taken the turn 
toward Bridgetown and was walking up 
hill—which is a long up-grade. He was 
up the grade best part of the half-mile 
from the corner, apd the most of his walk 
from the start was up-grade. I didn’t see 
that he was done out when I overtook him. 
He said he was going to Bridgetown, when 
I told him that he could not walk th 
Don’t know that he was more or less heated 
up from his walk, but should suppose so. 
He had on an overcoat. It was a pretty cold 
day—cold wind. We drove back home to­
gether. Didn’t particularly notice that , he 
was cold when we got back to house ; but 
should suppose he was. I was not very cold 
and didn’t notice Mr. C. ’s face being red, 
though my wife told me so. Mr. C. moaned 
all night long, and his breathing after we 
removed him on to the cot-bed shortened. 
Did not notice any change in his facial 
appearance from the first to the last of hie 
sickness. I didn’t observe any change. 
There was no bluish or ashen color 
about his face than came off his handker­
chief, that I know of. I did not see any 
change about his face. I thought his lips 
looked as they alwrays did. I did not notice 
any change. I felt his hands and feet; they 
were warm. I wanted to see if his feet and 
hands were warm. I felt for that purpose. 
The color of his face appeared as natural as 
it ever did for all I saw. The watch is still 
at my house for anyone who has a legal 
claim to it, as I have none whatever. I have 
had no settlement with Mrs. C. since she 
paid the $35.00. Witness should suppose he 
was entitled to something extra for sitting 
up with Mr. C. if he was sick, or extra at­
tention, as that was the understanding. At 
the time Mrs. G. offered me her note for his 
board up to 1st of May, she said that if he 
lived till that time they would go to house­
keeping again.

Saturday Morning.

I am cousin to Reed Farnsworth. I was 
acquainted with Alexander Cameron and 
with his wife. He came to live with me on 
the 9th of October, 1892, and continued to 
live with me until the time of his death. I 
agreed with Mrs. Cameron to board Mr. 
Cameron for $2.50 per week. Mrs. Cameron 
came to my house the 21st day of January 
last. She had not been there between these 
two dates, Oct. 9th, 1892, and Jan. 21st, 
1893. During the time Mr. C. boarded at 
my house I do not know of his being away 
from it except for an occasional hour or two. 
Mr. Farnsworth gave substantially the 
evidence as preceding witnesses, as to Mr. 
Cameron’s poor health"when he came, and 
his improvement in appetite and general 
health up to the week between Christmas 
and New Year. During that week and up 
to the time he was taken sick, his appetite 
was poorer. He went out every day some­
times a dozen times a day and sometimes 
away from the premises. He often got 
mail. When he first came he could not 
remember what days the mail came, and 
would have to be told which were the mail 
days, but after a time he got to knbw and 
remember them. The post-office was about 
100 rods from my dwelling. He did such 
work as bringing in wood for us, going of 
errands to the store, and offered to help me 
water the cattle. I don’t clearly remember 
whether he took his breakfast with us or 
not on the day that he was taken sick. I 
did not gO to the woods till the afternoon of 
that day. The witness when asked: “do 
you remember Mr. C. and his wife having

THE ANALYSIS! HARD AT WORK.

St. John, February 12.—MacIntyre has 
not as yet completed his analysis of the sub­
stances sent him from the stomach of A. I). 
Cameron. He will make no report and give 
no information until he submits his “ proto­
col,!’ as it is called, to the crown counsel 
This will not be for some days yet, for he 
expects the coroner to-morrow or next day 
with other organs to be examined. These 
latter port ions of the body were taken out 
at the recent exhumation. It is not pro­
bable that any report will be made by Mac­
Intyre before next Friday, wheu his report 
will embody the results of the complete ex­
amination. Madutyre holds certificates' in 
chemistry from Glasgow, where he took his 
course. He was private assistant there in 
his last year to Professor Diminar. He sub­
sequently studied chemistry at Jena, tier- 
many, where, in the latter part of his course, 
he became private assistant of (Jacrtner, the 
professor of bacteriology.
