Mr. W. W. Chesley has just received a 
letter from a friend, Harry .Tobin, of Dart­
mouth, formerly id the U. S. Navy, who is 
now a member of the South African Light 
Horse, and is at the front. He says of his

“ There was over 40 of the S. A. L. H. 
killed last Monday, but the equadron I be­
long to has not been in action yet. There 
is about one third of thieUroop Americans; 
some of them are cowboys, cavalrymen, 
sailors, and one of Roosevelt’s Rough Riders 
They have got a good lot of men for this 
kind of work. We have young horses from 
South America ; some that have never had 
a saddle on their backs, and we have to 
throw some of them to shoe them. We have 
no swords, revolvers, or lances, only Lee- 
Metford rifles, and no bayonets, -*o it will 
come hard on us. if we ever gét in close 
quarters. Some of our officers have had no 
military training, and those who do know 
anything about it are drilling ns as if we 
were going to parade before the Queen in­
stead of getting ready to fight the Boers.”

—Provincial government is in session, and 
while the speech from the throne foreshadows 
tto legislation of great importance, it is pos­
sible that the session may develop something 
of extraordinary interest before its close. 
If our representatives were to urge a farther 
consideration of the good roads problem they 
would be promoting a measure that is now 
recognized as urgent in the development of 
our industrial and commercial enterprises. 
Oar legislators must not forget that their 
constituents are looking to them to inaugur­
ate needed reforms, and to vigilantly foster 
the interests of the province. A large 
measure of the prosperity of a country de­
pends on its government, and this is particu­
larly true of our province at this critical 
stage in its history. A firm and careful hand 
Is needed to shape the development that ie 
so noticeable everywhere. There are many 
problems of great and far reaching public 
Interest that the government does not seem 
inclined to grapple with and yet it is their 
plain duty to attempt their solution. The 
people of the province are maintaining far 
too expensive a government if its duty is 
confined to the consideration of unimportant 
Incorporations and company charters. The 
government programme as outlined in the 
speech from the throne hardly furnishes an
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for the present session and yet theyé 
jed for radical improvemei^in 
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many branches _
the road service. This question was touch­
ed on last year and new legislation framed to 
effect improvement, hot the measure was a 
half-hearted one and no good results from 
Its working are yet in sight. We are strong 
ly of the opinion that the government will 
have to take over the supervision of this ser­
vice from the municipalities and build roads 
as it does bridges. Some effective plan for 
working out the reform ought to be deviled 
and acted upon without further delay.
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—There are nearly t wo hundred thousand 
British and Colonial troops in South Africa 
or ready for that field, and the average ob­
server would naturally think that a further 
demonstration of the strength of the Empire 
Would be unnecessary, and yet the program 
of the Imperial government as outlined, 

out will completely over­
shadow this show of strength. In a few 
months we may see the nation really in 
arms and judge of its effectiveness as a fight­
ing power. The troops for South Africa 
have all been mobilized, equipped and trans 
ported without a hitch, demonstrating the 
wisdom of the British policy to be always in 
rçpdineea for an emergency. The nation 
docks warlike enough now, but when six 
hundred warships are stripped for action, 
and six hundred thousand more soldiers call­
ed out and prepared for the defence of Im­
perial interest the spectacle will be One 
which will surpass anything the world has 
ever witnessed, and will strengthen the con­
fidence of the Anglo Saxon race in the 
solidity of the Empire. There is no sign of 
decay yet in the structure.
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■ ^ The Sadness of War.

It is impossible not to be oppressed by the 

tragic side of war when glancing over the 
columns in the English papers devoted to 
the names of the dead and wounded. The 
very way in which they are listed brings out 
the two aspects, in each case, of soldier and 
man. For example, in the casualty roll at 
the battle of Elandslaagte, among the losses

had fallen, and to the fact that “news of a 
momentous character affecting the lives of 
those near and -dear to them was trembling 
on the wir-a.” -When he spoke of “gallant 
men on the other side as well as on our own” 
there were cheers from every part of the 
House, for all that is true in the one case is 

in the other. When war has been be­
gan it is not well to dwell on its sadness. 
That must be considered before the final 
word has been spoken. Afterward, it has to 
"be endured as bravely as may be, for ques­
tions referred to the sword mast be settled 
by the sword, or there may remain a legacy 
of indecision and future trouble which in the 
end will far outweigh the suffering entailed 
by fighting to a decisive issue. And those

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Prohibition by Provinces.

Ottawa, Feb. 8.—It is a little early in the 
session to speak of what may become in the 
matter of prohibition, but a couple of pro­
posals are being put forward by those mem­
bers of the House who take an interest in 
the sowing of temperance principles.

Flint has a bill on the order paper to extend 
the operation of the Scott Act, or local 
option law, in such a way that it may be 
taken advantage of by provinces.
