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taken at the instance of gentlemen, who while expressing perfect
confidence in the system which they advocate, may have no a'de-
quate conception of the difficulties which it would encounter in
ýhe circumstances of this University, or of the amount of care,
labour and responsibility involved in the institution of classes for
the higher- education of-women, even under the most favourable
circumstances.
