THE FERN MINE'S CLBAN-UP.

On Monday, 18th November, Mesars.
F. C. Innes and J. A, Veatch brought
1o Nelson from the Fern mine on

Morning mountain, five bricks of gold
bullion as the result of the first mill

The bricks were de-
posited in the Bank of Montreal, and
the value placed at $11,325,

Mr. Innes furnishes the following re-
port of the 38 daysa' run to November
1th: Bulllon shipped, $11,325; bulllion
on hand, $670; concentrates shipped, 20
tons; net smelter returns, $1,500: six
tons of concentrates on hand, $350;
totat product of the mill, $13,845; ore
shipped, 20 tons; net returns, $1,200;
making a total of the mine and mill
for the 38 days, of $15,145. The total
number of tons milled was 963, or an
average of 25.4 tons per day. The se-

sregation of values recovered is o« fol-,

lows: The first five days, 20 tons per
day, making 150 tons at ¢ per ton, $1.-
200: succeeding 10 days, 25 tons per day,
£50 tons at $9 per ton, $2,250; the next
10 days, 24 tons per day, 240 tons at $14
Dper ton, $3,260; the next 13 days, 25 tons
per day, 325 tons at $31.83, $7.135. The
average duty per stamp In 24 howrs
was $12.43. The average value of con-
centrates per ton nillled was $2.02. The
