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The Michigan annual reunions are al-
ways so interesting and enthusiastic that
each one is proclaimed at the time as
‘‘the best yet,”” and the fifth has had this
said of it with emphasis,
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One of the most interesting buildings

in Philadelphia is the Gloria Dei Church,
on Swanson street. It was built in the
year 1700 in the Swedish hamlet of Wic-
caco, on the site of an old log church
built by the Swedes in 1677, five years
before Penn's colony came. The log
church had port-holes in lieu of window
lights, which might serve for fire-arms in
case of need. The brick building which
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succeeded it is the present structure,
now one hundred and ninety-nine years
old. An extensive burying ground sur-
rounds the church, contairing many
ancient grave-stones,
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
