PRESBYTERY OF HAMILTON.

_ ‘¢ The Preshytery of Hamilton met at East Pua.
linch, on tho 14th inst., for the o:dimation of the
Rev. Alexander McLoan, ta tho pastoral caro of
that congregation. ‘Tho attendance upon the
occasion was very large, 20 that the handsome
new church was crowded.  T'he Rev. DD Inghs,
of Hamlton, preached an appropriate discourse,
The Rov. Alexander McLean, of Comnunsville
and Nairn, conducted the ordination services.—
Mr. McLcan having satisfactonly-nnswered the
usual questions, was, by prayer and the laying
an of the hands of tho Presbytery, sulemnly set
apart as pastor of the Congrogation at East Pus-
linch—ihe Rev A. McAuley dehivered an im-
pressive chargo to the minister—tho Rev
Snxxlqvl Young shortly addresged the people, nud
then introd ed the Rev. Mr., Mclicod, of Cape
Pyeton, who by a happy prav.dence wag present,
and v o addressed the congregation in Gaelic.
Atthe conclnsion of tho services, the New Pas.
tor reccived a hearty welcomno from his people
present, and thero seems overy prospect that a
b‘euer day i3 drawing upon the Corgreganon at
East Puslinch, 8o long without the services of n
stated minister. It is hoped that West Pustinch
may be as well provided for before long.

The Presbytery then 100k up the consideration
of acall from Wellington Square and Wates-
dox}'n, in favour of thoe Rov.
