HE importance of Agriculture in the abstract is a

fact 100 evident to need anything to be urged in its
behalf. Iivery one who thinks at all must ieel that upon
it dcronds not only many of the comforts and Juxurics
which improve the character as well as add to the happi-
ness of mankind. but also that it is esscntial to their very
subsistence. But the asscat thus readily given to the
geaneral truth has hitherto had but little practical effect on
the people of this colony. The disadvantages incident
to a new country—among the principal of which may be
reckoned the Jength of time that must clapse hefore any
sum expended in the clearing and cultivation of lands can
yicld any profitable return—has naturally deterred che
man of small capital from nngaging in such occupations,
while the prospect of greater and more immediate advan-
tage arising from lumbering and commereial pursuits has
attracted the attention of the more intelligent and enter-
prising, and thus these cmployments have absorbed the
far greater proportion of the wealth and talent of the
country.

Under these circumstanses it is not surprising that
amongst us Agriculture should have met with so little
encouragement, or that its value as a source of Provin-
cial wealih, should not have been duly estimated. Men
Leing generally more iuflucnced by a perception of the
immediate rather than the ultimate consequences of their
procecdings, those employments which in comparison
with others seemed so slowly productive of individual
cmolument naiurally came to be thought less promotive of
the public welfare.

But these pursuits, by whose flattering promises we were
seduced into a neglect of the soil, have Eccn proved to be
extremely hazardous and uncertain.  Most of the fortunes
thus casily acquired have by a reverse of circumstances
heen suddenly lost, and when we look around for the pub-
lic benefits they have conferred, we find them in tenant-
less houses, in forests denuded of their valuable timber,
and ina Bankrupt Court, crowded with the impoverished
victims of a fulse system of economy.

By these disasters experience—a slow out effectinal
teacher—has taught us a severe but sa]utnry lesson, the
good clfects of which are beginning to appear inan increas-
cd attention to the cultivation of the land—the divtate of
neccessity has been more rrori(’ous than the alternative of
choice—Dy ita new impulse has been given to the plough,
which if sustained, cannot fail to be productive of the hap-
piest results. ’

Impressed with these views, as well as with the advan-
tages that would accrue to the country from the existence
ofa periodical, devoted exclusively to the advocacy of the
Agricultural interests, the Subscriber brought the subject
before the attention of the Legislature at their recent
Session; proposing to undertake the publication of such a

eriodical if sufficient assistance should be engaged to

him from the Provincial funds, to indemnify him against

the probability of pecuniary loss;and he has now the plea-
sure to state that his design has been appreciated by the
assembled wisdom of the country, amf an appropriation
h;\rd lt)ccn made to enable him more fully to carry it into
cffect.

He therefore begs to announce to the public generally
that he will be prepared to issue the first number of the
In-o osed work during the next month. _The title which

ic has adopted for it will sufficiently indicate its charae-
ter. Heintends it to be a gencral guide to the practical
farmer in the various occupations connected with the ma-
nagement of the farm—such as the rearing of Stock, the
formation and preservation of Manires, the preparation of
Soils, and the best modes of planting and managing crops
—upon all of which subjects much ignorance and pre-
Jjudice prevails throughout the Province.

One object, which will be kept in view throughout the
proposed work, will be to render it as plain and practical
as possible, and adapted to the comﬁtion and circum-
stances of the rural classes, for whose benefit and im-
{zrovcment itis particularly inten %E.It,a directions will

e based upon experience ratlie! sdheory; and al-
though articles of a mercly scientific character may fre-
quently appear, and the subscriber will be always happy
to receive contributions of that kind, yet he will always
give the preference to those of 3 praciical, experimental
and popular character.

Our Sister Colonics as well as the neighbouring States
urnish abundant sources whence we may derive the mest
valuable information. With them Agriculture has been
for some time a prosperous and staple employment ; and
from the similarity of their soii and climateto ours we
may be safe in adopting the resulis of their experience.

A correspondence with the Parent country will also be
opencd—the social peculiarities of that country h:wiu{;
nccessicated a highly imprdved state of husbandry much
muy be expected to be learned from that quarter, respect-
ing various matters of rural economy, which our difierent
and insome respects more favorable circumstances would
not be likely to suggest, but which being once known may
become highly valuable.~Necessity s the mother of
invention—but the expedients of want in one placc may
become the means of aflluence in another.

The subscriber will also depend much upon the Provin-
cial public for contributions to his work—he invites facts
and 1nformation from all parts of the Province.
