At the end of the prety glon is the rest-
ing placo whore vrost travallera stop to rest,
Thore, st tho hollom of » steop oliff, n littlo
dripping f~untain suprlies water for tne
refreshraent of susn snd benst, snud sproada
a asrpet of verdurs over a lovel plot at the
foot of tha saoks, The anmc of the place
i3 Aiu Hearamiyah, ** Roblers’ fountain,” is
eaid to bo woll deserved, 1t is a lonely
gpot, and mony a deed of violonce has been
comzaitted in the neighborhood. And yet
what o sweot spot it is. The rocks wers
olothod with taxiden-linir forns, and bright
flowers peeped out in rich elustors, The
flolda near wers dotted with snemones of
every varioty of color, and ths baunks
hanging with tho large white flowers of a
sweot-scrnted cimato.  But pleasant as it
was, Lcounld not linger long, but mnst
hasten onwards. Passing out of tho gien
Wo soon camo to more open valleys, We
bad passed the boundary of Benjamin, had
left tho bill country of Judea behind, ang
wero in the portion of Ephraim whors the
hills ayelower and divided by wider valleys
than any ju Judoa. Pasging from one of
these which run noxth and south into an-
oflier at almost right angles with it, we
passed close to the villago of Sinjil, & most
Juaint lovking place on the slope of tha hill
above tho rond. Boforoe us was & Tong
ridgo running enst aud west, bounding the
valley. in which we wore. Across tho
westorn extremity of this ridge, the road to
Nablous passes by a track worn often somo
fool deop in the soft rock. Itishero that tra-
yollors who dosire to visit J1o site of Shileh
furn asido and cross the ridgo a good deal
farther to esstward. Thero is no proper
frack 4o marle the way, which is easy to
miss, and not altogothor safs i~ take with-
out a considorablo party, so I could not at-
tempt it. Tho ruins are considerable,-but
almost levol with the ground, so that but
fortho name Seilun still chuging to tie
place, and the distinet éypographicsl marks
given it in Scripture, it would have becn
impossiblo to know that this now desolato
"Nfllaido was onco tho spob chesen for the
gathering place of Isreel, when thoy came
up to worship bofore th~ taborneclo of the
Lord in Shiloh. Is is .ndood ¢ desolate,
without an inhabitant.” Crossing tho
| ridge of which I have spoken, and going
dowt o doep descont on tho other side, I
came {0 my sozond resting place at tho
suined Khan, of Subban. It Hes in n rich
valloy ; a plontiful supply of good water
flowing from a spring close o the XKhan,
makes it-n good bathing place. The village
of Jubbun lies on the hillside, about a
quarfor of an hour from the Khan. The
women of tho villego woro coming and
going, washing their clothes at the foun-
fain, and earrying wator homo for their
honsel:olda.

,X had been rather anxiousabout the stats
of {hiy valloy, it being the eoftest, decpest
j swamp betweon Jerusalem and Nablous, so
ibwas very satisfactory to find that Xshould
bavo no hindranco hore, Not thatthe rosd
was pleasant, The feot of horses and
cameole had sunk deep holes in $he soft mira
which the.hot sun had now dried bard. It
made me think of what a field worked by
a deep steam plongh would be, woro it
B afterwards left to bake under a scorohing
B sun, but I was ihaakfu.that I found it is
R its baked, not in iu pulpy state. Winding |
on up nnd down open valleys, with a fow
§ treos here and thers, and an oooasional
R villags porched on a commanding sitn-
B d%ion, we oame to the last hill which I hed
to surmount on my way to Nablous, At
to top of it o wost delightfal serprise
‘BB awaited me. T hal forgotton that from
[ there I coald got my firsé view of Mount
Hermon, Whon, on looking north over
M tho wido vlain of Moreh, now oallad Bt
f Mukbran, o tho hills that bound it. somo
8even miles off, I saw towering over these,
g Lills & pure whito cone. I at firat thought
imuct b & cloud. Bat gradually I be-

