ers, (‘* which forms the first or most ensterly
link of the chain of Mission Bands reaching from
St. John to Los Angles, Cal,*) and sec what pleas-
ant meetings they have, When asked to meet and
help us this evening, they gladly consented and
before you they stand to raise their voices for
Homo Mission work. R. McKenzie in his history
of the nincteenth century says, “In the foremost
Tank of powers destined to change the face of the
world stand Christinn Missions.” And Mr. Froude
(historian) says, ‘¢ All that we call modern civili-
zation, in n sense which deserves the name, is the
visible expression of the trans-forming power of
the gogrel,”  And, now, what is Christian mis-
sions? 'We refer you to the great commission,
Matt. xxviii. 19-20, * Go ye, thercfore, and teach
all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Iloly Ghost,*
