The severe weather has bad a damag-
ing effect on some goods. Oysters which were
three weeks ago sold for $1.10 per gallon, are
in great scarcity and gelling at no less than
$2, on account of the oyster beds being frozen
over, and dealers being unable to fill orders.
One extensive exporter in the United States,
who used to export to kere four hundred gal-
lons per day, now is sending only ten gullons
A dealer in Claude street, who had on hand
12 bundred barrels of caraquets in ghell, has
employed a number of hands opening them,
and is supplying the demand at $1.50 per
gallon in bulk. To-day there was large
quantities of farmers’ beef on the market,
selling at nn increase of one cent on the
pound, being quoted at five cents
and six cents. P:ices in poultry have
rather & lowering tendency, but dealers report
business fair.

TrE Lapy ApPPLE.—The Iady spple is a
varlety that requiresalimestone, gravelly soil
upon which the color, Bo requistte for market
value, is produced to perfection. The cul-
tivation and care of the trees are in no way
different from that of other apples, The

locality to be selected is high, dry ground,

with 8 desp, dry subsoil, and filled with lime-
stone pebbles.

How Lme SmouLp Be Usep,—Lime is useful
in proportion to its fineness of division and
its nearness to the surface. It should, there-
fore, be nir slacked by putting it in small
piles and leaving it exposed to the weather
until it becomes & fine powder, in which con-
dition it should be spread on the plowed
ground and harrowed in, but never plowed
in.

A Warer-PRoOF GLOE—A strong glue that
will resist water i8 made by adding half »
pound of the best common white glue to two
quarts of skimmed milk, and evaporating the
mixture to the proper consistence of glue, in
a water glue kettle. By still further evapora-
tion one of the hardest cements for porcelain,
or for repairing marble, is made. When dried
in proper moulds this cement will form a sub-
gtitute forivory, and ie a8 hard as bone, with
the clearness and elasticity of ivory.
VENTILATION OF A CELLAR.—A cellar may
be ventilated by carrying a wooden pipe from
the top of it into a chimney or the open air.
Ifthe latter is done the pipe should be car-
ried up aix feet and capped to excluds rain
and snow, holes being bored uader the cap to
let out the air.%Then a second pipe should be
carried from the open alr down the side of
the cellar to the floor; this admits cold,
fresh air, and the other lets out the foul air.
By having holes and plugs in the pips the
ventilation may be controlled perfectly.

Borrer Won't CouE-—When the cresm
cannot be churned at this season it 18 be-
cauge the cream has been kept too cold and
was churned too cold. When the weather is
cold the cream should be kept ina warm
place until it is properly soured, and warmed
up to 65° bafore it is put into the churn.
The churning should be dene ina warm
room where the temperature is not less than
60°. When the cream is kept s week it
should be well stirred every time fresh cream
ia added 8o as to mix the bottom with the top
and make all alike.

INsoRY TO THE STINE OF &4 Cow.—Cows in
calving sometimes strain the muscles of the
loins, and this causes fnability to rise. Some-
times the spine is injured and paralysia of the
nerves is the result, and this seems to be the
case with your cow. The remedy is te give
20 grainsof nux vomica until the paralysis
is overcome, and then reduce the dose gradu-
ally until 5 grains are given, and theu stop.
Rub the loins with mustard paste after bath.
ing with hot water, and theu cover the cow
with a blanket.

Frep ror Cowsa.—A cow should bave 15 to
20 pounds of hay daily, with 5 te 10 pounds
of corn-meal, in proportion to her size and
capacity for eating. A cow of 600 pounds
will do will on 15 pounds of hay and 6 pounds
of meal. If the hay is cut and wetted and
the meal added to it, the food will be better
digested and more economically used. One
third of the hay may be given at noon, uncut.
These rations are proper for milking cows.
Dry Cows may do well on 15 pounds of hay
and 2 quarts of meal, and cutting may be dis-
pensed with if the labor is thought to cost
more than the fodder.

ABSCESs 1N A Cow's SipE.—An abscess re-
sulting in an iojury by gorins should be
treated as follows : Inject into the opening &
quantity of warm, soapy water to which a few
drops of carbolic acid have been added. Con-
tinue until the ineide has becn washed omt
clean, then inject one ounce ot water with 20
drops of tincture of iodine ; put a small plug
of linen into the opening and repent this
cleansing twe or three times daily. Givo the
cow half an ounce of hyposulphite of soda in
her moming food and half a drachm of iodide
ot potassium every evening until the abscess
begins to heal. This treatment is proper for
all suppurating tumors.

Waar Caoses THE ScENT or Raxcip BoTTER.
—This disagreesble scent is cauced by the
production of butyric acid in the butter. This
is produced by the decomposition of lactic
acid remaining in the butter, and left by the
milk, which cannot be wholly removed by
washing. The change i8 produced by oxida-
tion and exposure to the air. This may ocear
in tbe churn, when for want of good manage-
ment long charning is required to produce
the butter, and the cflect is the same a8 that
of long exposure to the sir after churning, be-
couse in the agitation in the churn the cream
is very intimately mixed with the air ; 5o that
by improper management the butter is
spoiled to some extent even before it i8
churned or as soon as it comes from the
churn. The remedies are obvious.
