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BY-LAW No 395

By-Law concerning children selling newspapers.

Adopted 29th November 1909.

At @ special meeting of the Council of the City of Mont-
real, held in the City Hall, this twenty-ninth day of Novem-
ber, one thousand nine hundred and nine, after the obser-
vance of the formalities prescribed in and by the act of
incorporation of the said City, at which meeting a majo-
rity of the members of the whole Council are present, viz:

It was ordained and enacted by the said ‘Council as fol-
lows:

Sect. 1.—No child shall be engaged or act as vendor of
newspagoers in any of the streets, avenues, parks, or other
public places of the City of Montreal without having pre-
ined a license from the City and without

viously obtai
having paid to the City treasurer the sum of twenty-five

cents.

Sect. 2.—All licenses jssued under this bydaw shall be
granted by the City treasurer upon the written recommen-
dation of the superintendent of Police and shall be subject

to the provisions of the bydlaw concerning assessments,

taxes and licenses.

Sect. 3.—It shall be the duty of the superintendent of
Police to register in a book to be kept for that purpose, the
pame, age, and residence of every applicant for a licence
under this byflaw, and also to register the mames of all
children licensed under this by-law.

Sect, 4—Each child o licensed shaflﬂ\, whilst plying his
trade or business, wear the badge given to him by the
City treasurer on the front of his hat or cap, or on the
breast of his coat, so that the same may be plainly ghown,
and should any sueh child loge his badge, he shall forth-
with apply to and obtain from the said City treasurer
another badge, and pay him therefor the sum of 25 cents.
