1.—Submitted an extract from the minutes of Council,
held the 15th May, 1911, requesting the Board of Commis-
sioners to consider the question of voting a sum of $2,500
for the erection of a monument to the memory of H. M.
King Edward VII.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that the said sum of $2,500 be voted for the above stated
purpose. g Y

2.—Submitted a letter from the Harbour Commissioners
anent the Laporte overhead bridge, informing the Board
that the change to be made in connection with the erection
of said bridge will increase the cost by $1,500, approximate-
ly, which said sum, according to the agreement entered in-
to, must be added to the capital amount of expenses upon
which the City has to pay interest, the cost of erecting said
bridge on the new site to amount this year to $500.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing that a sum representing the cost of said work, not to
exceed $1,500 be charged against the capital account of the
expenses above mentioned and to bear interest as stipulated
in the agreement entered into, and furthermore, that a sum
of $500 be voted to pay the cost of erecting said bridge on
the new site, the said bridge to remain hereafter perma-
nently in position.

4 —Submitted an extract from the minutes of a meeting
of the Reception Committee, held the 17th May, 1911, re-
questing the Board of Commissioners to vote an appropria-
tion of $8,500 for the celebration to be held on the occasion
of the coronation of H. M. King George V.

6.—Submitted a report from the Superintendent of the
Light Department, recommending that a sum of $6,500 be
varied being the available balance of the appropriation vot-
ed in the budget for 1911, for 341 additional lamys and that
said sum be applied as follows:
