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Seven further international develop-
ment projects will be assisted by a
$59 600 grant from the Manitoba govern-
ment under its 1982-83 $300 000 com-
mitment for overseas aid. The funds go ta
the Manitoba Council for International
Development, which co-ordinates requests
from Manitoba-based agencies ta support
self-help projects. The province matches
the funding, ta an approved maximum, of
local agendaes, and these combined grants
in turn are matched by the Canadian
International Development Fund. The
money will be used for the seven projects
being conducted in Haiti, Honduras,
Zambia, Swaziland, Bolivia, Philippines
and India.

Genealogy digs up the past, medical
research looks ta the future, but the two
are nat as far apart as they seem McGill
University genetîcists have found. The
Mantreal researchers' discoverv of a here-
dîtary form of rickets whase victims
mainly ariginate fram the Saguenay
regian of Quebec, led them into the realm
of tracing family connections. The bone-
softening disease is treatable if potential
victims are identified early enaugh.
Luckily, histarian Gérard Bouchard of
the University of Quebec at Chicoutimi
has been at work establishing a genea-
logical register of the region. For Dr.
Francis Glorieux, director of the genetics
unît at the Shriners Hospital, and Dr.
Charles Scriver of McGll's Medical
Research Council-sponsored group in
human, genetics, the register promises
ta be just what the doctor ardered.

Canadian boxer Ian Clyde won the
Continental flyweight boxing champion-
ship held recently in Miami. Clyde, wha
remains unranked on the world profes-
sional boxing scene, scored a seventh-
round technical knock-out over Steve
Whetstone ta take the title.

The Manitoba Clean Environment
Commission has issued a new environ-
mental contrai order ta regulate sulphur
dioxide and particulate emissians from
inca Limited's nickel smelter at Thomp-
son. The order maintains existing restric-
tions for emissions ta the air from the
150-metre smelter stack. It also requires
Inca ta conduct an in-depth two-year
study of sulphur containment as a means
of signifîcantly reducing suiphur dioxide
emissions.
