ARTICLE 19

Administrative Arrangements

The approprîate, military authorities of Mvalaysia and Canada m-ay establish
mnutually satisfactory procedures niot inconsistent with the provisions conitained
herein, to, carry. out the intent of this Agreement and to give effect to itS

provisions.

ARTICLE 20

Revision

Either Canada or Malaysia mnay at any time request revision of any of the

provisions of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 21

Commencement and Termination

This Agreement shail enter into force upon signature and shail have effee$
retroactively from September 10O, 1965. It shall remamn in force u.ntil terminated
by one of the foilowing methods:

(a) by either Government after six months' written notice to that effec
has been given to the other Government;

(b) without complying with sub-paragraph (a) of tliis article, by the
withdrawal from Canada of ail trainees by Malaysia, where such
withdrawal is in the pu~blic interest of Malaysia;

(c) or, without complying with sub-paragraph (a) of this article, bY
Canada without previous notification if Canada decidés that sucb
termination is in the public interest of Canada.

Done in duplicate, in the English, French and M.alay languages, each language
version being equally authentic, at Kuala Lumupur, Maasia this 22 day
of December, 1969.
