3 In addition to the entry and entry summary information otherwise
required for importation into the United States, the United States shall require
importers of Softwood Lumber Products, under Section 484 of the Tariff Act
of 1930, as amended, or any successor law, to furnish to it the Export Permit
number and if applicable the original Maritime Lumber Bureau Certificate of
Origin for each USCBP entry and may request additional information as
provided under U.S. law.

4. Canada shall ensure that each Export Permit includes an Export Permit
number that meets the format requirement of USCBP Form 7501. USCBP shall
provide instructions on the required format for the Export Permit number on
USCBP Form 7501. USCBP shall require transmission of the Export Permit
number electronically to USCBP with the USCBP Form 7501 data elements.
USCBP shall also require the submission of an Export Permit number for
merchandise referred to in Article X. USCBP shall request the Export Permit, as
needed, from the importer.