aime convinced that it was & solid ronlity,
that it wns the pesk of Hermon, still ro-
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eloaond troes vove fa tall blnssom, it Wanked
 dolighttol rotrent; bat if 12 inhubitsnta
wora Iike the women I s bosido the rond
Pt anderaoath tha villwgo, 3t wonbl not
ve a pleasurt plwe to live iv, As I sole
quietly past then they seowled on 100 with
truo Meoslons hatred of a Christian, aud
one womaen, withe ¢ the sluhtest provoca
tion, took up & stone and flang it st wme.
It did not toneh me, end barely stenek my
howso withont 1ojarivg it.  Mustapha was
very angty, and bre®o forth in o towvent of
language which T huve no doubt was for
from complimentaxy. I was very glad t
wob past without nny farther walestation.
The plain seemed to longthen out, s« plaina
will do when one has to measars ${hew
longth with o rather wearied hcrse under
ono. At last the path slanted upwaids,
round » shoulder of Gerizim, and suddenly
I camo in view of the nurrow valloy ran-
ning east and wost between Ebal and
Qorizim, {n which Nablons lies. All my
fatigne was forxotten in the sight, It
would be counted a beautiful spot in any
country, ond Lad it ao associations. In
Palestino, now so denuded of troes, the
vich folingo and abundance of blossoming
fruit trees, along with the memories that
hangrouad the place, mado the prospeat
simply entransing, At the very entrance
of the valloy I passed & spot of spots, but
without kuowing it. Jicobs Wall is thoro,
but X eaw it anothor day.

From it to Nablous 1here is about half
an hour’s ride, TFirst, on approaching the
town, wo passedia largo barracks of Turkish
soldiors, thon rode by a little stream, and
through & grove of ohive treos to the walled
and thickly built city., The position of
Gorizim and Ebel « 1 each side, a oneo
struck me, as o completely answering to
the history of the pgiving of the blessings
and_cursings, before the nssemb ed thon-
sands of Teraecl. There ato two r ecossos n
the gides of the two hills, exnctly opposite
ono another, which widon out the valley,
and seom to mark the vory spot whore the
vast multitede might be gathered. The
hills aro terraced and onltivated, and as I
passed along a boy shouting down from
one of the'terraces to another in the valley
far bolow him, gave me an idea of how the
round of n voico could be heard from sido
to sido of the valley.

Then wo reached one of the gates of the
town, I found that my gnide did not know
the houso of Mr. T, whera I was going.
He mado, inquiries, and o man, acting s o
guide, led me to a place which, from some
word that was dropped, I found was the
abode of tlie Lahn priest. But soon an-
other ezme frrw.d, and taking charge of
us led us along through the narrow, dirty
langs, some f thom liko tunnels, from
housec built 01 ex them, to tho right place.
There dismouunting, and passivgia ae o
dirty-eutry, and up ecmo steop steps, I
came out into & tiny court, on which the
four rooms of Mr, I's. Lotco all opened
goparately, Thore a waim wolcome from
his kind wifs awaited mo. 'They were
greatly distrossed .iat no one hiad boon
out on the road to mcet mo, g8 18 the
liaspitable fashion awong Europoans m
Dalestine. I Liad leen expected the day
betore, and had I then arrived would ave
found an oscort awaiting me at least an
honr'a ride fromn Nablous.
I bad'not attemptod vistting them earber
in the senssn, The rain had sonked
through thoir flat roofs in stich a way that
only ono of their rooms had been barely
Hableable, and in it the mlissionary, Ius

oook, ent, ad stady, besides recoiving the
nutwerons visitors who, at any time, walk
in, and, leaving their rhoes at tho door,
sit down aud make themselves quito ot ’
home.

I wag much stritok with Mr. F's pati- I
ence with theso visitors, Ho would not
repulse them, becauso by thus liviag fami.
liarly among them, interasted in all their
onrés, consnlted nbout all their concerns,
lie found many an opportunity for inflacnc-
ing themt aright. Hoe is, indeed, a tfrue
pastor, aud fathoer of his flook, who, in
their ignorance, need * line upon line, and
precept upon precept,

I was Sntwiday evenng wihen I grrived |
in. Nablous, The next mormng before
a0, I woompanisd Me. F. to the school- }
roow, whirx i nt present used as o
aburoh, Tl rooin was pretty well fiiled |
‘with a congregation, most of whom were
mony, Tho setvico bemyg partly from tho
Lnglish  prayer-book, transiated into
Arabic, I coull join (iu heart) in prayer
'with them. The sermon was attontively |
listened to; of courso I conll get no goad |
of ity as.it was ur Arabie.

burning charcosl, or wood embers. There
was too muoch sit coming in by door and
windows for any danger of suffocation, but
the fures made my head acho. How the
poor people of Nablous suffered during the
weathor, I could in some degroo imagine,
for hordly a house hing even glass In thoir
windotws, and their miserable thin olothing,
alas | but ill-adapted to keep out ths uil-
usaol cold, and }uel wag very dear. Many
a poor areature cameo bazging to the mis-
sion house, and none w-vo ront away with-
out, at least, a onke o1 broad, thongh the
I's. themscives hr.ee o very small income
indeed, and Jivo in the simpieat manner,

On Mondsy Mr. T. tovk me as far as tho
house of the Samaritan High Priest, who
is quite a friend of his. Thers I was
takon into a iarge room tm which three or
four genorations of the family wore squat-
ting on mats and cushions on the floor, All
was beautifully clean. ¥ felt quito ashawm-
ed to go ia with my mudds boots from the
filthy streots. The old muther, who looked
quito in her dotage, was rouching ovor a
chafing dish of hotfcha.coul; thoy all soom-
ed very attontive to hor. The High Priost
himsolf was not st home, ouly his sons.
After sitting n litile, and answeriug some
quastions put to mo through Me, IMs, in-
pretation, they took mo across a court
planted with orange tices, to the syna-
gogue. As I could not be admitted ncross
tho threshold with my bouta on, they
brought out the famous oid Ponlateuch to
the door for my inepection. Tho Samarit-
ans declare that thus roll of the law was
was writton 8,600 years ngo, by Abishua,
tlio son of Pinclins. 'Lhis 1s nouseuse ; but
it is cextainly vory ancient, some think
oven older than any Hebrew MSS. now ex-
tauts. Itis o nost interesting rclio, with
its queer old churacler, and its patched
parcbment rolivd on twe silver xods, with
Lislly ornnmented tops.  Its silver cylind-
rical caso 18 elaborately ornamentsd in tha
Vonetian style, aud is supposed to bo of
the faurtoenth or fiftsenth contury. The
Samaritans vouerats this MSS. in the high-
est degreo. It ig wrapped in rioh slk
covoriugs, carefully kept in & sanctuary. I
wa3 muoh interested by the appearance of
tue Sawaritan family. The men, and even
the women, Jovk 8o much moro intellizent
than tho ordinary natives. The IHigh
Driest himsolf is, from all accounts, a mos
superior man. One of his daughtorsis also

oapablo of toaching & gicl's school, which
some Quaker {ravellers wished o establish
amoug tho Samaritans. Unfortunately
tho wholo plan carae to nothing. Those

high charactor of the chiof priest, ontrust-
ed the monay for naying 2 mistress lo
him, when it at once becawe p aubject of
dispute among mewbera of his fanuly, less
worthy than hiwmself, who wished to take
the lion’s sliare of tlo profii, and leave
almost nothiug to the actual teacher. Thus
tho whole plan came ta nothing. The
body of Samaritans is small, only between
one and twn bandred, and, instead of mul-
tiplying, they seca to decrense in
